Before me, J. C. Cappel, a Notary
Public, duly commisaioned and qual-
ified in and for the Pariah of St
Tammany, State of Louisiana, per-
sonally came and appeared the per-
sons whose names are hereunto sub-
scribed, who declared to me, Notary,
that availing themselves of the pro-
visions of the laws of this State rela-
tive to the organization of corpora-
tions, and more especially of Act 267
