DON'T APPROVE
DRAINAGE NOW

Expects to Stump and Sell
Land In Near Future.
Not to Reforest.

New Orleans, Aug. 24, 192u.
BEditor St Tammany Farmer:

Dear Sir:—It would appear from
letters and statements published 'n
your paper, that the timber interests,
and particularly the Poitevent &
Favre Lumber Company, are being
held responsible for the recent de-
feat of the proposed drainage project
in St. Tamwany parish.

Tammany
parish, that I did not represent the
timber interests of 8t. Tammany
parigis, and that 1 could only speak
for ihe Puitevent & Favre Lumbar
Comp:ny. If I had been “‘spokes-
man’ of the timber interests of ths
parish, ‘woy should Mr. Arnett have
called on tle other timber interests
in order to secure their co-operation
and suppori of his plan for drain-
age?

. -Mr. Arnett furthep assured me
that they would either leave our
lands enti;ely out of the drainage
districts, 1 that they would put
them in separate drainage districts,
and useist us in securing the appoln:-
ment of commissioners who were
satisfactory te wus. These state-
ments were confirmed in the follow-
ing letter and other letters, which
we raceived from Mr. W, E. Moorriss,
gecratary of a committee of the St
Tammeny Progreassive League, which
committes was sponsoring this drain-
age project.

The disiricts named Great South-
ern, Pinelsnd and Chinchuba, so far
as we have been able to ascertain,
econtain practically all the growiag
timber belerging to the three larze
lumler corporations operating in
this narisk. If in checking over th:
map v descriptions it is ascertain-
ed thal you have growing timber not
included in the three districts afove-
sald, please so advise, and at the
next jeguiar meeting of the Polize
Jury, as per understanding Wwith
them, we will change the lines to
protect the property of yourself or
any 92*her timber owner whose In-
terests are tu any extent jeopardizad
by the arrangement of districts as
now designated.

Th2 commitee in charge of this
work 48 absolutely sincers in an
unanimous endeavor to measure its
relations with the timber intereats
by the golien rule; yet, if througn
lack of knowledge of your inberests,
as you sce the situation, our plaas
in any respect fail to meet your de-
3'res, we wish you would say so with
full assurance that we will co-opar-
ate with you in eiither of the fol-
lowing plans:

Fir2at—Organization of the dis-
tricts containing growing timber
with Commissloners of your own se-
lectioa (thereby assuring your coc-
trol of your districts so that thoy
may .emain undrained as long as
you wish).

Second—Rese’sslon of the action
of the Police Jury as to the districts
in waich you are vitally interested.

We hereby place ourselvea on rec-
ord 8 recommending the former
plan. However, we propose to ie-

| spect your desires whatsoever they

may he and to that end it may be
entire’y unrecessary for you to

at any expense whatever to prote:t
your persoral interests, which are
g0 cons derzble that we want you 10
be assared that they are algo the in-
teresis of every proper thinking citi-
zen of the parish.

and what affects the one affects the
other, and all of the small as well
as the large interests, should havs
been consulted by Mr. Arnett and
their views obtainied and thelr
rights cons.dered and protected be-
fore any action was taken. This was
not done.

We are opposed to the drainagas
Lprojes. covering the entire parish,
a3 a large portion of our parish needs
no drainage, and this would be plac-
ing the burden of taxes on some ol
our citizers, without any resulting
benefits, And, we are opposed to
drainage, at this time, of the other
portions of the parish for many and
obvious reasons—among them be-
ing the fact that the drainage dis-
triets were laid out by almost a total
stranger to this parish, without sur-
vevs ueing made, lines run or leveld
taken: thai the people, as a Whouw,
were not consulted as to their viesa
in the matter; that we are still in
the shadow of a great war, and the
Goverament is opposed to the launci-
ing of any projects at this time;
that the bonds could not be sold, a3
requited by law, except at a heavy
discount, which would be in vloisa-
tion of tha law, in order to malke
funds available for the carrying out
of this project; that, even if the
funds were available the necessary
mach’nery and supplies for carrying
out of such work are almoost un-
purclicseable.

If we had drainage throughout the
parish, it would cost over elevea
millisn ($11,000,000) dollars, au-
cording to the estimate made by M-,
Frank J. Coleman, a dralnage en-
gineer of national reputation. And,
then, there would have to be a main-
tenance taX, even on a gravity sys-
tem, of approximately two hundresd
and seveniy-five thousand ($275;-
00) dellars per year, and each year
the taxpayer would have to pay this
tax tv ma'ntain the system and
drainage tax to provide for the 'n-
terest on the bonds and a sinkiag
fund (o retire the game. This wonld
be true, whether our lands were in
cultivation or not. We believe that
the representations that are being
made that by havilng drainage wao
would dncrease the value of our
lands from ome hundred and fifty
($154) dollars to two hundrel
($20C) doliars, or more, per acre,
are misleaning and vislonary. if
this were true, why is it that we have
thoucands of acres of land, wail
drained, a large portion of which is
under cultivation, which can ba
bougnt for twenty-five ($25) dollars,
or perhaps even less, per acre?

Now a word in regard to tha
policy of the Poitevent & Favre Lor.
Co. in 8t. Tammany parish., It i4
not our intention to reforest our
lands. We expect to start, In the
immediate future, taking the stumos
out and putting our landa into culli-
vation, in order to show just what
these iands can do agriculturally,
We propose to gell these lands, at a
reasoaable price, first to our homa
peopla and second to our neighbors
from other States, for agricultural
purpsses, And, It 18 our desire to
assigt them in profitably marketing
their products.

The Poitevent & Favre Lbr. Co. is
owned by home people, practically
everything they have I3 Invested In
this psrish, and they are deeply in-
tefesied in the development and fa-
ture of 5t. Tammany parish, and .t3
people, and they will do nothing to
retard its growth or Interfere with
its davelopnient and prosperity.
