Bo 't ordained that hereafter it
ghall be unlawful for any person,
firm or eorporation to erect, builid
or cau~e to be beilt within the cor-
porate llmits of tha town of Coving-
ton, any building, shed or structurs
2f whatsoever nature without a per-
mit trom this board; provided that
repairs to exist'ng buildings to cost
not more than §25.00, and that oo
not inulvde a water closet, shall be
wgal without a permit.

2, Applicanls sball state in Wiic
ing the nature and location of he
vuiiding, Lhe purposes for which it
is_iniended, whether or not a wawar
c.oset 8 to be ineluded, and the con-
tract price.

3. If tho proposed ventilation,
seworage, water and fire hazards
meet ordinary reguirements, a pear-
mit, ievocable for cause, shall be
igsued. The fee for permits is fixsl
at 50 cents for every $§500.00 of tha
contract price, or fraction thereli,
provided that the maximum fee shall
not exceed two ($2) dollars.

4, It shall be unlawful to allow
any undue accumulation of waste, or
to permit water to stagnate, or to
commit sny other unlawful act that
would encourage the breeding of rats
or disease gorms o rmosquitos dqar-
ing Lae progress of the building.

5. It ehall be unlawful for thz
holder of & permit to alter the
buildings plans for which a par
mit was issued without the approval
of this board,

6. The penalty for violation of
any provision of this ordinance shall
be a fine of $10 to $25 or imprisoa-
went for not more than 30 days, oz
bath, at the discretion of any com-
petent court of jurisdiction.

This ordinance shall not ia-
frings the housing of consumptives
in private homes, provided that the'c
i{s no comyensation therefor; nor the
use of offices or businegs places not

erdinances,

6. 2nv regulation conflicting with
thiis ordinance is hereby repealed.
