CHARTER OF TILE
DIXIE REALTY COMPANY, IN-

CORPORATED.

United States of America, State of
Louisiana, Parish of

Orleans.

Be it known, That on this 20th

day of the month of June, in the

year of our Lord one thousand, nine

hundred and twenty-one (1921), be-

fore me, John R. Perez, a Notary
Public, duly commissioned and quali-

fied in and for the Parish of New

Orleans, State of Louisiana, afore-

said, therein residing, and an the

presence of the witnesses hereinafter

named and undersigned, personally
came and appeared the several par-

ties whose names are hereunto sub-
scribed, and esverally declared that,
availing themselves of the laws of
the State of Louisiana, in such case
made and provided, they have cove-
nanted and agreed, and do by these

presents, covenant and agree and
bind themselves, as well as such
other persons as may hereafter be-
come associated with them, to form
a corporation and body politic in law
for the objects and purposes and un-
der the articels, agreements and
stipulations following, to-wit:

ARTICLE I.
The name of this corporation

shall be
"D)ixie Realty Company, Inc.,"

and under its said corporate name
it shall have the power and authori-
ty to have and to: enjoy existence
and succession for the full term of
ninety-nine (99) years from and
after date hereof, to contract, to sue
and be sued, to make and use a cor-
porate seal, and the same to alter
and break at pleasure,, to hold, re-
ceive, purchase, hypothecate, convey,
sell, lease or pledge real and per-
sonal property; to issue negotiable
ponds and notes, and other evidences
of debt; to name and, appoint such
managers, agents, directors and of-
ficers as its business, interests and
convenience may require; and to
make and establish, as well as to
alter and amend from time to time,
such by-laws, rules and regulations
for the proper government of the
affairs of this corporation as may be
necessary and proper.

ARTICLE II.
The domicile of this corporation

shall be in the City of Covington,
Parish of St. Tammany, State of

Louisiana, with its principal office in

the City of New Orleans, Parish of
Orleans, State of Louisiana, ,rovided
that with the written consent of all

'irectors, valid meetings of D!rec-

tors inay be held without this Statt,
or elsewhere within this State, and

all citations and other legal process
shall be served upon the President

of this corporation, and in the event

of h:s absence, upon the Secretary
thereof, and in the absence of both
of said officers, upon the Vice-Presi-
dent of this corporation.

ARTICLE" III.

The objects and purposes for
which this corporation is organized
and the nature of the business to be

carried on by it are hereby declared

to be:

The dealing in, acquiring, pur-

'hasing, holding, .selling, mortgag-

ng, bonding, leasing, auctioneering,

oanufacturing, alienating, improv-

ng, developing, or in anywise en-

,umbering real estate in any of the

forms that may be deemed most ad-
vantageous for the purpose of carry-
ing out its business, and to hold:
sell,, mortgage, lease or purchase
improved -or unimproved properties
if any kind, within the State of Lou-
isana, and to develop, reclaim, drain,
or cultivate any Mlnds held or ac-
quirs3 by it, to contract, for dredg-
ing, the construction of canals anti
levees and any other construction or
engineering work connected with or
collateral to land reclamation, and
in such connection to operate .rail-
roads, tramways, and navigation ca-,
nals, to build roads and highways,
to construct wharves, warehouses,
lan'dings, piers, station houses and
other improvements necessary, and
to use and operate all floating crafts
as the needs of the business may
dictate. In furthering the objects
and purposes of this corporation it
shall have the right to extend the
operation of its affairs to any point
within the State as its necessities'
may require, at which point branches
may be established. It shall have
the authority to contract for the con-
struction- of all necessary structures
and edifices, to develop town sites in
connection with the work of recla-
mation and developing and to lay out
streets, roadways and alleys for the
convenience of the inhabitants and
in general to do any and all things
that may be incidental to any of
the lines of business heretofore set
forth.

The amount to which the corpora-tion's stock may be increased shall
at no time exceed the sum of One
Hundred Thousand ($100,000,00)
Dollars, excepting in accordance with
the provisions of Section 6 of Artice
267 of he General 'Assemibly of the

State of Louisiana, for the year 1914
and amendments thereto.

ARTICLE V.
All of the corporate powers of .said

corporation shall be vested in and
exercised by a Board of Directors .o
be composed of not more than seven
(7) and not less than three (3)
stockholders, a majority of whom
sitting at any time shall constitute a
quorum, said Directors to be elected
annually on June 1st of each year,
beginning 1922. Each stockholder
shall be entitled in person, or by
written proxy, to one vote for each
share of the capital stock held by
him and standing in his name on
the books of the corporation, or he
may send his vote by letter, the sig-
nature" of which must ,be acknowledg-
ed before a Notary Public or other'
officer authorized to take affidavits.
All elections shall be held under suen
rules and regualtions as may be de-
termined by the Board of Directors,
after legal notice of such election
shall have been given to each stock-
holder by mail, sent to his last
known address, or to be published in
one of the daily newspapers, publish-
ed in the English language, in the
Ciy of-New Orleans, for at least fif-
teen (15) days preceding such elec-
tion. The Directors thus elected
shall continue in office until their
successors shall have ibeen: duly elect-
ed and qualified, No failure to elect
shall be regarded as a forfeiture of
this charter. Any vacancy occurring
on such Board of Directors shall be
filled by the remaining directors for
the unexpired term, When a vacancy
shall be considered to exist at any
time when the maximum number of
Directors provided by this Act of In-
Corporation are not in office and ac-
tually so serving. Said Board of Di-
rectors shall at its first meeting after
its election, elect from its- members
a President, one or more Vice-Pres!-
dents, a Secretary and a Treasurer.
It may combine the offices of Sec-
retary and Treasurer into one, and
may even elect a Secretary who need
not be a stockholder or directof.
Said Board of Directors shall have
the right and power to appoint and
discharge such clerks and employees
of the corporation, including the sec-
retary, who is not a stockholder or
director, as conditions may justify or
the business of the corporation may
require. The tenire of office of all
of the employees of this corporation
shall be during the pleasure of the
Board of Directors. The Board of
Directors may, from among its mem-

stockholder of the capital stock ofthis corporation, though not a hold-
er, shall be, personally liable to the

creditors of this corporation to an
amount only equal to the - unpaid
balance on the stock for which he
has subscribed.! Transferees shall
not be liable unless it be shown that
the stock was acquired with knowl-
edge of the conditions which would
make the subscriber liable; where
iboth subscriber and transferee are
liable, the liability shall be in solido,
and the liability shall continue as
to both, after any disposal of the
stock.
