The meeting of Lthe Commities on
Charter of the Parish Association
thiz week demonstrated ome thing
unguestionably, -and -that i3 their
sincere desire Lo create an assotiu-
iion which would be operated in be-
half of the furmer, and If they fas
in attaining ithat object il will be
chargeabie only to their lack of ex-
perience in such business. 1t is the
writer’s opinion that the only satis-
factory bLasis for organizalion in this
state ja that provided for in the
Act of 1918 relating to Co-pperative
Asgocialions.  But the committee
felt ihat o capital stock is desirabla
and probably essential for raisinz
money to operate the business of
marketing the farmers’ products. I
is most caommetnrdable in them thai
they regard it the duty as well as
the interest of the business men of
thia parish to contiribute as a free
gifit the preater portion of the small
capital of the Association. It must
be remcmbered that the members of
Lhis committee were not strictly
farmers, Dbut business men, who
themselves would be liberal sub-
seribers to this stock., It is tha ex-
hibiticn of such generous spirit
which is the best assurance wo now
have that St. Tammany parish has
sot its tace in the right direction,

Burely anyone who would oppose
or wish ill to an undertaking so gen-
erously concelved deserves litile con-
sitleration.  But in urging upon the
organizers of the Association certain
amendments in the originally pro-
posed Dy-laws, we have a motive of’
most earnest good will, a desire to

He did not ask why he was wanted
and went peateably to his eell, He
tried to pet permission to go to the
toilet, just before the search was
finighed, but made no further request
afterward. Ho had $166.00 on his
person, bhut was not armed. Among
his effects were found, L draft from
the American National Bank of Bax-
ter Springs, Kansas, for $100, and 1
for $300¢ on the Hanover National
Bank of New York, and one for §150
and one for $§230 from the same bank
on the Commonwealth National Bank
of Kansas City, Mo. All were sign-
ed L. L. Cordin, pres.,, but -one oi
the signatures seemed to have been
written by a different man. He [a
said to have a partner named War-
ren Clark, but Clark has not besn
Been here. Kaufman had @ paas
book showlng deposits from January
30, 1922, to February 16, amounting
to §720.00, in the Hennepin County
Bavings Dank of Minneapolis, Minn.,
also a recipt from the Western Union
for $100 sent to Mrs. E, 4. Wood,
Wilwaukee, Wis,

Sheriff Bowder of Tangipahos par-
ish issued papers demanding ail
the money belonging to DeWitt C.
Kautman and a Dodge roadster,
geized Dy the Security Bank aof
Amite, which had been victimizod to
the extent of $200, Deputy SBheriff
Mixon came over with the papers and
got in a little nhead of Sheriff J, k.
Bateman of Washington parish who
came over with Chief of Police Hd.
Magee of Bogalusa, Deputy Maliona
and Mr. II. M, IIeadley, who had
endorsed a check for §150 for Kant-
man when he paid his board at the
Headley Hotel in Bogalusa. Sherif
Bateman also had papers to serve in
ihe matter, but Sheri®f Bowden had
begten him to it. It was finally
apreed gver the phene Friday morn-
ing between DBowdesn and DBateman
that Sherill Bateman should take the
prisoner back to Washington parigh
for trial upon ‘the payment of th
claim of the Security Bank for $2040
This propogition was accepted and
Sheriff Paleman and parly returned
to Franklinten with Kaufman,

Kaufman refused to talk., It =
said that he represenied himself as
agent for the lona Steel Hquipment
Company of Baxicr Springs, Kansas,
and other concerns. The -Dodga
roadster, No, 428,456 turned out to
be a veritable arsenal, It contained
a Wineheater .22 rifle, 1 single shot-
run 410 gauge, 1 Winchester .30,
and 1 Savage revolver.

The supposillon 1a that Kaufman
had intended to work Covington and
would be joined by his pal later.
When Kaufman reglstered at the
Southern he made reservations for
his friend, stating that he would be
in later. It is said, however, that
Kauiman left Bogalusa alone. Clark
may have made arrangemepts to
meet him in Covington, but was
warned to stay away by Kaufman's

HUSBAND KILLS
SELF AND MAN
FOUND WITH
HIS WIFE

Wife Says She Threw Seli
Between Them to Save
“Costa’s Life

TWO BULLETS
ENTER HER BODY

Costa Formerly Worked for
Mackie Pine Products
Co. in Covington

Willlam Campbell, 32, and Ralph
Coata, 21, are dead, and Mrs. Alberta
Campbell, 25, 18 in the hospital in
New Orleans, and may die. Costa
and Mrs., Campbell came to Coving-
ton and got a room at the Gardinar
residence, half & mile from Coving-
ton a block or two from Lhe Mandea-
villa road. They ¢laimed to be man
and wife and frequently atlended the
pleture show in Covington. It is
said that Costa always carried a gun”
in {romt, in the belt of his tronsers.
But when Mr. Campbell came here
Sunday, found his wife with Costa
and fired the shots from his 25.20
automatic that wounded his wife,
killed Costa and ended his own life, -
Costa’s gun, a .32 special, 1ay by his
sldo without a single cartridege ex-
ploded. It is thought Campbell may
have b2en too quick for him or that
hils gun refused to work.

New Orleans papers say that
Capbell went to the home of his
wife's mother, Mra, ', A, Lay, 1651
North Dorgencis street in that city,
and told her he had found his wile,
but said nothing of hiz intentions.
He asked about his daughter, aged
10, who had been taken to her
grandfather’'s. Mrs. Campbell had
heen absent from her home since
March 19. A note found oo Camp-
bell after death read:

“J found them on thoe Mande-
ville road Jiving as man and
wife. His name js Ralph Costa,
1521 N. Claiborne Street.”
Around 7:00 o'clock Sunday even-
ing Dr. Gautreaux was called from
the Parkview Theatre. It was said
a man had been shot in the faco.
Shortly hefore, seven sharp reporis,
that might have been taken for the
cracking of an ox whip, wore heard
{n Claiborne. When Dr. Gautreaux
left the theatre, the report’ sproad
that a man had been killed, and a
number of cars were rushed to the
peeno, Flash lights revealed three
fizures lying on the ground a short
distance from the Gardinar resi-
dence, Campbell was dead, lying on
his face, with his antomatic beneath
his Dbody. Costa was a few stepa .
away with a bullet wound in hig left
ear. It entered the orifice of the
enr, scarcely marking it, siruck the
neck bone at the base and glanced
upward, coming out at the back of
the skull not far from the ear. He
lived till about 1:30 Monday morn-
ing, but did not regain consciousness,
‘Mrs. Campbell was shot in the back
on the right side near the walst line
and in the left hip. When found sho
said that her brother had shot her
and her husband, but that he did
not intend to shoot her; that she
was shot when she jumped between
them, When questioned closer, she
feizned to be too dazed to talk, She
was placed on the morning train and
taken to the hosapital in New Or-
leans, where physiciana say she has
a chanee to live. Camphbell shot
himself through the lower part of
the heart. He dired five ghots at his
wife and at Costa and then turned
the gun on himself, He alse had a
glight wound on the inside of tho
1oft arm. It is thought that elther
this was the first shot fired at him-
self or that he #till pressed the trig-
ger of the antomatic as he fell after
ghooting himself in the heart.

C. Marvin Poole embalmed the
bodies of Campbell and Costa, and
they were shipped to Mew Orleans
Monday afternoon. ;

Tt ia sald that when Camphbel}
came to Covington he went to tho
Gardinar resldemce and talked with
hiz wife for eome time, and that
while he was talking to her Costa sat
tn a duggy in the yard, That
Camphbell told his wife he wanted
her to go home with him, and shak-
ing his finger at her, gald he wanted
her to get on the train alone and not
with Costa. It seems that she prom-
ised to do so, and that Campbell
hoarded the train at Coyingion ex-
pecting her to get on at Clalhorne,
She did not get on, however, and
Campbell got off ‘at Abita and walk-
ed hack to Clathorne and met them
coming from the Gardinar plata a
ghort distance on the road. It was
there the shooting took place.

Ralph Costa worked some months
at the Mackie Pine Products Com-
pany in 1920. He did hard labor,
working among the extractors and
tanks and for a while loading wood
on the carrier. He was a stea_d\r
yand. Te came here to save the life
of & tuhercular wife. She became
dissatisfied, however, and insisted on
retarning to New Orleans, where aha
died about four months ago. Costa
was an optielan. It iz thought here
that he was older than 21. Prob-
ably 25. William Campbell was an
nncle to the little Camphell boy
drowned at Sulphur Springs last
year.
