TELEGRAPHIC.

A letter is published from Sherman on
board a gunboat in Ossabaw Sound, Dec. 13.
He states that Gen. Haven’s division assault-
ed Fort McAllister on the 15th, and carried
it, capturiug the garrison and stores. This
opened the channel to the Sound, by which
he communicated with the fleet. All the
railroads leading into Savannah are destroy-
* ed, and the city invested. The left is on the
Savancah River, 15 miles above the city, and
the right on the Ogeechee, at King’s Bridge,
Supplies are sbuudant and the ’umy in good
condition. Two boats were captured on the
Savannah ~ River, preventing the rebel
gunboats from coming down. The estimated
population of Savannah is 25,000 : gar;aon,
15,000. Hardeeis in command. He says he
‘ destroyed over 200 miles of railroad, and
many stores esseatial to Lee and Hood. He
conclndxa by suying, “ I regard Savannah as
already gained.”

The Herald’s correspondent aiys Sherman’s
entire loss from Atlanta to Savanoah was
" about 1000—traveled about 12 miles per day.

The fight around Nashville is still going
on. It is reported that Wood is in Hood's
rear, and that the rebel forces at Franklin
were retreating ; also rumored that Forrest
"was routed at Murfreesboro on the 15th,

Richmond papers say Foster’s raid on the
Savannah railroad was a failure, and that
_Bavaonah is not invested. A proposition is

made in Congress to tax all sales one per ct.,
which meets with favor. Copies of orders
of Breckinridge are published, ordering his
men to busband small arms, ammunition and
lead. A call and draft for 300,600 more
- troops has been made by the President. Bur-
bridge had a fight with Basil Duke's br.gade,
formerly John Morgan’s, in Tennessee, routing
him and killing Dick Morgan, John Morgan’s
brother. A rebel rumor says Hood is to be
reinforced by Price, Breckinridge and Ma-
gruder. Forrest is near the Hermitage. Hood
basg fallen back from Nashville, and Thomas
is pressing him. Wilmington is suppoesed to
be the point aimed at by tbe great expedition
from Hamptom Roads. A letter from Lord

Russell says the British Government will

continue strictly neutral. Dayton, American

Minister at Paris, is dead. Semmes is on the

Bea King, whose name is changed to Shenan-

doak. The vessel is heavily armed, and 1000
tons register and very fast.
