T he following from the Denver News refers 
to an atmospherical principle, which should 
be remembered in Idaho as well as Colorado, 
in estimating the true state of the atmos­
phere with the thermometer :

A tm o sph erica l .—Thethermometer or heat- 
measurer, (from the two Greek words, Th e r ­
m e , beat, and m etro n , a measure,) varies 
considerably in different latitudes and alti­
tudes. Zero, according to Fahrenheit, who 
never had the opportunity of experiencing an 
extra severe climate, was supposd to be the 
coldest point the mercury could show, but 
the experiments of Celsius, Reaumur, and 
other thermometrical savans, haveshowu that 
the quicksilvercan be forced to fallthirty-nine 
degrees still lower, and that then it freezes. 
The thermometer being affected by the alti­
tude of the place, the radiation of solar rays, 
the “ lightness of the air,” or the density, so 
to speak, of “ the blanket of the atmosphere,” 
it follows that so many degrees above or be­
low zero, in Denver, for instance, is merely a 
relative indication of the heat or cold indica­
ted by the same rise or fail in Black Hawk or 
Empire. The temperature being the same, 
the thermometer falls 20° for every mile of 
elevation. Hence, though that ingenious in­
strument indicated 23° below zero, Sunday 
morning last in Central, it shouldn’t follow 
philosophically that it was, abstractly speak­
ing, colder there than at the same time here 
when our thermometer indicated a much 
higher figure.

D en v er .—How like »picture of death does 
Denver look these nights at a late hour, with 
its pallid pall of snow, and the clouds of a 
moonless sky the only mourners. It hasn’t 
been duller for a long, long time about our 
streets of nights than during the week just 
closing. After theater time a shivering strag­
gler scarcely can be met, from F to Ferry, and 
as for sleighingparties like two winters since, 
(when Capt. Powers and party gave tone to 
things,) there’s not a tinkling bell brought 
but to serenade the “ sable goddess ” from 
sundown even to sunrise. In ’63 we used to 
while away the time by throwing snow-balls, 
and staring at the ladies ; but these latter 
days^he latter have grown quite shy to cir­
culate, and the snowball in the hand seems to 
have become the symbol less of delight than 
death, for the more ’tis grasped the faster it 
melts away.—[Denver News.

I daho .-Perhaps the most noticeable mining 
development of the past year, upon this coast, 
has been that of Idaho, embracing the trhee 
districts of the Boise Basin, and the Owyhee. 
The region in' which .they are located is em­
braced between the headwaters of the upper 
Columbia, or Snake River, and one of its 
principal southern tributaries known as the 
Owyhee. The central portion of this region 
or the Boise Basin, is situated about one 
hundred and fifty miles a little east of north 
of Star City, Humboldt county, Nevada.— 
Some thirty arastras were at work in South 
Boise last Summer. There are now some 
eight or ten mills, either running or about to 
start, at Owyhee and Boise Basin, and several 
others upon which the work of construction 
has just commenced. A very considerable 
amount of bullion may be expected from 
Idaho another season. It is thought that the 
quartz mines will compare favorably with 
those of any region yet opened.—[S. F. Mi­
ning Journal.

That paper further estimates that 
fully ,$15,000,000 additional has been sent 
forward from Gold Hill, Silver City, Dayton, 
Carson, lleese River, Esmeralda and Hum­
boldt. The entire gold and silver product of 
Nevada during the past year, would give a 
total aggregate of not less than $25,000,000, 
for the mines of Nevada.—[F. F. M. Journal.
