lueicase of Public Burdens.

A late New York Tribune, referring to a 
bill which had been introduced into the 
United States Senate by Judge Poland, of 
Vermont, fixing the salaries of District 
Judges of the Uuited States, thus remarks :

<• YVe most earnestly protest against its passage. 
It involves a needless and unjust increase of the

Eublic burdens at a time when they are already 
eavier than are or ever were borne by any Thirty 
Millions of people ou earth. Adding our State 

and Municipal to our National taxes, and they 
amount to not a penny less than $20 each per 
annum for the whole American people, one 
eighth of whom have just emerged, ignorant and 
penniless, from the prison house of slavery, while 
another eighth have been fearfully impoverished 
by the ravages of a desolating Civil War. It is 
monstrous that, at such a crisis, so many should 
lie contriving to saddle them with new and heavier 
burdens.”

As we have already said, the above is from 
that fountain of purity and Radicalism* the 
New York Tribune. We have repeatedly as- 
terted that the “ burdens ” or taxes, of the 
Americas people, are now ,:beavier than are 
or ever were borne by any other Thirty Mil­
lions of people on earth ;” but some have 
doubted this averment. We hope, however, 
now that it is made by the Tribune—a jour­
nal that is, and has been most intensely 
•loyal,’ and ‘Union-loving,’—that all doubts 
will be finally and forever removed. Let it 
be blazoned to the world, theu, that our 
taxes, in the aggregate, “ amount to nota 
penny less than $20 each per annum for the 
whole American people,” one-eighth of 
whom are ignorant and penniless blacks, 
while another eighth, though possessing 
white skins “ have been fearfully impover­
ished by the ravages of a desolating Civil 
War.”

She is nineteen years old by 
tbe Bible, has good teeth, is twenty-seven 
inches around the waist, and is warranted 
kind in harness. How much for Betsy? 
Sold to Jack Longbeard for five hundred dol­
lars.

“Tbe next anituile—oh, sweetheart ! —fel­
lers, is a blue-eyed Yankee gal, named Jeru- 
sha Ann—uever mind her other name—she 
is an ornament to her sex or any other man !
She is twenty-five years old, aint so by---- !y
handsome, but is heavy on tbe bug, and is 
warranted to last a life time, if she don’t die 
first. How much for her? Come, wake up. 
you fellers ! Massachusetts wants to enlight­
en you ! Here is tbe best chance for hap­
piness, only a few more left.! Sold to Dare­
devil Tom for fifty ounces of dust 1

“Now, fellers, stand up close. Here is a 
stunner. Tabitbia Marier, as was her mother 
before her, also her grandmother. She is 
nineteen years old, of poor but bonest pa­
rents, eats but little—a pine gum lunch will 
last her a week. Sold for no fault, but Mass­
achusetts has no further use for her, and 
takes this means to pay her war tax ! Come 
up and feel this lot. She never scolds except 
in auger, and like George Washington, never 
chopped a tree with her little hatchet. She 
is warranted genuine, and if not sold will 
be thrown ashore for you fellers to play with, 
and over she goes, for it is all chance, you 
know !”

“ Too Many I rons in  t h e  F ir e .—There was 
never a better illustration of the folly of at­
tempting forty things at once, than the fol­
lowing from a Detroit paper: “A country­
man visiting the city, recently, attempted to 
carry too pigs under one arm, a coop of 
chickens under the other, and a quart of eggs 
in bis coat-tail pocket. The beginning of 
his troubles was to drop one of the diminu­
tive porkers, which shot around the comer 
like greased lightning.

The Beauties of Hew Granada.

We have been permitted, says the Enter­
prise, to publish the following letter received 
by Mr. Warner of this city from a friend who 
has seen the New Granada elephant. “ Our 
army swore terribly in Flanders,” said Uncle 
Toby, but Ibis correspondent beats that or 
any other array. Our only excuse for pub­
lishing so much profanity is, that without so 
doing°tbe words of the writer—evidently 
written in utter bitterness of spirit—would 
lose much of their force :

P anama , March 26, I860.
A fter a long trip by sea and some three 

hundred miles of land travel, I am back to 
Panama. We started from here on the I4th 
of February for Tumaco, some five hundred 
miles down tbe coast, on the English steam 
propeller Guayaquil. After three days of 
discomfort and bad living—for we all took 
deck passage—there being some 150 persons 
on board all bound for tbe land of gold, or 
as we have since found the land ot niggers, 
snakes, scorpions, centipedes and mosquitoes 
—a land not fit for a white man to live in—we 
arrived at Turaaco about 10 o’clock at night 
We found an old shed to sleep in, and in tbe 
morning we started out for something to eat. 
We found one restaurant, and the only pro­
visions we could get were coffee aod bread, 
there being no provisions for sale and no 
meat for love or money. However, we were 
better off than some of tbe men, for we had 
purcha ed a month’s supply in Panama. Tu­
maco is situated on an island about two 
miles long and one broad, and you cannot go 
one hundred yards out of town, for tbe brush 
is so thick that it requires an ax or a long 
knife to make any headway. Tbe population 
of Tumaco is 5C0— men, women and children 
All live in the second story, or you might 
call it the first story of tbe house, as tbe 
huildings are on posts stuck in the ground, 
aud on top of them a flooring is laid and a 
roof over all; no sides are necessary. The 
reason of their building up from the ground 
is because it is 60 damp. It rains regularly 
o ice a day.

OFF FOR THE MINES—THE SWEARING BEGINS,

After remaining iu town three days we 
started for tbe mines. We traveled twenty 
miles by sea-and about oue hundred on tbe 
rivet in a canoe. Our canoe was about forty 
feet long, and carried eight persons and 
about 2,000 pounds of baggage. It takes 
e:gbt days to make tbe trip, and a b—1 ot a 
time we had—you bet! The first night we 
run till midnight, when we landed and took 
possession of a bouse and spread down upon 
the floor. About an hour after we were 
awakened by tbe G —d d—st flock of mos­
quitoes tbat you ever saw or heard of. No 
more sleep that oight. The next night all 
the same, and so on for eight of the G—d 
d—st nights yon ever heard of. The next 
day after arriving at Barbacoas we started for

T ill  MINES.

For two full weeks we prospected faith­
fully and made 75 cents. This was the earn­
ings of ten men working for two weeks. 
What do you think of that for a country 
where they take out pounds of gold ? Now, 
between you and I and the lamp-post,’it is a 
d—d bilk. There is only one mine they are 
working, and that is O’Conner’s. He no 
doubt has made a good thing and some left, 
but for Christ’s sake stay where you are. 
There is many a man in Barbacoas that is 
dead broke—not a dime to his name. Major 
Ferrand—or at least they call him M ajo r- 
one of your Washoe men, has leased some 
twenty miles of mining ground for $20,000. 
It takes money—and d—d big money, too— 
to get the gold. I was glad to get back to 
Panama once more. I am broke, but never 
mind; I always said “ We may be happy 
yet !” I have just 75 cents left and 4,000 
miles from home—nothing to do and a d—d 
poor prospect ahead for grub. About forty 
old miners came up with us dead broke.

ANOTHEB BEAUTY OF THE COUNTRY.

We bad very lively times night before last 
They started a revolution here and bad a 
fight in the streets. About sixteen men were 
killed and some two hundred takea prisoners. 
The Government expects another attack at 
any moment. Yours, C.
