Tne FENIANS CONDEMNED BY THE POPE.
It has beeen for some time a matter of dispute
in Ireland whether the Pape's recent condem-
nation of secret societies was istended to in-
clude the Fenian Brotherhood. The following
decree, dated Rome, January ]2th, sets the
question at rest:

As it may be doubted by many.whether the
society of Fenians is included and denounced
among the societics condemned in the Pontifi-
cal Constitutions, our most holy Father Pius
IX, having first taken the opiniops of the emi-
nent cardinals, the inquisitors-general appoint-
ed to guard against heretical pe Sersity in the
uviversal Chrisgian republic, losk the hearts of
the faithful, particularly the simple, should be
perverted to the immnent danger of their
souls, and adhering to the decrees of the con-
gregation of the General Inquisition issued in
like circumstances, especially the decree of
July 5, 1565, has decreed and deglared that the
American or Irish society called Fenians is
comprised among the societies forbidden and
condemuned in the constitutions of the Supreme
Pontiff, and in particular by that lately issued
by His Holiness dated October 29, 1369, be.
ginning Apostolicze Sedis;” in paragraph 4 of
which are declared liable to séntence of ex-
commumication, to be removed only by the
Pope, “Those sects called Free Masons. Car-
bonari, or any other kinds of' sects which
either openly or privately plo# against the
Church or legitimately constituted authorities,
together with those who in any way favor the
same; as also their seeret heads or leaders, so
long as they shall not have denounced them.”
He has therefore commanded this anewer to be
given to certain bishops who have asked the

From all obtainable information upon the
progress and prospects of the bill introduced
at an early day of the present session of Con-
gress, providing for a grant of public domain
in aid of this most important project to an in-
land empire of country in area, its success is
not only’ very probable but almost certain.
There is not a more important railroad bill be-
fore Congress, and the vast and vital necessity
and utility of the measare seems to be under-
stood and appreciated both by the House and
Senate Committees having the subject under
especial consideration. The recent passage of
a comparatively unimportant bill granting pub-
lic lands in aid of the construction of a short
local railroad line projected in the State of
Oregon, in the Senate, assures beyond all reas-
onable doubt, the passage in that body of this
bill whenever it shall come up in its order for
action, and we learn the prospect is equally
favorable for its passage through the House.
It may therefore reasonably in due time be
expected to become a law. The U. 8. Gov-
ernment is directly intercsted in the speedy
completion and permanent maintenance of
such a road for postal communication and par-
poses, and still more for necessary military
purposes in the transportation of troops, muni-
tions of war, and military stores. Heretofore
Indian wars have been carried on, military
posts established and maintainell, and troops
and military stores necessary, transported
from place to place at an enormous expense and
with great and unavoidable delays, which the
construction and use of this railroad will to a
great extent remedy. Where facilities exist
for the rapid concentration of troops at any
given point within an area of country hundreds
of miles ir extent, the Indians soon learn the
folly of committing depredations, or of com-
mencing any overt acts of hostility. In this
view alone, this proposed railroad line, once in
successful operation, from the main trunk
Union Pacific to the (navigable waters of the
Columbia river will do more to secure peace
and eosure tranquility among the Indians
throughout the whale range of country trav-
ersed by it, than would the maintenance of a
standing army of thousands of troops distribut-
ed at various points at military posts through-
out the Indian country. There can be no ques-
tion that the annual saving in this way to the
National Treasury would amount to a large
sum of money, certainly at least three-fourths
of the present annual appropriation and ex
penditure for that purpose, to say nothing of
the probable loss of life also prevented.

A turther and very important consideration
is the certain rapid settlement of the entire
expanse of country from terminus to terminus
of the road by actual settlers, and the establish-
ment of thousands upon thousands of perma.
nent homes,—the founding of villages and cities,
and the growth of population and development
of every material resource of a now compara-
tively uninhabited region of country. The
productive industry of this constantly increas.
ing population, rapidly peopling an inland sec-
tion of over one hundred thousand square
miles of now vacant public domain, would very
soon amount tv an annual U. S. revenue greater
than the value of the lands granted by the
terms of the bill to aid in the construction of
this railroad, at the minimum Government
price of §1 25 per acre. The residue or al-
ternate sections of lands retained would more
readily bring §2 50 per acre than the whole
would sell for §1 25 per acre without the road.
In fact the almost complete isolation from any
and all market facilities whatever would neces-
sarily prevent any considerable settlements be-
ing made, or population being secured, to most
of this vast region for a very long time to come
in the future. All who now live in any por-
tion of the country adjucent to the projected
route of this road know that a more salubrious
climate and greater natural advantages of sur-
face and soil can scarcely be found anywhere,
while the known mineral wealth of the entire
belt of country from east to west, and extend.
ing for many miles north and south, is abso-
lutely incalculable and inexhaustible. Idaho,
particulariy Southern Idaho, is vitally interest-
ed in the success of this measure. Our Dele-

ate in Congress, Hon. J. K. Shafer, is exert-
ing himself to aid in every honorable and le-
gitimate manner in the success of this bill.
The entire Oregon and some of the California
dolegation in both Houses of Congress are do-
ing all in their power to ensure its passage.
Especial credit is due to the efforts of Hon.
George H. Williams, U. 8. Senator from Ore-
gon, and Hon. Joseph 8. Smith, member of the
House of Representatives from that State, and
this truly nationals eminently practical and
most magnificent enterprise, if through their
efforts it shall assume shape, and proportions,
and being, will he a lasting and a prouder and
more imposing monument to those who have
rojected and who shall meoeul’:lly earry
ghmugh this measure than monumental brass

The crowning labor.of the life of Thomas
years, hio took the miost pride, aod froni whith
as the honored “Sage of Monticello,” he derived
the greatest pleasure, was the founding of the
University of Virginia.  Among all the‘dchiéve-
ments of the early American Colonists, noup
were of more enduring renown and of greater
instrumentality for good throughout the whole
original thirteen British colonies, than thein-
stitutions of learning they established almost
coeval with the first settlement of the mgy
Waters from the fountains of knowledge were
made to flow in abundant streams almost
everywhere tha¥settlements were made.  Ida.
ho stands to-day in pressing need of the sante
educational facilities afforded elsewhere in our
common country. To deprive the rising gen-
eration of these facilities is to do a great, an
irreparable wrong. We, of to-day, the adulf
population of this Territory, proud of our pi-
oneer achievements in much that lays the per-
manent foundation of a great, and wealthy, and
prosperous, and influential and populous coun-
try in time to come, have as yef taken no step,
adopted no measure, digested no plan for the
education of the youth in our midst beyond the
uncertain, often imperfect common sehool ed-
ucation. In this we are fast falling behind the
age;—behind all 'other Territories, and are per-
petrating perhaps unconsciously and uninten-
tionally, but none the less an actual and a
great injustice upon ourselves,~—upon our pres-
ent and future reputation as a people,—and
upon those now dependent in a great measure
upon our action or inaction in the premises.

In the past history of this young Territory,
what public enterprise of any moment' has
failed to receive support, or has wanted for
necessary aid to carry it through? The people
resident upon the Pacific coast everywhere are
proverbially a liberal people and glory in being
8o. It is doubtful, if taken upon the average
for means and numbers, they are in this respect
anywhere equaled in the world.. There, is
nothing so much despised among all- classes as
what is called a “picayunish spirit.” - The very
air of the country is insalubrious to thé illibes-
al and small-minded. This being the case, why
shall not immediate steps be taken to‘turn-a
portion of this spirit of generosity in whieh all
80 justly pride themselves into the echannel of
providing something toward an ample endow.
weut fund for a Territorial University, Every
contribution and donation bone fide made and
used toward promoting such an object will be
rearing a perpetual monument of living praise
to the donors, and in investing in a species of
stock which may pay dividends of good to gen-
eration after generation of posterity to the end
of time. There is no good reason why Idaho
should not within the next two years possess a
University which shall be among the best on
the Pacific coast, and in due and reasonable
time rank among the best in the United States.
Let us all seriously think the subject over, and
try the experiment at all events. We can and
ought to do the best we can, but at present
are doing nothing. By doing the best we can,
and every one almost can help a‘little,—many
a great deal, something toward it will certainly
be accomplished. “It is only theé first step
that costs,” says an old maxim. 'We can, if
we will, take that first step the coming' sum-
mer. Will the right men in the right time
and place step forward, organize an incorpor-
ated company for the purpose, and star{ the
ball rolling? Few will refuse to contribute
something toward such an object. Every
friend to edueation will assist the enterpr:-e.
Every new comer into the Territory, nearly,
will help the project along. It will have the
good wishes of all,—the censures of none. The
children of to-day will rise up and call the
memory of those who begin, and who aid iu,
and who carry out this'good work blessed for
all time to come. ¥t will be an ornament and
an honor to the Territory, and to all who aid
in its successful operation. True, the peeple
of Idaho are as yet comparatively fow in tiuin-
ber, the country is sparsely settled, and - the
finances of most are limited, - Yet the children
of Idaho require education -as much as food
and clothing and maintenance. . It is theirs by
right. If they are deprived of it who are to
be blamed for it but ourselves? . Every citizen
and resident of adult age in the Territory is
in some 10easure responsible for the decision
of this most important question.
