POLITICAL CORRUPTION.

HOW AND WHY SENATORS PUT THIEVES, COUNTERFEIT-
ERS AND COURTESANS IN OFFICE.

A Washington letter in the New York Sun
tells some of the secrets of how appointments
to office at Washington are made. Under the
head, “A story of a Western Senator,” the
correspondent says:

Sometimes the parties so appointed by offi-
cials approach the Senator or Representative
with whom they have had relations with a
threat of exposure if he does'not get them ap-
pointed. The Senator, for instance, is a mar-
ried man, lives in good style, receives elegant-
ly, and entertains sumptuously. He cannot
afford to be exposed. He knows that the wo-
man who i& hanging about to blackmail him is
a bad woman. He knows that she is associ:
ated with a man who claims to be her husband,
who is suspected of belonging to a gang of
counterfeiters. Notwithstanding he insists
that she and her lady friend, who also demands
u place, shall occupy a position by the side of
respectable women in the Currency Printing
Bureau of the Treasury Department, where
ample opportunities are afforded these two
lady companions of the suspected counterfeiter
to pursue their eriminal professions

I am illustrating my point by a real case. I
am not supposing one, nor drawing upon my
imagination. This is not all that the frightened
Senator did.  He demanded that the man him-
gelf, who had recerwved a $1,000 hush money,
should be appointed in the Interior Department.
He was told by the acting head of that depart.
ment that the man was a scoundrel; that he
had a bad reputation at home, and was sus-
pected of belonging to a gang of counterfeit-
ers in the United States.
| Itwade no diffierence. The Senator saw
[ near hum the glare of the demon, and felt his
{ shurp claws in his flesh, for he trembled with
tear when he heard the Secretary’s words.
“Never wmind,” responded the Senator; *“if
what you say is true he will make a good de-
tective in the Pension Bureau. Appoint himn.
Set a thief to cateh a thief.”

A Senator commanded, and a creature of
the Senate obeyed. The suspected counter-
feiter was recently removed, complaint being
wade by another Senator, whom he bad also
attempted to blackmail, that the fellow was a
scoundrel. The acting Secretary said: *‘Yes,
I think he is, and told Senator —— so; but he
insisted and I yielded. If you demand it I
will remove him.”

The Secretary said afterward that he had
removed him; that he had pursued his Sena-
torial vietim and insisted on being reinstated, |
and the behef is that he is now in the employl
of the Governmeunt, if not in the same place,
probably in gome other bureau.

The smme Seator has paid out to these
thieves, counterfeiters and their paramours|
about $6,000 hugh money, besides keeping them |
l;u snng places io the Government pay, where
{ they can spy and post up their outside confed-
lerates.  This Seuator cannot be benefitted
much by the temperance reform which I have |

suggested, because he is already a pioneerin
that movement. He is a pious temperance
exhorter. He has a great deal to say aboat
virtue and against corruption, but he is proba-
bly the greatest legislative thief in the United
States Senate. He is only one. There are
others.  Neither of these women to whom I
have referred can be reached by breaking up
certain houses in this metropolis.  They do not
live in such places. They are too *‘respecta-
ble!” If a thunderbolt would unroof all the
residences in Washington when the entire Gov-
ernment 18 there, some morning before dawn,
its electric light would astonish the nation.

WoMAN SUFFRAGE.—Senator Carpenter, of
Wisconsin, wrote a letter to Theodore Tilton, .
a short time ago, on the question of woman
suffrage, wherein he takes the view that suf- -
frage is a right and not a privilege, and that it *
is not conferred on women by either the Four-
teenth or Fifteenth Amendment, and in the
concluding part of his letter he says that “I
have no doubt, as far as these amendments are
concerned, of the power of any State to ex-
clude citizens from the right of suffrage for
any other reason or account than race, color,
or previous condition of servitude.” In the
course of his argument, he further says that
“the Constitution, deriving its authority from
the will of the people, must be construed as it
was understood at the time of its adoplion.”
This is certainly a “new departure” from the
Radical theory of construing the Constitution.
The construction placed upon any provision of
the Constitution by the Radical leaders has
heretofore been the one best calculated to eub-
serve party ends; and whenever they were
unable, by any system of logic, to justify their
course on constitutional grounds, they boldly
proclaimed that they were working outside of
titat document and fell back on the ““higher
law” theory. Senator Carpenter, however,
finally confesses that “the Constitution must
be construec as it was understood at the time
of its adoption.” He virtually acknowledges
that nine-tenths of the legislation of Congress,
during the past ten years, is without any war-
rant in the Constitution when such a construc-
tioa is given the various articles and sections
of that almost obsolete instrument. Mr. Til-
ton, whose recent disgusting and blasphemous
biographical sketch of the life of Mrs.
Woodhull Blood has couvinced people of his
insanity, differs from Senator Carpenter’s
opinion, and insists that the right of suffrage
is bestowed upon women by the Fourteenth
Amendment and that the Fitteenth probibits
any State from curtailing or abridging the
right except in punishment of crime. He
takes the opposite view that, no matter what
was the intention at the time of the drafting
or adoption of the Fourteenth Amendment, it
secures by its wordif} the right of suffrage to
women, and thkat therefore it is only through
force and by tyranny that they are deprived of-
the right. Congress will no doubt be again
beset at its approaching session for the passage
of a declaratory or some other kind of act
recognizing women as voters; and the cause
of the crowing hens is daily receiving acces-
sions to its ranks from such a class of men as
Judge Underwood of Virgima, Ben Butler of
Massachusetts, and A. A. Sargent of California.
A BeAUTIFUL TrIBUTE TO VIRGINIA.—In
a speech made recently at Louisville, Ky., the
Hon, D. W. Voorhees, of Indiana, said:

“If I, on the other hand, was calling witnesés
for the Democracy, 1 would point first to the
old State of Virginia, the most afflicted of all,
the most torn to pieces of all, with her male
population driven away, her bosom thrashed
with the thrashing machine of death from one
border to the other. She has emerged as from
a fire of ten-fold heat, but she has fallen into
the hands of Conservatism and not of Radical-
ism, and no Radical, not even Ben. Butler,
dares wag his foul tongue or point his feloni-
ous finger at her. [Cheers.] And this I said
to him, too, on the floor of the House. Vir-
ginia, the very head and front of the struggle
on the part of the South—she in whose bosom
lies more buried valor than in any other equal
space of ground the sun shines upon—jap-

ause ]—where heroes surpassing those that
F—lnmer sung of wet and clashed their swords
and bled and died—she, on whose fate the
whole South hung, who never faltered, and
when her great leaders laid down their swords
all others were laid down.”
