Preachers should be better behaved than oth­
er men, and the churches should require this 
much of them. They are looked up to by the 
communities in Which they live as eiamp- 

iers of good; and as suck, are to a great ex 
tent, “ patronized” by the public.

He declared he believed that the spirit now 
rampant in the South has got to be crushed out 
by another war,  and he longed tor the appear­
ance of some colored man able to become a 
leader among bis people, wielding the sword 
and torch. He said the Bishop* ought to eome 
out publicly and declare the whole tro th  about 
the treatm ent of the colored people in the 
South, but he didn’t believe they would. I f  
they did be kaew they couldn’t  return to the 
South, for if they did they would be lung ; 
but be intimated th a t it wa* no worse to bang 
a Bishop than a minister, but he suggested if 
it was done it might wake up the people quick­
e r than anything else.

He thought the Bishops were too tender­
hearted, and they reminded him of the man 
who wanted to cot off his dog’s tail, but was 
too tender-hearted to cut it off where ought 
to be, so he cut it off ao ioch at a time. The 
speech of Mr. Ives was received with frequent 
demonstrations of approval ; some of his most 
radical utterances exciting considerable ap­
plause mingled with laughter.
