Lord Ashbi bto.t. We find in the 'Liverpool
Morning Chronicle' the following brief biogra-
phy of the late Lord Ashburtoti, w hose death w e
announced some time since:

Alexander Baring, as the late lord was famil-
iarly known during the greater part of his life,
was the second sou of Sir Francis Barin-j- , Bart.,
by the daughter of William Herring, Esq. He
was born on the 27th of October, 1774; and as
soon as he had attained the age w hen he could
be launched into the world, he w as. according to
the excellent practice of the commercial men of
l,omlon, inducted into the pursuits he was after-
wards to elevate, by a course of hard and active
servitude as a subordinate. He w ho would by-b-e

a good commander must first leant to obey;
and the future head of the great house of Baring
had to fulfil all the conditions of bis ultimate
commercial greatness. During many years of
his early life he was constantly "and acti vely en-
gaged in the service of his 'house' in the United
States and the Canada., where he acquired all
that special information and general knowledge
,if lr;...., u.. r. i- - . j . '

I "UMircuB nmtu uc aiiertvariis' turned lo ac--
coullt , the structure and coasolidation of his
fortune, and ultimately in the Mlitical service of
his countrv. In 11M he married thn dnunhter nf
William Bingham, Esq., of Philadelphia. It
was not until the year ISli that he entered Par
liament, when he was returned to the House of
tnmmons as representative of Taunton, which
place he continued to represent until 1828, when
he sat for Callington. For this place he contin-
ued to be the nominal representatve in successive
Parliaments until 1331. In the second parlia-
ment of lhat year he sat for Thetford, but in
183-- 2 he was returned for North Essex.

Lord Ashburton commenced life as a lileral,
supporting the whigs with utmost unwavering
consistency in their many struggles against the
old order of things. But apparently, it w as ra-
ther that he sought to attain w hat oueht to lie
the results of government, than that he wished
to overthrow institutions, or to see any violent
changes made in the constitution itself. From
1812 to 1331 he was to be found earnestly and on
all fitting occassious acting with the w higs, when
in opposition, for the purpose of securing the re-

moval of those restrictions on commerce which
be conceived to be injurious not merely to the
class with which he w as identified but also to the
whole community.

In this respect he then went even farther than
those by w honi he appeared to lie led. By t when
the whigs, for the purpose of obtaining a perpe-
tuity of power, introduced a measure of reform
more sweeping than any but comparatively a few
of their own siipiorters hail contemplated, the
instincts of Mr. Baring, as a man of property,
and one whose commercial prosperity depended
on the stability of institutions, took alarm at the
crisis, and lead him to apprehend a danger the
imminency of which subsequent events dis-
proved. .

When Sir Roliert Peel came into power in
1834, the late lord accepted the office of Presi-
dent of the Board of Trade (to w hich was add-
ed that of Master of the Mint) and from the mo-

ment he was raised to the peerage in 1835, he
continued to support the commercial policy of
Sir Kolicrt reel, until the final measure of tree
trade, to which he was w holly opjMsed.

Lord Ashburton in the year 131-- was nomina-
ted by Sir Robert Peel as a special ambassador
(if one may so speak) to settle the disputes
which then threatened to involve us in war with
America. This was the fitting reward of a long
life of commercial integrity. A more brilliant
compliment could not have been paid to the per-
sons s'.lccteil, nor could a selection have la?en
made more advantageous to his country. It is
almost needless to say that his mission owing
chiefly to his personal influence was eminently
successful.

The late Lord Ashburton expired at Lontr-lea- t,

Warminster, Wiltshire, the seat of his
youthful grandson, tbe Marquis of Bath, in the
75th year of his age, bavins survived scarcely a
fortnight his brothers, Sir Thomas Baring, Batrt.
and Henry Baring, Esq. His lordship's illness,
which it would appear principally arose from
Isxlily debility, was of about ten days duration.

Tbe issue of his marriage w ith Miss Bingham
was five sons and four daughters. The eldest,
William Bingham, late Paymaster General. M.
P. for Thetford, succeeds to the title and estates.
His third daughter is thn Dowager Marchoness
of Bath. The family estates arc very consider-
able, and lie in the counties of Hunts. Suffolk,
Kent, Sussex, Hereford, and Middlesex. It is
understood that the noble lord leaves a very
large personal property. The present head of
the commercial house is Mr. Thomas Baring,
M. P. for Huntingdon, nephew to the deceased.

The title of Baron Ashburton was not new in
tbe family. Dunning, the celebrated lawyer, the
Ijord Ashburton (in whom however the title be-

came extinct), was the first cousin of the noble-
man whose death we have above recorded.

The Copper Region Singular Discovery.
A corresjiomlent of the Buffalo Express,

writing under date of June 1 I, from Ontona-

gon, Lake Superior, says:
Mr. Knapp, of the Vulcan Mining Company,

has lately made very singular discoveries here
in working one of the veins, w hich he lately
found. He worked into an old cave which has
been excavated centuries ago. This led them
to look for other works of the same sort, and
they have found a number of sinks in the earth
which they have traced a long distance. By

disins into those sinks, tbey find them to have
been made by the hand of man. It appears that
the ancient miners went on a different principle
from what thev do at the present time. The
createst depth yet found in these holes is SO
