Aavoi Officer's Manual.

VteETtBLC I.tsTtircT. If a pan of water be
placed within six inches ofeither side or the stemof a young pumpkin or vegetable marrow, it will
in tbe course of the night approach it, and will
be found in the morning with Vne of its leaves
floating on the water. This experiment may be
continued nightly until the plant begins to fruit.
If a prop he placed within six inches of a young
convolvulus, or scarlet runner, it will find it, al-

though tbe prop may be shifted daily. If, after
it has twined some distance up the prop, it be
unwound and twined in the opposite direction, it
will retura to its original position, or die in the
attempt; yet, notwithstanding if two of these
plants grow near each other, and have no stake
around which they can entwine, one of them will
alter the direction of its spiral, and tbey will
twine round each other. Duhamel placed some
kidney beans in a cylinder of moist earth: after
a sburt time they commenced to germinate, of
course sending tbe plume upwards to the light,
and the root down in tbe soil. After a few days
the cylinder, waa turned one-four-th round, and
again and again this w as repeated, until an en-

tire revolution of the cylinder was completed.
Tbe beans were then taken out of the earth, and
and it was found that both tbe plume and redi-ca- le

bad bent to accommodate themselves to
every revolution, and tbe one in its efforts to as
cend perpendicularly, and tbe other to descend,
thry had formed a peifect piral. But although
the natural tendency of the roots is downwards,
if tbe soil beneath be dry, and any damp sub
stance lie above, the roots will ascend to reach
it. Farmer's Magazine.

Electric Light. Some very interesting and
imKrtant experiments have been exhibited in
the great room of the Hanover Square Rooms
to prove the power ond efficacy of Electric Light,
for which Mr. W. E. Staitc, the inventor, nas
taken jut a patent. 1 be light is not a name,
but an incandescent light: it resembles a spark
of the most brilliant and vivid fire, about the
size, or rather less, than the burner of a common
argand lamp. There is no combustion, nor will
the light produce combustion by coming in con
tact with combustible substances. I he power
ia immense; resembling day or sun light, and ob-

scuring the lieht of candles in the manner that
rays of daylight obscure them. The great room
was illuminated by the operation. The light is
generated or produced I y a battery of 44 plates,
of the dimension of 1 J square yard. It is under-
stood to be self-regulati- and to be so cheap
tbat any itersnii can afford to pay for it a roug!
calculation ia that it supplies a light equal to
that or a hundred candles, lor an bour, at one
penny.

"DEFORE the undersigned, principal No--
MJ tary Public for the Hawaiian Islanda, keeping
hia office at tbe village of Honolulu, Island of
Oabu, on this 7th day of April, Anno Domini one
thousand eight hundred and forty nine, personally
came and annearcd. William Webster. Ceorce
Bowles, Jaa. G. Parker,and Edmond Bizot, master
and owners of tbe schooner Papeete," and de
clared, and requested the undersigned to note for
tnem, toe following words, lo wit; ,

We sailed' from Tahiti in the schooner Papeete,
under the Protectorate flag of Tahiti, Bizot, master,
bound for California by tbe way of the Islanda of
Huabioe, Kaiatia. and Oabu.. On our arrival at
Huabme, it waa agreed between the ownera of the
vessel and Captain Bizot, that on account of his not
speaking the English language sufficiently well to
carry on tbe ship's duty as niaater, tbat tbe com
mand should be given up to Captain George Bowles,
one of tbe ownera of tbe vessel. A written
agreement was entered into to that effect, and duly
executed before the Governor of Huahinc, and
Captain Bitot, by mutual consent of all the parties,
proceeded oa the voyage ia tbe vessel as a passen
ger. That on our arrival in tbe Port of Honolulu,
Captain Bowles enteied the vessel ia tbe usual way
at the Custom House, and lodged hia Registrar and
papers in the handa of the French Consul, M. Dil-

lon. That oa the third of this present month.
April, the vessel was ready for aea and Captain
Bowles applied to said Consul for the ship's papers,,
which' the Consul refused to rive up, until he got a
guarantee for the payment of all the expenses of
tbe Cook of the Papeete, until hia departure from
Honolulu, and tbe price or bis passage to Califor-
nia, in consequence of a flogging which was in
flicted upon the said Cook by one of tbe passen-
gers, (William Webster) notwithstanding the said
passenger informed him, M. Union, tbat ne bad
left the vessel and would remain here and pay any
damages that a court of appeal might decide he
was bound to pav on account oi the Cook ; tbat
the master and ownera of tbe vessel have done all
in their power to arrange the matter amicably with
tbe Consul of France ; that Captain Bowles wrote
to the Consul, asking him to surrender the ship's
papers, which he refused hi a written reply to do ;
that the master and owners wrote and addressed
another letter to the Consul asking again for the
vessel's papers which he again refused ; that they
then called at the French Consulate, and that im-

mediately on entering the office, the Consul com-

menced threatening them, and that his wbole con-

duct was abrupt and highly offensive ; that he or-

dered Captain Bowles to leave hie office and told
him not to come near him again; that there are a
number of passengers on board of the Papeete of
dinerent nations, some oi whom are troublesome
characters and might endanger the safety of tbe
remaining passengers, and the vessel, if suffered to
proceed further in her: that upon expressing to the
Consul their wish to put one of these characters ina.1 .aparticular, out or tbe vessel in this port, ne reiusea
to sanction it, though having before him satisfacto-
ry evidence that thty had only received from said
passenger the price of his passage to this (Honolu-
lu) place; that by the unreasonable and as they
believe illegal exactions' of the said Conaul, they
are compelled to retain on board the vessel, from
this to tbe Port of California, men who they have
every reason to fear, will cause a mutiny before
tbe vessel reaches the coast; that the consul oi
France did in their hearing in hia own office advise
the steerage passengers to take by force what pro
visions, kc. that they required when at sea, mat
tbey were the strongest party and bad a right to
do so; that they believe he, the Consul of France,
baa been actuated by some private motive of his
own, in detaining the vessel's papers; tbat on the
morning of the 6th instant. Capt. Bizot called and
asked for the ship's papers, which the Consul of
France refused to surrender without the guarantee
already recited, although he ia the only one whom
tbe Consul is willing to acknowledge as the Captain
of the vessel."

Wherefore they the undersigned declarants make
this their solemn protest against the said Consul of
France and bit before recited acts, noiaing mm ano
the Government of France responsible for all the
damages, costs and charges that have already en-

sued, or that as a necessarv result, may ensue to
tbe parties in interest, by reason thereof.
