nation that sustains, to a great extent, a system
of national education, that puts to the blush
many of the oldest nations in Christendom.

This position of the Hawaiian nation, as viewed
from the United States, has suggested the idea
that the time had arrived when the American
Board could withdraw with safety, and leave the
cause to 1m; Mixtnined here by the energies and
efforts of these churches, andthe present gene-- J

mrtotr ufTnW!onaric:C without further IroinAra- - p
ment. Such suggestions have been made by the
Secretaries of the Board, and th is was the main
business of the Mission, at its late meeting.

Were this nation, iu regard to population, in
creasing rather than decreasing, or were it sta
tionary with the number it possessed thirty years
ago, the accomplishment of so laudable a desire
would certainly be possible, at no very distant
day. But with a constantly wasting population,
and having beeu literally decimated within a
single year by a sweeping pestilence, such a
result is a problem which the future alone can
solve. And while it is

A consummation devoutly to be wihe.l,"
its friends may yet be subjected to disappoint-
ment ; not through any imperfection or ineffica- -
cy in the means employed, but through the
operation of physical causes, and the violation
of physical laws, which are universal in appli-

Mail via Pakama. This route, so long talk
ed of, has now got into pretty regular operation
between New York and California, and letters
and papers h ive, by it, reached these islands to
Feb. 12th; . But there are yet many things about
it not entirely satisfactory. One of these is, that
our advices are three months old before they

reach us from the United States, and nearly four

from Europe ! This is not much improvement

uon times past; for we have had though not
regularly intelligence across Mexico, via. Ma- -

zatlan, in CO days, from the Uiuted States, and
from Europe in 85 days, many years ago. We
hope, however, that this evil wiJI be remedied

by euterprize and skill.
Another evil, of still greater magnitude, is, the

high rate charged for letters. It is now ascer-

tained, officially, that the postage from Califor-

nia to New York upon a single letter is 40 cents,
and upon newspapers and pamphlets three cents,
for sea-posta- It is said that pre-pa- y ment is

' ' '"not ret,:"''
This is very high postage ; and so far as these

islands are concerned, we have no hesitation in
saying, that if the postage was reduced to 12 1-

cents for a single letter, and one cent for a news-

paper, the government .would, in one or two

years' time, receive twice the amount of postage,
in the aggregate, that it will under the present
high rates. Many of the residents here would
write dozens of letters, and receive and remit
many newspapers, who will now confine their
communications to two or three of the former in

a twelvemonth. This is peculiarly a reading
community ; and we doubt if the same number
of foreigners, who. live abroad in any other part
of the globe, are in the habit of receiving so
many periodicals from the lauds of their birth, as

the foreign residents on these shores. But can
they, will they pay such high rates foe them as
the present regulation requires ? . We think hot.
At least the number will be exceedingly limited.
The greater part will still continue to come by
ship around the Cape, where the cost is nothing.

As a matter of financial policy, therefore, we
would . earnestly recommend a revision of the
subject, and the adoption of rates that shall se-

cure to the instil, all the mailable matter!
Another evil now existing is, that we have no

post-offi- ce arrangement here, by which letters
can be deposited, and secure their safe, and
speedy transmission to their destination. Now,
letters. have-t- o be enveloped, and sent to some
friend or correepondenf in San Francisco, and by

Thence to Panama, 21 miles, $5,00 for
each saddle horse, and 2 1- -2 cents a lb. for bag-
gage, making total cost transportation of one

with 250 pounds of baggage across thefiassenger $17,50.
Much higher rates have been paid, much vex-

ation and annoyance experienced by travellers,
but all may be attributed to their having fallen
into the hands of speculators- - and men who are
incompetent for the business. r -
