these works obtained a considerable pop-

It would be unprofitable to dwell upon the
centos of Marryat as a novelist. His merits
ieupon-in- e sunaoe, are onvious to every

works and find themselves unable to lay
down again. He tells plainly and straight-

forwardly a story, tolerably well construct
of diversified incidents, alive with uncom

mon characters,' and, as his experience was
large and had been acquired over a wide ex-

panse, he had always something to tell which
would excite curiosity r rivet attention. He

one quality in common with great uien,
in which men of liner genius than him
have been dcfii-ient- , a thorough manli- -

ness of heart, and soul, which, by clearly
showing him what he was aide to accom
plish, preserved him against the perpetration

that sublime nonsense and drivelling cant
which now-a-da- ys often pass for fine writing

fine sentiment. i"Peter . Simple" has
been pronounced his best novel; but we con-

fess we like Jacob Faithful" at least as
well; although we think it would have been
better, if the Dominie ' had been mitigated,
who is rather an extravagance than an origi-

nal, and if that passage had been discarded
which the parish-bo- y tells us he read Tac-

itus and Horace at a charity-schoo- l.

His VDiary .in America" gave great of-

fence on the other side of the Atlantic. We

Captain Marryat had been seriously ill for
more lhana year,' from the bursting of a suc-
cession of blood-vessel- s, which forbade all
hope of his recovery, and on the 9th ofAug.,
1818, his sufferings were brought to a termi-

This gallant officer and distinguished man
had two sons in the navy. - The elder was a
lUutttnant, and bade fair to have proved him-
self a worthy son of his father. He jumped
overboard and saved the- - life of a seaman in
the Tagus, and his exertions at the wreck of
the Syphax were of the most heroic kind.
I Ic perished with nearly the whole of his
crew iu the wreck of the Avenger. The
younger son is still a midshipman, and has,
we are told, displayed great talents asanhy-drographe- r.

The Gambi.ers Victim. The following
is from a smnll volume on Gambling in its
Infancy and Progress, from the pen of J. H.

He was, apparently,
about eighteen years of age. His counten-
ance was pleasant, and his features were
delicate. As he walked backward and for-

had just witnessed a revolting sight a num-
ber of convicts on the deck of a steamer,
under the charge of an officer, w ho w as con-
veying them to the Baton Rouge, Louisiana,
State Prison. 1 went to look at them for a
moment. As I approached, I rccugurzed tlift
face of the same unfortunate youth.
