: Iﬁ Honorable the House of Nobles and
Taﬂc;rnentatiru of the Hawauan Islands, in

Legislative Council assembled.
It is with unfeigned diffidence that I now

submit to vour honorable body an act to es-
tablish a criminal code, in part compliance
with your resolution, passed on the 27th day
of September, 1817. By that resolution _l
was requested to prepare a civil and crimi-
nal code of laws adapted to the wants and
condition of the Hawaiian nation, and it is
proper that I should give you the reasons
why I have so long delayed, and, even at this
Jate date, have but partially completed the
work assigned to me.

By the request of the King and Privy
Council I accepted, in August, 1847, the post

of pres
to quiet land titles, and the duty of presiding
over the labors of that board which, during
my connection with it, has heard some twelve
thousand claims and counter claims, in con-
junction with my judicial duties, has render-
ed it impossible for me to find time for the
reading and study necessary to the prepara-
tion of so important a work. It was only in
November last, that | was able to write the
first line, and soon discovering that I could
not by the most untiring industry, during the
little time I could devote to this task, pre-
pare both a civil and crimninal code, I direct-
ed my labors to the latter, as the one most
needed.

The distrust in my power to perform this
work well, with which I began it, has in-
creased with every step of my progress, and
in its execution | have had constant resort to
the wisdom of others. 1 am greatly indebt-
ed to the labors of the Commissiovers ap-
pointed to prepare a penal code for Massa-

6. Words importing persons, for instance,
another, others, any, any one, anybody, and
the like, signify not only persons, but cor-
rations, societies, communilies, assem-
blies, inhabitants of a district or neighbor-
hood, or persons known or unknown, and
the public generally where it appears, from
the subject matter, the sense, and the con-
nection in which such words are used, that
such construction is intended.

Cuarrer I1.— General Provisions.

2."No person shall be subject to be tried
and sentenced 1o be punished in any court,
for an alleged offense, unless upon indict-
ment, exeept for offenses within the jurisdic-
tion of a police court or district justice, or
in summary proceedings for contempt.

3. Inthe trial of any person on the charge
of any offense, he shall have a right 10 meet
ihe witnesses, who are produced against him,
face ‘1o face; to produce wilnesses and
proofs in his own favor ; and by himsell or
his counsel, to examine the witnesses pro-
duced by himself, and cross-examine those
produced sgainst him ; and to be heard in

chuselts, as given in their report, and also|
to those of Mr. Livingston, in the penal cnde!
of Louisiana. From both of these able works
I have borrowed largely.

In this chrysalis state of the nation, I have
thought it proper to keep an eye to the fu-
ture as well as to the present. Accordingly,
while I have studied, as far as is consonant
with justice, to conform to the ancient laws
and usages of the kingdom, I have, in the
the main, adopted the principles of the En-
glish common law, as the foundation of a code
best adapted to the present and approaching
wants and condition of the nation. To pre-
pare a system of laws equally well adapted
to the native and foreign portions of our com-
munity—one not too refined for the limited
mind of the former, and yet enough so to
meet the wants and capacity of the latter, it
will be evident is no easy task. I have no
confidence to believe that I have performed
it successfully. My chief aim has been to be
so brief, simple, clear and direct, in thought
and language, as not to confuse the native,
and yet so full as to satisfy his increasing
wants, together with those of the naturaliz-
ed and unnaturahized foreigaer.

I have submitted this code to several gen-
tlemen in the profession of the law, to the
representatives of foreign governments resi-
dent in this kingdom, to merchants and mis-
sionaries well acquainted with the wants and
condition of the natives, requesting them to
make such suggestions for its improvement as
their wisdom might dictate. They have done

so; and 1 have in the main adopted such sug-

gestions, without any pride of opinon or
strong attachment to preconceived ideas. In
no instance have | discarded a proposed

6. A party accused shall be presumed
innocent ; and in case his guilt is not satis-
factorily shown, be acquitted.

7. Every one shall be presumed to intend
the natural and plainly probable consequen-
ces of his acts.

Crarrer I.—Definitions of some of the Terms
used in this Code.

1. The term offense, as used in this code,
means the doing what a penai law forbids
to be done, or omitting te do what it com-
mands.

2. The terms felony and crime, are,
within the meaning of the provisions of this
code, synoaymous, and mean such offenses
as are punishable with death, or imprison-
ment for a longer period than 1wo years, Or
by the lorfeiture of any civil or political
right, and also larceny. Any offense not
appearing to be a felony or crime is a mis-
demeanor. sue

3. Malice in respect to the commisssion
of any offense, except in cases where it is
otherwise expressly provided or plainly in-
lent}ed, includes not only hatred, ill will, and
desire of revenge ; butcruelty of disposition
or temper ; and also a motive or desire of
gain or advantage to the offender or another;
or of doing a2 wrong or injury to any persos
or persons, ordn the Iralso includes
the acting grith-a beedless, reckless disre-
