around us, hissing, roaring and flashing by,
and then sinking into the apparently bottom-
Jess gull beneath us,

Meanwhile the decks were resounding
with the tread of the sailors, as they hurried
to and fro in obedience to the captain’s
oders; while the rattling of blocks, the shouts
of command, and the quick replies of the
seamen, rose over the uproar of the storm.

“Let go bowlines,” cried the stentorian
voice of the captain, ‘‘ease off the tack—haul
on the weather-braces.”

Inan
incredible short interval the gigantic sail,
notwithstanding its struggles, was got under
control, and stowed.

The ship now labored less for awhile, but
as the storm increased she groaned and
struggled as before. The captain saw it
woufd not do to carry even the little sail
pow remaining, for under the tremendous
strain, the canvass might be continuaily ex-
pected to be blown from the bolt ropes.

The
sailor will understand this at a word, but to
the landsmen it may require explanation.

Our danger, then, consisted in having in-
sufficient sea-room. [f we had been on the
broad Atlantic, with a hundred or two miles
of ocean all around us, we could have lain-
to under some bit of a head sail, or fore-top
mast stay-sail for instance, or a refeed fore-
ssil. But when a vessel lies-to, or in other
words, faces the quarter whence the wind
comes, with only enough canvass on her to
steer her by, she necessarily drifts consider-
ably, and in a line of motion diagonal to her
keel. This is eslled making lee-way. Most
sbips whea lying-to in a drifis gale very ra-
pig. sometimes hundreds of miles if the
fempest is protracted. It is for this reason
that a vessel in a narrow channel dares not
lie-to, for a few miles of lee-way, wonld
w ber on the neighboring coast. The

surge, too ofien in vain, panting, trembling,
and battling to the very last.

The captain did not_appear satisfied with
taking in the spanker; indeed, ali feared that

the ship could not carry what sail was lefi.

Accordingly he ordered the topsails to be
close-reefed. Yet even afler this the vessel
