ORDINANCE TO ORGANIZE A FIRE
DEPARTMENT FOR THE CITY OF
HONOLULU.

Whereas public necessity demands that a
new Law shall be passed for the protection
of the residents of Monolulu from the calam-
ities of a conflagration, His Majesty Kame-
hameha 111, and Keoni Ana the Premier and
the Nobles residing near enact the following
Act as the Law of the land, to take effect as
therein provided, and be in” force until the
close of the next session of the Legislative
Council.

ARTICLE L

OF THE ORGANIZATION OF THE FIRE DEPART-
MENT OF HONOLULU.

1. The Fire Department of the City of
Honolulu, shall consist of a Chief Engineer,
four fire wardens, and so many firemen as
may be approved by the Chief Enginecr,
and who shall be respectively desiguated by
the several appellations aforesaid.

2. The Chief Engineer shall be appointed
by the Governor of Oahu upon the recom-
mendation of not less than twenty residents
of Honolulu, each of whom shall hold lease-
hold estates, or estates in fee simple, situated
in Honolulu, the annual value of which shall
be not less than one hundred dollars.

3. The four fire wardens shal! be appoint-
ed by the Chief Engineer, with the approba-
tion of the Governor of Oahu, and upon the
recommendation of not less than twenty fire-
men.

4. The terms of office of the Chief En-
gineer, and fire wardens shall be not less
than one year, or until others are appointed
in their place.

ARTICLE 1L
OF THE DUTIES OF THE CHIEF ENGINEER.

1. The Chief Engineer shall, in all cases
of fire, have the sole and absolute control
and command over all the other members of
the Fire Department, and it shall be the du-
ty of the said Chief Engineer to direct the
fire wardens to take proper measurés that
the several fire engines in the possession of
the Fire Departmment be located in the most
advantageous situations, and be duly work-
ed for the extinguishing of fires; and more-
over it shall be the duty of the said Chief
Engineer, to grant the custody and use ofthe
fire engines, fire buckets and other fire ap-
paratus belonging to the Government to such
firemen as he may deem proper, and assume
the control of them at his pleasure, and as
often as once in three months examine into
the condition of the fire engines, fire buckets
and other fire apparatus, and fire engine
houses belonging to the Government, and
report the condition of the same to the Gov-
ernor of QOahu, together with the names of
all of the persons in the Fire Department,
and when any of the said fire engines and
other apparatus shall require to be repaired,
the Chief Engineer of the Fire Department
at the request of the firemen having the same
in charge, through their officers, shal! cause
the same to be well and sufliciently repaired,
provided such expense shall not exceed one
hundred dollars,

2. In case the Chief Engineer should be
absent from a fire, one of the fire warders,
first arriving at a fire shall act as Chief En-
gineer, until the arrival of that officer.

ARTICLE IIL

OF THE DUTIES OF FIRE WARDENS.

I. The Fire Wardens shall attend at all
fires, and be subject to the direction of the
Chief Engineer, or of the Fire Warden act-
ing as Chief Engineer in his absence, and it
shall be their duty immediately on an alarm
of fire to repair to the place where it may be,
and assist in procuring supplies of water to
the fire engines, and prevent the hose of the
engine from being trodden on, and to keep
all idle persons at a proper distance from the
fire and from its vicinity, and to order and
direct all persons near to or about the fire,
to aid and assist in extinguishing the fire as
they may think best: provided it is not con-
trary to the orders of the Chief Engincer,
and all residents of Honolulu are hereby en-
jowned to comply with the orders and direc-
tions of the Chief Engineer and the fire
wardens at fires under the penalties herein-
after provided.

2. The said fire wardens shall divide the
city of Honolulu into four districts, and re-
port their boundaries to the Chief Engineer,
and shall appomnt one of their number to
each district IE::- the purpose of making the
visitations and examinations directed in the
next section, whe sigll keen a yecord of )
aames of the Gceupants of the houses or oth-
er buildings where they shall observe any
yviolations of this law, and cause them to be
prosecuted for the penalty fixed for the vio-
lation they may have been guilty of.

3. It shall be the duty of the said fire war-
dens, twice in every year, and as much oft-
ener as they may think proper, to examine
the dwelling houses and other buildings in
their respective districts for the purpose of
ascertaining violations of this law, and
also to examine the fireplaces, hearths, chim-

ARTICLE 1IV.
OF FIREMEN AND THEIR DUTIES.

I. The firemen shall be divided into com- |
panies to consist of such number as shall
from time be fixed by the Bye Laws of the
several companies, to attend to  the fire en-
gines and appurtenances, and the hnaks,lad-|
ders and carriages that may be in the custo-
dy of the Chiel Engineers, and each of the
companies shall and may choose out of their
own number a Foreman, Assistant Foreman,
Secretary and Treasurer, in such manner
and at such times as they may think proper,
and it shall be the duty of the said fireman
as often as any fire shall break out in the
city, to put on such badge of office as hi=
company shall direct, and repair immediate-
ly upon the alarm theieof, to their respect-
ive engines, hose carriages, and hooks and
ladders, and convey them to or near the
place where such fire shall happen, unless
otherwise directed by the Chief Engincer,
there in conformity with the directions given
by the Chief Engineer, to work and manage
the said engines and other fire implements
with all thewr skill and power, and when the
fire is extinguished, thgy shall not remove
therefrom, but by the permission of an En-
gineer, and on such permission they shall re-.
turn their respective hose wagons, hooks and
ladders, engines and fire apparatus well
washed and cleaned to their respective plac-
es of deposit, and for the more cffectual per-
fecting the firemen in their duty of keeping
and preserving the said fire cngines and
other implements from decay, the said fire-
men shall once in every month, draw out
their fire engines and other implements in
order to wash and cleanse the same, and to
exercise the firemen; and if any fireman
shall neglect the said duty, he shall forfeit
and pay such penalty as the majority of his
company shall direct.  And if he shall ne-
glect to attend at any fire as aforesaid or
leave his fire engine or other apparatus
while at any fire without permission, or shall
neglect to do his duty on such occasions
without reasonable excuse, he shall, for ev-
ery such default, pay such penaity as the
majority of his company shall fix, and if any
fireman neglect the duty imposed upon him,
or to pay the penalty fixed, upon the vote of
a majority of his company he may be dismiss-
ed as a fireman.

2. The Chief Engincer shall have author-
ity whenever a fire company has, for six
months, less members than the number of
forty, to disband said company, and to take
into his possession any fire apparatus said
company may have had in charge, and as-
sign the members, with their consent, to any
other company: provided it is done with the
assent of a majority of the company to which
they are assigned.

ARTICLE V.
OF THE BADGES OF OFFICE OF THE .‘ll:MltRs!
OF THE FIRE DEPARTMENT,

1. In order that the Chief Engineer and
fire wardens may be readily distinguished at |
fires, they shall each be furnished with a|
wand six feet Jong, and the one to be used
by the Chief Engineer shall have a gilded
blaze at the top, and those to be used by the
Fire Wardens shall have a white flame at
the top, and the firemen shall wear such
other badges as may be agreed upon by a
majority of the company to which they be-
long.

ARTICLE VL ;

OF THE DUTIES OF THE MARSHAL, PREFECT OF
POLICE AND CONSTABLES. |

1. It shall be the duty of the Marshal, and
the Prefect of Police and so many of the
constables as are not on duty at the time of
any five, to repair immediately on the alarm|
of fire, with their badges of office, to the
place where such fire may be, and it shall be
the duty of the Marshal, Prefect of Police
and the Constables present at a fire to re-|
port themselves to the Chizl Engine_::, obt
t_h'-' 1S warden S3iing in his place, and con-
torm to such orders as may be given tothem
for the preservation of the peace and the re-|
moval of all idle and suspected persons, or:
others not actually or usefully employed in|
extinguishing the fire, or in the preservation
of the property in the neighborhood thereof,
and also to arrest any and all ns refus-
ing to obey the orders of the Chief Engineer,
or either of the fire wardens upon request,
and remove them to the public place of con-
finement, and there detain them until & com-

laint can be made against them before the
olice Court as hereinafter provided. And

ARTICLE VIIL

OF THE DUTIES OF RESIDENTS IN KELATION

TO FIRES.

I. No person shall kindle any fire, nor fur-
nish the materials for any fire, nor in any
way authorize or allow any fire to be inade
in any street, road or lane, or on any pier or
wharf in the city, except for the purpose of
boiling tar, which fire shall not be. more than
ten feet ffom bulkhead or the end of the picr,
under the penalty of five dollars for each
offense, unless by the permission of the Chief
Engineer.

2. Every building occupied as a dwelling
house in Honolulu, and every building oc-
cupied as a store or store house, orasa
regular place of business, shall be furnished
with at least two wooden buckets, which shall
at all times when not in use at a fire, be hung
in a conspicuous place, accessible to the in-
mates of the building, upon which shall be
painted the name of the owners, and all oc-
cupants of buildings not so furnished within
sixty days alter the passage of this law, shall
forfeit and pay ten dollars.

3. All women who are not the occupants
of the buildings ou fire, or in danger of being
set on fire are hereby prohibited from attend-
ing at or near buildings on fire, under a
penalty of five dollars for each offense.

4. Any person giving a false alarm of fire
by proclaiming fire or by any other means
whatsoever, in Honolulu, shall forfeit and
pay filty dollars for each offense.

5. Any person who shall send off any fire
rockets, or throw into any street any ignited

fire crackers within Honolulu, shall forfent

and pay five dollars for each offense, unless
with the permission of the Chief Engmeer.

6. All male residents of Honoluln, except

firemen, going to a fire, are required to car-
ry the buckets belonging to the building oc-
cupied by him or them, while at the fire to
obey the orders of the Chief Engineer, fire
Wardens, Marshal, Prefect of Police and
Constables under a penalty of five dollars.
7. Any person fulting or in any way in-
tentionally injuring any pertion of the fire ap-
paratus shall forfeit and pay—not exceeding
one hundred dcllars.

8. It shall be the duty of any and all per-
sons owning or occupying premises adjacent
to a fire, to allow free access to the same by
the fire department, upon the order of the
Chief Engineer or either of the fire wardens,
for the purpose of obtaming water or using
the fire apparatus for the extinguishing of
any fire, and in case such access is refused
the Chief Engincer, or the person acting in
his place, is hereby authorized forcibly to
enter the said premises, for the purposes
aforesaid, and the person so refusing shall
forfeit and pay not less than fifty dollars.

ARTICLE VIIL
OF THE PENALTIES, HOW APPROPRIATED.

1. All the fines and penalties and forfeit-
ures imposed by this Law, may be sued for
and recovered before the Police Court of
Honolulu, upon the complaint of any member
of the fire department, or of any Police of-
ficer on duty at the fire in the name of the
Prefect of Police of Honolulu, and shall be
paid over to the Chief Engineer of the fire

‘department, who is hereby authorized and

required to pay over the amount thereof to
the Foreman of the several Fire Companies
of Honolulu, share and share alike,

ARTICLE IX.

OF THE LIMITS OF THE OPERATION OF THIS
LAW.

1. All the provisions of this law shall be
binding upon all persons residing within one
mile of the Public Market of Honolulu, and
go into effect on the day when the same is
published in the Polynesian, in the English
and Hawaiian languages.

and think-and practice and shrug in?

We opine it would have about as much
chance to create a furor and rm‘olul'gm, as
would Yankee Doodle if performed on a
curnstalk to a tribe of naked Hottentots, and
about the same as would a law, or a ballad,
or a tradition, or a history, have to create a
union of feeling and sympathy, of pride and
patriotism, of general impulsc and national
character, when in erder to reach the hrain
and the hearts of the people, without which
(it would be as if non-existent; it must be cut
land changed and trimmed to suit a dozen
dialects, and perhaps murdered and the spirit
sent to the shadows in as many soul destroy-
{ing translations. We wish to apply these re-
flections to our own State, population, lan-
guages and condition, as it exists, and as it~ -
may be.

The importance of this matter has been
very well understood since the days of Mos-
se; for we are told by the old Scriptural his-
torian that when the ambition of men speak-
ing one tongue were likely to attain their
ends in erecting the Tower of Babel, God
confounded their tongues, and thus effectu-
r'nllpr frustrated their design. This simple re-
lation teaches a fund of wisdom, from which
legislators should learn. So well couvinced
were the legislators of one of the United
States while founding a cor stitution, that
safety would be best consulted by encourag-
ing the prevalence of only one language, as
the ordinary medium of communication, that
they promptly voted down a propositiva to
print, at the public expense, the laws in more
than one language, althongh many thousands
of its citizens expressed themselves general-
ly in one different from the prevailing Saxon.
They thought the cheapest mode was for all
to make themselves conversant with the rul-
ing language of the country.

We have no prejudices against languages
—wish we were masters of as many as Elihu
Burritt smatters in—or that we were really
as learned in foreign tongues as some of our
cotemporaries hope by the assistance of quo=-
tation books and clerks who understand a little
Dutch, to appear to be But yet we sincere-
ly trust that all our future legislators will be
as wise as the wise men of Louisiana, and
endeavor to encourage the general and uni-
versal extension throughout California, of
lour mother tomgue, the good, old, llmnﬁ.
nervous, poetical, heroic Anglo-Saxon. It
seems that that language is to be, if any, the
universal one, and therefore if on no other
account, we would contend for its immediate
enforcement by authority, whenever neces—
sary and the power is possessed. Never
since the confusion of languages, probably,
has there been such a mingling of dialectsas
in this country.
