oumber of the Christian Review, we fin
the following interesting facts :

¢ Ten timessas many Bibles have been
printed since 1804, the year when the Brit-
ish and Foreign 'Bible Society was organ-
ized, as existed in all the previous centuries
of the world 4« . This atalemgn’t' ‘is
not based on Joose tenjecture. The library
of the late Duke of Sussex, containing a copy
of nearly every edition of the Bible since
the invention of the art of printing, furnish-
ed important data in-authenticating this cal-
culation. Jt is computed that from the time
of the Reformation to organization of
the British and Foreign Bible Society, (1804)
there were in existence between three and
four millions of Bibles, and these in some
forty different Janguages~ Since that time,
the beginning of organized effort for the
spread of the Scriptures, more than thirty
millions of Bibles and Testaments have been
put in circulation, in more than one hu!:dred
and sixty languages ; and this in addition to
all that has been accomplished by private en-
terprise. A power-press striking off fifteen
hundred copies of the New Testament in a
single day, is no trifling thing in this world
of ours. The Report of the British and
Foreign Bible Society contains an amount of
information as to the languages and dialects
of the earth, not easily to be obtained [fom
any other source. Filty years ago the Word
of God was translated into languages spoken
by about two hundred millions. To-day the
same holy boock may be read by more than
six hundred millions of the earth’s popula-
tion. Is not this result of associated chari-
ty of ggeat historical importance > Has it
no bearing on the intellect, the liberty, the
life, the progress, and the prospects of the
world 2"

During a war in Germany, the captain of
a troop of cavalry was ordered out on a for-
aging party.

A Vurcarism,—One of the most popular
vulgarisms of the day is embodied in the
word ** patronage.”” We have always been
at a loss to understand this term as incorpo-
rated with the language of the times. If a
man buys a pair. of boots, getting the full
value of His mouney, he calls himself the
““patron * of the manufacturer. The pur-
chaser of six cents’ worth of tobacco, or a
penny worth of tape, is a ‘‘ patron,” and
looks upon those on whom he lavishes this
‘¢ patronage *’ with a condescending eye, as
if he fed, clothed, and sheltered them. One’s
patron, regarding the term in its true light,
is a person who gives one alms. Patronage
in short is charitable protection. It is no
patronage to give money for its tull value.
The term, as now most generally employed,
is one of a most servile, sycuphantic char-
acter, and it should be expunged from the
modern vocabulary.

We see a book, says the London Punch,
advertised under the singular title of the
“ Khan’s Tale.”” This must be the adven-
tures of the celebrated tin can, which we all
have heard of, as having been so repeatedly
tied to the unfortunate dog's tail.. If so, ils
revelations must be a string of the most excit-
ing ups amd downs, which cannot fail to make
a great noise in all circles. We think we
may borrow, for once, the eloquent words of
the Evening Paper, and say, ‘‘ we know of
no book so likely to have a long run, as the
Khan’s Tale.” .
