LATE FROM CHINA.
The North China Herald of the 27th of Septem

ber, contains the following circular and Port Reg
ulations, which may be of interest to our commer-
cial readers. Mr. Baylies, who has received the
appointment of Harbor Master, is a citizen of the
United States.

Shanghai, 24th Sept 1851.
It having been represented by the Foreign Mer

cantile Community resident at this place, as more
particularly set forth in the annexed Circular Let-
ter addressed to the Foreign Consul at Shanghai,
that a Harbor Master, and Port Regulations, were
Dotn mucn required lor tne purpose ot insuring
better order in the berthing and mooring of ships,
and preventing collisions; His Excellency the In- -
a J a. a a 11 r v e -

oi iircuii ana tne vxnsuis oi ureal lintain,
the United States, Denmark. Portugal, and the
Netherlands, in communication together, agreeing
in tne expediency ot both these measures, have ac
cordmgly selected Mr. Nicholas Baylies, as a fit
and proper person to perform the duties of Harbor
Master, and appointed him to that office. The an
nexed Port Regulations have also been issued un
der the Official Seal of the Tanoutae, with the con
currence of undersigned Consuls; and notice is
hereby given to the Mercantile Community and
Masters of ships, that these Regulations are in
torce trom this date. Ihe undersigned confident
ly anticipate the ready of both Con
signees and Masters of Vessels, to give full effect
to measures, the main object of which is the pro-
tection of their interests and the prevention of in
jury to the shipping.

Port of Shanghai.
Regulations.

1. Boundaries. The boundaries of the an
chorage for foreign vessels, shall be as fol
lows:

To the North a straight line running directly
East from the southern hank of thp VVonsnntr.
keang (Sockoow Creek) at low water mark,
into the stream of Hwangpoo River.

To the South a straight line running directly
east from the northern bank of the Yangkingpong
Creek at low water mark, into the stream ot the
Hwangpoo Kiver.

Buoys will be placed at the northern and south
ern extremities of the anchorage, in order to estab
lish the line of boundary, and it will be obligato
ry upon all vessels to anchor within the denned h
mits and not on any account to pass so far to the
eastern bank ol the nver as to obstruct the gener
al navigation. A free passage will be maintained
along the western bank of the stream to facilitate
the passage of cargo boats to and fro and the exam-
ination of goiMs, and to leave a fair way for the
towing of the grain junks up and down the
river.

2. Harbor blaster. A Harbor Master shall
be appointed, whose duty it shall be to berth all for
eign vessels arriving at the anchorage at Shang-
hai, to superintend their mooring, and to take them
safely out when ready to depart : for which service
a fee of ten dollars has been authorized as the
charge for all vessels above 150 tons. No master
of a vessel may shift its berth without the Harbor
Masters authority, and his directions as to the
mooring of vessels under every flag without distinc
tion, are to be strictly followed. . The Harbor Mas-
ter for the time being shall enter into securities for
$1,000 to make good any damage which 6hall be
proved to have been caused by either carelessness
or incompetence on his part. '

3. Gunpoieder or Combustibles. No vessel
or boat under any foreign flag, and no Chinese
Junk or boat having a cargo ofGunpowder or other
combustibles on board, shall be permitted to anchor
among the foreign vessels or in their vicinity, ships
of-w-ar of ' ' 'course excepted. - ;

4. No citizen or subject ofany foreign state shall
be allowed to open either boarding or eating
house for sailors at the port, without the express
authority of the Consular Representative to whom
he may be entitled to apply, nor without good se
curity that such party shall give no harbor to any
seaman who is a deserter, or who cannot produce
his discharge accompanied by the written sanction
ot the said Consul tor his residence on shore. ' Ev
ery boarding or eating house keeper will further
be held responsible for the good conduct of all who
come to his house. . It is understood that no Chi- -
ness subject under any pretence whatever shall be
permitted to open either a grog-sho- p or boarding
house tor foreign sailors to dnnk, debauch or gam
ble in. . They will not be restrained however from
seeping shops for selling provisions and sundries,
or any other legitimate articles, of merchandise to
the natives.' ,;

5. Ditcharze of Sailors.- No sailors' from a
foreign vessel can be discharged or left behind at
this port without the express sanction of the Consul
reporting the vessel, nor until good and sufficient
security shall have been given forms maintenance
and good behavior while remaining on shore.

6. Future Modifications. Hereafter in all
these matters determined upon in accordance with
treaty should any corrections be requisite, or should
the meaning not be clear, the same must always
be consulted upon and settled by the Intendant
and the several Consuls in communication' togeth- -

We" have; says the Herald, the following inter
esting particulars from S private correspondent the
truth of which may be relied onr " ; .

"Since the eacarie of part of the crew of the
Larpent, from Formosa,. last May, it has been
thought that there might be other seamen held in
captivity on that island, and accordingly the Amer-
ican Consul at Amov. determined to dispatch a
messenger to ascertain whether there were any
still alhra or not. - The trade from AmoV to for- -

mosa afforded facilities for doing this. - There was
also a suitable person to tend a native Evangelist,
in the service of the American Board of Missions,
at Amoy.wbo was willing to go. US left, about

the last of July, and returned about the first of this
month, Sept, having explored very eztensively the
southern half of Formosa, but with no further suc
cess than to ascertain that it is not probable that
there are any foreigners now on the island. He vis
ited the spot where the Larpent was lost, and her
crew murdered. It is to be feared that others have
shared a similar fate.

"The murderers seem to be a gang ofnative (not
Chinese) desperadoes whose delight is in human
blood, and whose wealth is reckoned by the num-
ber of human heads they have in their possession.
Chinese, at their hands, share the same tate with
foreigners. From the account of the messenger,
these natives would appear to resemble in many
respects the Dyaks of Borneo.

"While on the cxpeditiou the man was wreck-
ed in the typhoon ofiast month. The junk in which
he was, with three others were lost with about 50
men, besides about 50 more from the shore near
where they were, who attempted to obain booty
from the wraoks." . . .

TEETOTALISM AND CHRISTIAN BAPTISMS

It has been suggested to me by some of my friends,
that if I really be a friend of temperance, and have
no secret hankering after strong waters, I ought to
join the society and sign the pledge, though it were
only for the sake of example. If our Savior had left
no example, I might yield to such solicitations, for
amongst the many sins that easily beset me, intem-

perance ranks not, but I venerate that example as I
value my salvation ; I consider myself pledged tx

God himself, by baptism, in a way much more sacred
and binding than if I were to pledge my sacred
honor" as the teetotallers do, and I have conscien- - '

tious objections, to their pledge, to their constitution,
and to their modus operandi, so far as I have been able
to understand its effects upon individuals and upon
those virtues which Christ and his apostles have '

pointed out as forming the christian character.
Having premised this much, I proceed to explain

why I look upon our Hawaiian total abstinence soci-

ety, as ill contrived and constituted to benefit the--;

cause of Christianity or public morals in these islands.
By Christianity I mean a saving faith in Christ, and
that purity of thought, word and deed which must
ever flow from that faith ; and, by public morals, I
mean, not a love of one virtue or an abhorrence of one

sin, but a love of any thing which is good, and an ,

aversion to anything that is bad, with a conduct
guided by the rule Whatsoever ye xeould that
men shoula do to you, do ye even so to them.

The Constitution of the Hawaiian Total AbstT-nen-ce

Union was, and I believe, still is as follows;
Art. 1. This Society shall be called the Hawai-

ian Total Abstinence L nion ; its object being to ad-

vance the Temperance Reform.
Art. 2. The officers of this Society shall be a

President, Vice President, Secretary, Committee of
Vigilance, and Executive Committee..

Art. 3. Any person may become a member by
signing the pledge of Total Abstinence from all in-

toxicating drinks as a beverage, adopted by this
Society, August 17, 1341.

Art. 4. Any member reported to have been
guilty of violating the Pledge 6hall be reported at
a regular meeting of the Society by the Vigilance
Committee, they having taken the propeT measures
for ascertaining the truth of the report. It shall be
left with the Society whether any member shall be .
expelled for having violated the Pledge ; and no
member shall be expelled unless two thirds of the
members present are agreed thereto. ( 1 )

Art. 5. It shall be the duty of the Executive
Committee to provide a room for the Society's
meetings, keep any money that may be placed at
the Society's disposal ; when necessary levy a tax,
or in some other way raise money to defray the ne-

cessary expenses of the Society, and at the end of
the year make a full report of the progress and
state of the Society. ( 2 ) . - . .

Art. C This Constitution may be altered or
amended at any meeting of the Society, a notice
of said meeting having been given out, at least, one ,

week previously. It shall require a vote of three
fourths of the members present to make such alte--
ration or emendations. ( 3 ) - - -
