However, in making a calculation of this sort.
we must give the boats of the different lines the
nine speed, the question is the distance, and here
either Mr. Burwell or the editor of the New York
Courier and Enquirer has made a great mistake in
inferring that this Tehoantepee route from liver- -

pool to Canton is only one thousand miles longer
than "that in the directly opposite direction1' by
which of coarse he must mean the regular mail
route from Southampton to Hong Kong via the
Isthmus of Suez. Any one who will take the
trouble to measure the distance on this route, will
find them in round numbers as follows :

but this distance is understated by this gentleman;
for instance he calls it 5,144 miles from San Fran
cisco to Canton whereas it is about G000 miles. .

This Tehuantepee route indeed seems through
out one of those only possible on paper ; the very
first stage from Liverpool via Gaheay to New
York, has never been considered of the slightest
practical importance by any but theorists and
Irishmen, every extra transfer of goods and pas
sengers being one of the most serious objections to
any route. I do not know how many transfers would
be necessary between Cape Canso and New York
or berween New York and New Orleans, nor am
1 acquainted with the attractions of Lynchburg or
tne facilities of getting on at Chattanogo, or the
numerous places mentioned on this section of the
line, but I am afraid that the inevitable transfer of
passengers and baggage at Dublin, Galwey, Cape
Canso, New Orleans, on each side the Isthmus
and finally at San Francisco would condemn this
route for passengers and goods, even though it
were one thousand miles snorter than any other,
but being 4000 miles longer than the one now
in operation, it certainly has no chance.

I should not have taken the trouble to enter into
these particulars to refute the idea of a route so
palpably ridiculous, was I not aware that there is
a pretty general, but vague impression in England
as well as in the United States, that the nearest
and best way from Europe to the East will be
somewhere across the Pacific, when the necessary
canals or railways are constructed on the North
American Continent. A careful measurement of
the distances however shows this impression to
be a mistaken one for even though a ship canal
vere eui inrouza ine ltinmut oj ranama, it would
be tkorter to go from London to Canton round the
Cape of Good Hope, either by steamer or sailing
vessel than across the Pacific ocean!

But surely this great projected railroad across
the rocky mountains will make the Pacific route
the shortest? ' - '

When we talk of the East or Asia, it must be
remembered that all the calculations are merely to
China. To all the great marts of the East Bom-

bay, Calcutta, Singapore, &c, the advantage is
out of all comparison in favor of the present En-

glish mail route, by which Bombay for instance is
only about 20 days run from London, whereas it
it would be upwards of 50 days by the Pacific
route. People do not consider that the distance
from Bombay to Canton is more than half that
from London to Bombay.
. Now however flattering and satisfactory it may
be te the people on an expected new route to an
ticipate the advantage of a great traffic passing
through their hands, it is childish to ignore facts
and tamper with figures in making the calculations,
and as all of oa in Honolulu would be greatly de-

lighted at the idea of being made a depot on the
route from Europe to the. East ! a calm refrence
tothe facts of the case may prevent us indulging in
hopes which can never be realized.

AN ACT PROVIDING FOR RECIPROCAL DTJ-TIES-

CERTAIN ARTICLES WITH THE
1 UNITED 8TATES OF NORTH AMERICA.

Be it enacted by the King, the Premier and Chiefs
of the Hawaiian Islands, in council assembled :

8kctiox 1. All flour, fish, eoaL lumber stare
and heading, the produce or manufacture of the
United States, shall be admitted into this kingdom
free of all duty, provided the gorernment of the Uni-
ted States will admit the sugar, syrup of sugar, mo-
lasses and coffee, the produce of the Hawaiian Islands
into all the ports of the United States , on the same
terms.

. Sectiok 2. The evidence that articles proposed to
be admitted into the ports of this kingdom, under
the preceding Section, are the produce or manufac-
ture of the United States, shall be a certificate to
that effect from the Hawaiian Consul of the port
from which such articles are imported, or in case
there shall be no such Consul, resident in such port,
a certificate to that effect from the Collector of the

- iport. -

Sectios 3. This act shall take effect on the day it
is concurred in by the government of the United
States, and continue in force until annulled by the
government of the Hawaiian Islands, or of the Uni-
ted States Provided always that previous to any
such annulment, the government desiring to make
the same shall give twelve months notice of their in-

tention so to do.
Done at the Palace, in Honolulu, this first day of

. March, in the year of Our Lord, one thousand
eight hundred and fifty two.
