Te Ericsson is externally a first class
steamship, perhaps a trifie neater, trimmer,
Seeming a
steamship, the same contrast of black and
gold, the same high arching paddle-boxes
revealing the red iron wheels and floats, the
same half-way preparation for canvas. But
really, and within, what strange work ! No

place to put ‘them if they were wanted. No
smoke, and no chimneys worth naming. No
more hiss and roar, no more explosion.—
Hereafter all is to be dry and still—this is
the Caloric Ship. A costly experiment truly,
and, if successliul, destined to work an entire
revolution in mechanics—nothing less than
an entire disuse of steam as a motor.

Bat the question can air be quickly heated
and quickly cooled, can it be made to shrink
in the cylinder instantly, as steam does when
it escapes into the condenser? this is a ques-
tion which the writer canaot answer. Capt.
Ericsson’s ‘‘ regenerator ” is intended to ac-
complish this. "T'ie ** regenerator ” is to heat
the air as it rushes into the cylinder, and
cool the air or receive back the heat (all but
30 or 40 degrees lost by radiation) as the
air makes its escape. Furthermore, it is to
dizcharge this office prompily, instantly, so
that the slenderest volume will, on entering,
become roond and stout and portly asan al-
derman—but on retiring, unlike the alder-
man, will disgorge its gettinge and go forth
as slim as it came, and leave its heat and sud-
den portiiness for the next occupant.

The furnaces have need to supply only the
little loss of thirty degrees or so, out of four
or five hundred which thé air receives by in-
heritance from its predecessors—merely the
leakage of radiation.

Such claims as these excite skepticism.—
They do not necessarily involve an absurdi-
ty, and if the *‘ regenerator ** will do what it
is clauned to be doing already, in an experi-
mental engine, then, beyond a question, the
caloric engine will work, and the days of
sleam are numbered.

A few weeks will settle the question.

Annother Cutting of the Electric Cable,

Numerous stalements respecting the ope-
rations of the Electric Telegraph Company,
of Ireland, in their attempts to lay a cable
across the Irish Channel between Portpat-
rick and Donaghadee, have been of late
going the rounds of the English and Irish
metropolitan and local newspapers. These
accounts, however, were of such a nature
that we paid little attention to them; but
what we now relate we beg they will credit
in earnest, and let them hereafier publish
their accounts of this undertaking on reliable
authority. On Friday night, a schooner be-
longing to Larne, and bound to that port,
anchored to the south of the Copelands, to
wait the tide, which here sets in with a very
strong current. On Saturday morning,
while hauliag in his kedge anchor, the com-
mander found he had caught something
heavy, which, on being brought on deck,
appeared to him to be a four inch hempen
hawser. His crew hauled both ways, but
not coming to an end, they cut the rope and
pulled away seaward until they had on board
about 400 yards of what they considered a
fine new rope cable. .

They then cut it a second time, keeping
the bight om board; and setting to work
afresh, .they hauled in seventy-two yards
more, still without arriving at the end of the
rope. The captain cut through a third time,
and with his supposed hempen prize, bore
away for Larne, where he arrived in the
course of Saturday. He communicated to
the ewner what he considered his good for-
tune; but, on that gentleman examining the
prize, to his utter astonishment and regret
when he discovered that his captain had pos-
sessed himself of a large portion of the hem-
pen cable which encased the electric wire of
the Irish Telegraph Company. Mortified to
think that his skipper had thus brought to a
stand, in so unceremonious a way, the labors
so industriously undertaken, and so elabo-
rately spread forth in the English and Irish
press, the owner of the vessel hastened into
Belfast, to communicate the intelligence to
the managers of the company. Great was
their horror at his narrative. The 472 yards
so strangely abstracted from the cable were
reshipped at Larne, and brought to Be!fast.
We suppose a renewed splicing will speedily
take place, and another attempt be made to
pass the cable across the Channel. —Northern

Dr. Cartwright, of New Orleans, commu-
nicated (o a recent number of the Bosten
Medical and Surgical Journal, an article of
considerable interest to invalids, which is
entitled ** The Sugar House Cure for Bron-
chial, Dyspeptic and Consumptive com-
plaints.” It s stated that a residence in a
sugar house, during the rolling season, far
surpasses any other known means of restor-
ing flesh, health and strength, lost by chronic
ailments of the chest, throat or stomach.—
The rolling season is the harvest, when the
canes are cut, the juice expressed and con-
verted into sugar. la Louisiana it com-
mences about the middle of October and
ends at Christmas, but it is sometimes pro-
tracted into January. Dr. Cartwright says:

Last December, having a very severe and
distressing cough, which, for some weeks,
had resisted the usuval remedies, 1 went into
a sugar house, drank a glass of hot cane
juice and stood over the kettles, called clari-
fiers, for some hours, inhaling the vapor
arising therefrom.

I stood over the clarifiers, enveloped, for
five hours, in a dense cloud of vapor of an
agreeable temperature and an aromatic
oﬁor; after which I retired to rest and had a
refreshing sleep. In the morning the inha-
lation of the vapor was again resumed, when
I returned home, through a cold, raw, windy
atmosphere, some ten miles, to the citv, al-
most well, without experiencing any incon-
venience from the exposure to the cold; the
cough and disagreeable sensation of chill-
ness, smothering, and febrile irritation hav-
ing disappeared almost entirely. )"

A tenuous vapor, of an agreeable, aroma-
tic order, hovers constantly over the heated
juice of the clarifiers. It is demulcent,
saccharine, and grateful to the respi
organs; causing no oppression or feeling of
constriction, as other vapors and smokes so
often do, but the lungs seem to expand and
drink it in with avidity, as the roots of plants
require the moisture of the earth, impregna-
ted with azotized bodies after a shower.—
What humus is to the vegetable substances,
the elements contained m this vapor would
seem to be to man.
