1st. All officers of the King's, government, not
judicial, shall receive salaries, to be voted by the
house of representatives annually; they shall re
ceive no fees or perquisites of otlice ; where they
discharge the duties of more than one office, they
shall only receive the salary of one. Yeas, 2 nays 8.

2d. No government officer, having the charge of
government books, papers, goods or monies, shall
be permitted to leave office until after a complete
delivery thereof, to his successor, by a detailed in-

ventory to be dated and signed by the person go-

ing out, and the party coming in, each of whom
shall preserve an original copy, so dated and sign-
ed. Yeas, 3, nays, l).

3d. No sale of government properties, of any de-

scription, exceeding the value of $ can be sold
otherwise than at public auction, for cash, and to
the highest bidder. Yeas, 5, nays, 8.

4th. No supplies for the service of the govern-
ment, exceeding the value of $ shall be pur-
chased otherwise than by sealed tender, after a
previous notice by public advertisement, of days
containing minute specifications of the articles
wanted. Yeas, 3, nays, J.

5th. Any member of the house of representa-
tives appointed by the government to any office,
with a salary attached to it, if he accept the same,
shall cease to be a member. No officer, civil or
military, of the government, shall be eligible for a
representative of the people, while he retains
office. Yeas, 3, nays, 11.

Mr. Wyllie introduced a 6th article as follows :
Any one, whatever be his class or station, guilty
of bribing any elector, intimidating him, or offer-
ing any reward, or making any promise of any re-

ward, or using any corrupt influence whatever,
whether directly or indirectly, whereby such elec-
tor's vote may be unduly influenced, shall be fined
$500, or in default of payment thereof, shall be
put to hard labor on the public roads for two
years. Yeas, 1, nays, II. ' '

Also a 7th additional article, as follows : All
eities and towns, having a population of inhabi-
tants, may petition the government for a charter of
incorporation, on principles to be consistent with
the laws, and to be approved by the government ;

and it is lawful to grant the charter so petitioned
for and approved. Yeas, 1, nays, 11.

On motion of Mr. Judd, seconded by Kaeo, it
was resolved, That Mr. Wyllie be requested to
prepare an act, or acts, for submission to the next
legislature, which shall embrace the objects he
has proposed as amendments of the constitution.

The act relating lo the Royal school was taken
up as returned from the other houso, and on mo-
tion of Paki, was laid upon the table.

On motion of Mr. Armstrong, seconded by Mr
Wyllie, it was resolved, That the Secretary be au-

thorized to draw upon the Minister of Finance for
the sum of one hundred dollars, on account of pay
due him by this house.

The select committee of conference on the law
relating to the road tax, reported. Report accepted.
- An act to regulate the sale of water from the
government reservoir, was read the first time, and
second reading appointed tor Tuesday next.

- It is known to most of our readers that a Chief
from the island of Fatuhiwa, one of the Marque- -

sian group, arrived at these islands several weeks
ago on the express errand of procuring christian
teachers to return with him for the instruction of
himself and people in Christianity and civilization.

At the annual meeting of the Hawaiian Mission-

ary Society, on Tuesday evening last, we had the
satisfaction of again seeing this "Macedonian,'
and of hearing his simple answers to questions put
to him by an interpreter. His bearing was decid-

edly prepossessing ; and the great burden of his
thoughts seemed evidently to be, an earnest desire
for " teachers." However limited his views may
be, or erroneous, in regard to the great doctrines
of Christianity, which he seems so anxious to have
his people taught, he is obviously in earnest in his
desires to have them communicated to his race,
because he has got the idea, somehow, that Chris-

tianity will put a stop to the wars, almost constancy
waged among the tribes of his nation. He has not
exhibited a vacillating disposition since his arrival '
but on the contrary has been sedate and sober, as
if deeply in earnest.

From his representation of the case, it appears
that his people had heard, through a Hawaiian,
who had left a 6hipand settled among them, of th
results of the introduction of the Bible into this
kingdom, ana that it had put an end to wars and
bloodshed. Feeling that life was intolerable

amonj themselves, as they were then living, this
chief proposed to come to the Sandwich Is'ands
himself for "teachers." On inquiring of a whaling
captain it was ascertained that it would take a
month to come ltc, and a month and a half to re-

turn. He consequently took five months for his
expedition, at the end of which time, if he did not
return with teachers, they would suppose him dead
and would probably return to their old diversion of
war.

At the meeting before mentioned, on Tuesday
evening, it was resolved that he should not be dis
appointed in his application, but that teachers
should be sent with him, and he and they should
be despatched without delay, lest his protracted
absence should work mischief to his family and
people. -

The Directors of the Society stated that Ha-

waiian teachers could be procured, and that it was
thought expedient that the Rev. B. W. Parker
should accompany them to see them established,
and return. The expense of fitting them out, and
in chartering a vessel to convey them, was estima-

ted at $3,000, which sum the Society will attempt
to raise for that object. " Freely ye have received,
freely give."

We' are requested to state, that persons inter-
ested in this object, and who wish to assist in its
accomplishment, are respectfully invited to com-

municate with Mr. S. N. Castle, the treasurer, or
with either of the Executive Committee, Revs. L.
Smith, S. C. Damon or T. E. Taylor, who wilj re
ceive contributions, and see them appropriated to
the object.

"Go ye into all the world and preach the Gospel
to every creature" is the command. The present
call seems to open a door for the performance of a
duty, equally obvious and honorable.

The native churches at the islands are connected
with the Hawaiian Society, as auxiliaries, and we

have no doubt they will readily and cheerfully res-

pond to a call to send the Gospel to a neighboring
nation. The amount of twenty-fiv- e cents from
each member of the churches, would raise the
funds necessary for this expedition, and insure its
success, bliall it not be despatched ?

be done in the premises, to ensure the success of
th's measure.

Two Americans Murdered in Manila.
On the 7th of March 1853, Capt. Parsons, of the

Am. ship Amity took a ride out to the cordage
manufactory, (about 3 miles from the city,) to visit
an old friend, (Mr. Mumford,) and at about 8 1-- 2

o'clock P. M., while sitting very quietly in the
apartment of Mr. M some thirty men rushed into
the room, and literally cut them in pieces. Mr.
M. received 19 mortal wounds. Capt. Parsons
was also much disfigured. The coachman escaped
and alarmed the neighbors, but too late to be of
anv service. The horses attached to the coach
were also killed. They then robbed the honse of
all the money there was in it at the time, being
only about $130.

It is supposed money was their object It is said
the Governor will surely arrest the murderers ; but
up to the present time, (March 22d) nothing has
been proved against any one, although 12 or 15
have been arrested on suspicion.

It is a precept of the Bible to
" render to all their dues," and I hope yon will aid
me in correcting a mistake which a reverend
speaker fell into last Sabbath evening on a great
public occasion, and was considered so nationally
prejudicial in its utterance, by numerous auditors

i ...wno were not Americans, as to seal np at once
their genial glow of benevolent contribution which
they had prepared for the occasion, and had been
pleasingly nourished by the popular and admired
preacher in his sermon.

The sentiment vehemently uttered by the after
speaker, was that M there was no country which
could at all compare with the U. States in mission
ary work."

Truth is all that is wanted in any statement,
that regards religion, and no vainglorying refe-
rences whatever to any agents. God only, in any
instances, gives the increase. .

The simple facts are these :

The " London Missionary Society " was the pa
rent of the American, and of all others, which are
extensively known in the world. That Society
has missions in the Pacific only, so extensive, that
a vessel has been long employed among them, call
ed the " John Williams," w hich cost $00,000, and
that sum was raised by children in Sabbath schools
in England ; and Sabbath schools are also the off-
spring of that Society, whose missions also in
India and China are so extensive and ponderous,
that they cannot be slightly referred ftiwithout in
jury they arw among the deep streams which are
silent in their mighty course.

Another fact, not apparently known by the Kona
speaker, is, that the annual income of this one So-

ciety named, has long been $400,000 and occa-
sionally $500,000, an amount the United States
has not yet approached, I believe, towarrantny
comparison, and its activities keep pace with its
means, or they wouldsoon cease. Then there is
the"Weslcyan Society," whose income is still
larger, amounting I believe to $G00,000 annually.
There is also the Baptist, having an income equal
I believe to the American Society, which the
speaker is attached to; and there is the aricicnt
Episcopalian, now formidable in its resources and
agencies. In addition to those facts, it is

to be stated that the immense income and agency
of all the Bible and Tract Societies existing, had

their origin from the " London Missionary Society,"
and all of them in Great Britain, and have been
rapidly advancing in maturity there ever since.
Agencies are better left alone in such references,
but if they must be called in for praise ai.d com
parison, when Christ tells us to say " we are un
profitable servants," do what we may, why then let
honor be given to whom honor is due, of the poor
kind at the best, which can never be suitable.

A Lover of Consistenct.
We most fully agree with the writer" of the

above in his statement of facts, and regretted to
hear the assertion referred to by him, on the oc

cnslon specified. Whi'e the important work of
disseminating the word of life should engage the
attention of all Christians who value that word,
they should doubtless stimulate each other in their
work and labor of love.

Foreign Intelligence.
Since our last issue we had an arrival from San

Francisco, bringing papers to the 7th inst. The U.
S. Mail of April 5th was received on the 5th of May,
and a condensed summary of the news is contained
in the S. F. papers. The mail itself has not yet been
received.

Advices from Mexico of the 16th of April, an
nounce that Gen. Santa Anna had arrived within
one league of the capital, where he was forming his
ministry, and intended to make his solemn entry in
to the city on the 19th.

The condition of Mexico is most deplorable, and
probably is utterly beyond the power of Santa An
na, or any other ruler, to amend. As an example of
the schemes in vogue, a correspondent of the Times
and Transcript writes

ing Santa Anna in their own way, and have proitosed
a monster project which beats everything hitherto
seen. 1 he plan is to rent from the State all the cus-
tom houses, (maritime and of the interior) all the
mints, the tobacco monopoly, and finally, all the
public rents, in consideration of the paltry allowance
of SG00,000 per month, and the oner to construct a
railroad from era Crux to the city of Mexico.

r carrying out this scheme, the monopolists
have combined with the manufacturers, smugglers,
and money jobbers, to sustain the old tariff of 1345,'
and seeing the government at tneir mercy for any
paltry loans advanced,' they will soon command the
different courts of Justice, and the ministenes, and
actually become the rulers of Mexico's destiny. Now
the question is, whether Santa Anna will prefer a
sinecure under this system, or his old game of getting
