Eprror: It is high time that the attention of mer-
cantile men should be directed to the heavy losses
they are suffering by the bad condition of cargoes
landed here trom so many of the clipper ships;
losses not arising frem any legitimate=dangers of
the seas, but fram dampness and steaming of the
hold—in sea parlance, swealing.

From one ship the merchant receives his goods
clean, dry, aund perfect; from another he finds
coming into his store packages wet, discolored,
and mouldy, and the countents more or less injured.
‘The Jatter Jot he offers again and again in our well
stocked market without success, and, finally dis-
couraged, accepts a reduced price, or slaughters
the goods at auction. But in the former case no
such result is realized ; the goods either meet sale
at falr market rates, or are held without apprehen-
sion for better prices,

There is not the least doubt that in this way a
large assorted cargo will sustain damages amonnt-
ing in the aggregate to wany thousands—often
£25,000, or even gore ; not one dollar of which
can be recovered from the underwriters, and at
the same time, on her part, the ship gets off scot-
free. Where is the remedy -
