OF FOREIGN RELATIONS TO THE

On the 8th February, 1854, the Honorable

D. L. Gregg, Commissioner of the United
States, addressed to me a Despatch, ofwhich
I annex a copy, marked 83, requesting for
the use of his Government, printed official
copies of all our laws and regulations, on the
subject of ship-buildi- ng, employment of sail-

ors at home, or on foreign service, shipping,
navigation, and commerce, generally.

I append, marked No. 84, copy of my re-

ply to him, dated 20th February.
On the 8th, of February, I received also

another despatch from Mr. Gregg, of which
I annex copy, marked No. 85, in which he
enclosed copy of a letter from Mr. Oscar E.
Ehle, expressing a wish to make a contract
with the King's Government for the estab-lishme- nt

of a monthly mail communication
between Honolulu and San Francisco.

I add copy of my reply to that despatch,
marked No. 86.

Miller,
Esq., II. B. M. Consul General, addressed
to me a despatch, with two enclosures, of
which I append copy, marked No. 87, re-

Now that the small pox after a temporary
cessation has reappeared, it is to be hoped "
that the Act for rendering vaccination com-

pulsory, to which the Prince refers, will be "
passed, and the process energetically and "
promptly carried over the whole kingdom.

On the 14th March, I addressed to the
King's Commissioner in London and to his "
Majesty's Consul General, in New York, the
despatches marked respectively, 93 and 94,
of which I append copies, that they may be
read in connexion with enclosures Nos. 78 "

(and 78i referred to in my Report to vou, for "
lf-5- 3.

In March last, Charles E. Hitchcock, "
Esq., the King's Consul in San Francisco, "
wrote to me tlit havinjr to leave that citv,
permanently, to attend to his private affair
elsewhere, he had appointed to act, in his "
room, in quality of Vice Consul, Charles R. "
Goodwin, Esq , and that an Exequatur would
be applied for, through the King's Consul "
General for the United States.

No one, I think, who has carefully read on
my report of 1852 and 1853 with reference
to what the best publicists say of the perma
nent force of real treaties, will athnn tuat
the treaty with France of the 2Jth March,
1846, is a treaty which can be brought to a
close by the will of only one of the contract-
ing

parties. France, as I understand the

question, will consent to the abrogation of
that treaty, provided we will remove the re-

strictions, upon the spirits she imports, ofthc
high duties imposed by the Joint resolution
of 3d April, 1S4G, for which she ' will grant
the consideration of removing, simultaneous-
ly,

the restriction which that treaty imposes

on us, of levying no higher duty than 5 per
cent, ad valorem on other goods, spirituous "
liquors and wines being excepted. The ques-
tion, therefore, does not come, before us in "
the odious form of a demand for a reduction, "
but in the form of one giving up one restric-

tion, for another rertfton which France of-

fers
"

to give up. It is a plain fiscal question,
of w ho yields most, or who will reap
most benefit, which the honorable represen-
tatives

tional attributes, are quite competent to en-

tertain, with what lights they will derive
from what the Minister of Finance will lay
before them in his recommendations of a new
tariff.

United States, or any other powerful govern-
ment, if bound by a treaty similar to that of It
the '26th Jarch,'lS46, would never seek to

founded on the principle of fair equivalents.

In that light the subject is recommended to

onlv caution, that you are not to compromise j

the King's faith. Anytliing even approach- - I

ing to this would be the worst ot all alterna - j

lives for it would fix a stain upon the nation
and endanger the King.

To give you a very striking and memora-

ble example of the observance of plighted
faith. I remind you that after the settlement
of the long disputed question about the
northern boundary between Great Britain and
the United States, a certain red line traced

on an old map by the illustrious Benjamin
Franklin, was discovered agreeing almost
entirely with the line which Great Britain
had always contended for, but the British
uovernment resisted all motions, made in
Parliament, to declare void the treaty made
between Lord Ashburton and the late Hon-
orable Daniel Webster, upon that ground.

If, since I have had the honor of beinthe
King's Minister of Foreign Relations, I have
invariably contended for the prerogatives
due to His Majesty, it is equally true that I
have ever been no less sensitive in warding
off' every imputation on his honor and good
faith, by advising a course which would
render that imputation unjust. Upon this
policy, I am glad to have w ith me so high an
authority as Lord Palmerston; in his speech
in Parliament of the 16th of July, 1832, on
the Russian Dutch Loan, (against a motion
that the British Government should cease all
p.ll further payments thereon,) his Lordship
speke as follows:

" In the course of these discussions, ap--
" peals nave been made to authors of high
" authority upon matters of this sort: there is
"one short passage in one of these authors.
" I mean Vattel, which I will take the liberty

to read, because it is extremely apposite i

"to the present question. Vattel, in his
"chapter on the observation of treaties,
" says the terms of a treaty must be equal.1
"I see those pretended nreat ooliticians
" smile, who place all their subtlety in cir- -
"cumventing those with whom they treat,
"and regulating the conditions of a treaty

in such a manner that all the advantao--e

" blushing at a conduct so contrary to equity,
"to rectitude and national honesty, they
" make it their glory and pretend to merit
' the name of creat necotiators. How

It often happens, for the happiness of the
human race, that this pretended utility is
fatal to the powers who follow it, and tat
even amonsr sovereigns, candor and n-h- t

are found to be the safest policy.
" In what did all the subtleties and all the
tergiversations of a celebrated Minister,

"intimately connected with Spain terminate?
He, by such conduct, produced a result to
his own confusion, and to the great injury

"of his master, while the good faith and
"generosity of England towards her allies

procured for her immense credit, and
"elevated her to the highest state of influ--"

ence and consideration.
" I say I am anxious to follow the autho- -
rity of this writer. If it were possible,
which I deny, that we could, by acceding

"to this motion, relieve ourselves from the
payment of this money, it could only be
done by the sacrifice of our good faith, and

"by the abandonment of the honor of the
"country, which, however plausible may

be the appeals made to you, will, I am
persuaded, never be regarded by a British

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policy, or the true interests ot the Empire."
Now bringing this quotation to a practical

point, I would say if it were possible, which
deny, that we could without ihe constat of

ranee, relieve ourselves from the observance
the Treaty of tht Mlh March, 1S4G, il

could only be done by the sacrifice of the King's
ofoocf faith, by the abandonment of ihe honor of
His Government, and by exposing Him to the
danger of war, which, whatever plausible ap-
peals may be made to you, will, lam persuaded,
never be listened to by a Hawaiian Parliament,

consistent with either duty to the King, the
maxims of Christianity, or the rules of moral
obligation.

I trust as Lord Palmerston quoted Vattel,
I have said above, to a British Parliament,
a question where the option was national

failh, or .the sating cf some money, it will not
be consiaereu ouensivc in me to oner you
another quotation from the same author,
which I consider particularly apposite to the!
question now discussed. Vattel savs: "An

iniury cannot render a treaty invalid. He
"who enters into engagements ought care-- "

fully to weigh everything before he con--"
eludes; he may do what he pleases with

"his own property, relax his rights and re-- "
nounce his advantages as he thinks pro-"p- er;

the acceptor is not obliged to inform
himself of his motives, and to weigh their

"justvalue. Jf we might break a treaty bc-- "
cause we found ourselves injured by it
there would be no stability in the contracts

"of nations. Civil laws may set bounds to
injury and determine the point capable of
producing the utility of a contract. But

"sovereigns acknowledge no judge. How
shall they obtain a certainty of the injury?

"Who shall determine tthe degree supposed
"to invalidate a treaty? The peace aud

happiness of nations manifestly require
"that their treaties do not depend upon. a
"nullity so vague and dangerous."

But even were we induced to plead injury,
under the Treaty ofthe 2Gth March. I84(i,
could we do so with truth? Our whole reve-

nue in 1846, was $75,947, and I have already
shown in my Report of 1553, that our reve-

nue on the importation and consumption of
spirits alone, during that year, was , 70,209.

is, therefore, clear that the subsistence of
that treaty has not beer incompatible with

the public good, so far as that depends upon
an increase of revenue; and I am not aware
of any ground upon w hich we could plead
positive injury under that treaty ercn suppos-

ing such an arsumenl to be admissabte, except- -
ing only the injury, in the abstract, to tne
King's prerogative to impose what duties and
taxes ins legislature may piease i
But to guard the Royal prerogative and dure- -
gard the Royal faith, would not be wise, es-

pecially in view of the 33rd Article of the
Constitution. It appears to inc that Vattel
lays down, in terms too clear to admit of
mistake both to France and to ourselves, the

proper course to be pursued in the present
case; he sys: " Whatever a sclf-intercst- cd
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politician may say, we should either abso-
lutely deliver sovereigns from the authority
ol the law of nature or agree that they are
not allowed to oblige, without just reason,
the weaker states to submit to them their
dignity, much less their liberty by an unequal
alliance. Nations owe to each other the
same assistance, the same respect, the same
friendship, as individuals living in a state of
nature. Far from seeking to humble the
weak, and to despoil them of their most pre-
cious advantages, they will respect, they will
maintain their dignity and their liberty, if
they are inspired by virtue more than pride;
if they are more moved by principles of in-

tegrity than by a mean self-intere-st; what do
I say? if they have such a degree of under-
standing as to know their true and real in-

terest. Nothing more firmly secures the
power of a great monarch than his regard
to all sovereigns. The more careful he is of
offending the weak, the greater m they
will have for him; they love a power who
makes them feel his superiority only by his
benefits they fix themselves to him as to

itheir support, and he becomes the arbiter of
nations. Had he behaved with Dride he
would have been the object of their jealousy
and fear, and perhaps have one day sunk
under their united efforts. But as the weak
ought, in their necessity, to accept with
gratitude the assistance of the more powerful,
and not to refuse him the honors, the respect
that flatters hii.i who receives them without

'degrading him bv whom the v are rendered:
so nothing is more conformable to the law of
nature than assistance generously given by
the more powerful state without requiring a
return, or at least an equivalent."

Duly impressed with a sense of the wis-

dom of the above maxims, and conscious
that I had made every possible effort,' first
oi an, to suDsmuie anoiner treaty ior mat
of the 2th March, 1S4G, before it should
be ratified in Europe ; and afterwards through
moral arguments, and the conjoint influence
of the good offices of foreign friendly states
and of their example, to persuade France to
give up that treaty and adopt one precisely
similar to that with the United States, or that
with Great Britain, and all without success,
I replie-- 1 to the Plenipotentiary of France,
on the 28th March, in the terms which you
will read in the copv, which I annex, marked
No. 96. I felt it to be my duty, under the
circumstances, to take advantage of the high
opinion expressed by him, justly, of the
King's Chancellor and Minister of Finance,
to promote an amicable conference between
them and Monsieur Perrin, upon those fiscal
obstacles to a new treaty to which he at-

taches so much importance. What I have
ever been ambitious of, is the greatest pos-
sible success, in the King's service, be that
success obtained through my humble me-

dium, or that of men wiser and more infl-

uential than myself.
On the 30th March, I received from Mon-

sieur Perrin, the reply, marked No. 97, of
which I append a translation, courteously
accepting my suggestion for a conference
with the Minister of Finance and with the
Chief Justice.

Referring you to enclosures Nos. 9, lOanJ
II to my report of 1853, I considered from
what I could gather of the views of Mon
sieur Perrin, that I was justified in enter-
taining the expectations expressed in my let-

ter of the 18th May, 1852, to the Honorable
George M. Robertson, of which I append,
copy, marked No. 97 . By referring to
that letter you will see the scale of differen-
tial duties that I had thought of proposing.
The assurance given by Monsieur Perrin,
on the 31st May, 1853, (see enclosure No.
12) led me to believe that he would not op-

pose a tariff so framed, provided tbat for that
relaxation on the part of France, in regard
to our revenue, we should reciprocate, by a
similar regard to the products of her agricul-
ture. But the Minister of Finance, with
greater knowledge has framed in his tariff
another scale, which may deserve your pre-
ference.

On the same day Monsieur Perrin ad-

dressed to me another despatch- of which I
annex a translation, marked No. 93, enclos- -

extracts from a report ofthe Commander
of the "Moselle," giving a description of
an Hospital established at Tahiti, and stating
the important fact that depopulation had there
ceased among iiic natives. Believing that
both subjects will interest you, I append a
translation of these extracts, marked No. 99.

I append, also, marked No. 100, copy
of the reply to Mons'.eur Perrin, of the 31st
of March, assuring niui that such statistics
and all others from Tahiti would always be
well received by the King's Government.

The fact of the rapid decrease of existing
Indian races, almost everywhere, is one
which has excited much interest, both with
christian Missionaries and other philanthro-
pists. The King culled the attention of the
Legislatures of It 15 and 1S50 to that de-

crease in this Kingdom in His speeches from
the Throne for those years. This subject
has had my owa serious consideration, at
you may see from enclosure 'J, to my report
for 1853, and the table prepared by me, pub-

lished in the Polynesian, No. 37 of '2Jth Jan.,
1850, and therefore, I aui all the more glad
to know that, in some localities throughout
the Islands, the births of late have exceeded
the deaths.

In connection with the extract from Mon-

sieur Commander Bclland, (see enclosure
No. 99), you will read with interest the fol-

lowing extract from Mr. Bennett's narrative
of a voyage around the globe from 1833 to
133, viz: '

"The population of uncivilized countries
is seldom great, compared to the extent of
territory it occupies; since many causes',
either natural or dependent on the habits or
prejudices of the people, are always acting
to retain it within the narrow limits, adapted
to its means of support. The Polynesian
Islands, generally, and' the Georgian it
Society groups, in particular, offer no ex
ception to this rule; on the contrary, the
European visitor is at once impressed with
the disparity that exists between the few
and scattered inhabitants, and the great
extent of fertile soil, capable, under judicioo
management, of affording ' sabsiitence for a
