You will permit me to urge the importance

of this Bill on your attention, both in a fiscal
and political view. It will produce an amount
of duty larger than that collected by the ex--
isung taws, wnicn win De usetui in extending
improvements trom year to year, and which
are so necessary to the business of the
Islands. The amount, too, is so limited as
not in any degree to embarrass trade. The
rate of duty by this bill is much less than
that in most countries, while, at the same
time, their real estate is often heavily burth- -
ened with taxation, ihere can be no doubt
that the temptation to smuggling, so far as
liquors are concernea win ne lessened, and
I am fully satisfied that the reduction pro
posed will not increase the consumption.-Thi- s

will fully appear on examination of the
statistics bearing on the question. The
duty is still very high in comparison with
that of any other country.

lhe Bill will facilitate, as 1 believe, the
negotiation of new treaty stipulations by
which our legislation can be free and na
tional, until which we are not a free and in-

dependent government.
- 1 respectfully refer you to my annual re-
port for a more full exposition of the princi
ples which governed me in the formation of
thisJJUl.

AX? ACT
TO PROVIDE REVENUE FROM IM-

PORTS, AND TO CHANGE AND
MODIFY EXISTING LAWS IMPOS-
ING DUTIES ON IMPORTS.
Be it Enacted by the King, the Nobles and

Representatives of the Hawaiian Islands, in
Legislative Council Assembled :

That, in lieu of the duties imposed by law
on the articles hereinafter mentioned, and
on such as mar 'now be exenmt from 3utv.
there shall be levied, collected and paid on
the (roods, wares and merchandise herein
enumerated and provided for, imported from
foreign countries, the following rates ofduty,
that is to say,

On spirits, liqueurs, cordials, &.C., men-
tioned in Schedule A, of the strength of
proof-- three dollars per gallon, - and so in
proportion for any greater or less strength.

On wines mentioned in Schedule li, a
duty of one dollar per gallon.

On goods, wares and merchandise men-

tioned in Schedule C, a duty of fifteen per
centum ad valorem.

On goods, wares and merchandise men-
tioned in Schedule D, a duty of ten per cent,
ad valorem. '

On good, wares and merchandise mention-
ed in Schedule E, a duty of five per centum
ad valorem.

Sec 2. And be it further Enacted, That
the goods wares and merchandise mentioned
in Schedule F, shall be exempt from duty.

Sec. 3. And be it further Enacted, That
there shall be levied, collected and paid on
all goods, wares and merchandise imported
from foreign countries, and not specially
provided for in this Act, a duty of ten per
centum ad valorem.

Sec 4. And be it further Enacted, That
in all cases in which the invoice or entry
shall not contain the weight or quantity or
measure of goods, wares or merchandise,
now weighed or measured or guaged, the
same shall be weighed, guaged or measured,
at the expense of the owner or consignee., .

Sec. 5. And be UJurther Enacted, That it
shall be lawful for the owner, consignee, or
agent of imports which have been actually
purchased, on entry of the same to make
such addition m the entry to the cost or value
civer. in the invoice; as in his opinion may
raise the same to the true market value of
such imports in the principal markets of the
country whence the importation shall have
been made, or in which the goods imported
shall have been originally manufactured or
produced, as the case may be, and to add
hereto all costs and charges which, under

existing laws would form part of the true
value at tbe port where the 6ame may be
entered, on which the duties should be as-
sessed. And it shall be the duty of the Col- -
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lector, wunin wnosc district tne same may
be imported or entered, to cause the dutia-
ble value of such imports to be appraised,
estimated and ascertained, in accordance
with tbe provisions of existing laws; and if
the appraised value thereof shall exceed by
ten per centum or more, the value so declar-
ed on the entry, then, in addition to the duties
imposed by law on the same, there shall be
levied, collected aud paid a duty of twenty
per centum ad valorem on such appraised
value. Provided, nevertheless, that under
no circumstances shall the duty be assessed
upon an amount less than the invoice value.

Sec. 6. All laws or parts of laws incon
sistent with this Act shall be and the same
are hereby repealed.

Sec. 7. This Act shall take effect in twelve
months from and after the day of its publica
tion in the Polynesian newspaper, provided
that it is not in violation of any treaty existing
at that time.

REPORT
The Committee oa Education ask fcat e to report

as follows upon tiie petiuou of sundry inhabitant
of Honolulu and others, praying that the Legisla-
ture will not approve ot the suggestion coutained
in the annual report of the Minister of Public In
struction, to the euect that the time has armed
when it will be advisable to organize the trcr
schools according to the territorial limit; as the
statute provides. So many " will stlbrd the
means of elementary instruction to all the children
without any regard to any religious sect whatever.

The approval of the Legislature is not needed
to enable the Minister to organize the schools

to the above suggestion. In the second
act Kamehamei a III., part IV. Chap. 3, Sec. '2, ic
is enacted ih: t : "Tbe Minister of Public In-

struction shall recommend to His Majesty in Privy
Council for appointment, a general Superintend t.t
of schools of f xid morals ia each of the dis-
trict- in the la ; preceding section specified, who
may t 'ith the arobation ot said Minister, appoint
proper si;b-age';- U under them fr the minor divi-
sions into which the saiJ general Superintendent,
with the approbation of the M agister of Public In-

struction, are hereby, authorized to arrange such
districts, cither by the observance of geographical
lines, or otherwise as may appear to them mui ex-

pedient : providing always, that in arranging said
m

districts, and in appointing such sub-agent- s, the
.Minister of Public Instruction shall see ttiat the
wishes, opinions and convenience of a major part
in number of the parents, adopters ami guardians
of children interested ia the tcLooI are consulted
so far as a due regard to economy and propriety
will allow; sod for that purpose it shall be h:s
duty to receive and consider the petitions ad-

dressed to him through his general Superin
tendents."

In accordance with the above law the Minister
of Public Instruction authorized the present orga
nization of the schools, which allows to each of the
two denominations of Catholics aad Protestants,
a separate school maintenance whenever fifteen
scholars could be collected.

In accordance with the same law, the Minis;er
now proposes a new organization, w&icn, instead
of allowing a gppamtc school maintenance to each
denomination, provides lor tiie tuw dtt'taiou oi the
districts iu accordance with territorial limits and
tbe establishment of mixed schools from which all
sectarian instruction shall be carufullr excluded.

While the law remains unekanged the Legi.-da-tur-e

has no right to interfere with the Minister ;u
his action under it.

The question to be answered is, therefore,
ought the Legislature to enact a statute requiring
the Minister to contiuue the present system of or-

ganizing the schools, and to extend that system to
meet the claims of the Mormon, aad af each new
sect that may spring up in the 1 tnd ? Your Com-

mittee think uot. They would allow the Minister
of Public Instruction prop.--r discretion in regard
to the coulisuaiee of the schools uow existing,
according to their present mode f organizttiou ;
but they would at the same time distioctly declare
their opinion that tht laws ought not to ricojniie
any sectarian divisions in the public schools, and
they would respectfully advise that in future such
distinctions should nat be regarded in any new
organization of the free schools that circumstancta
may make expedient.

The object forw hich Government schools wera
established was the instruction of the people ia
those bra aches of education that shall fit I hem ta
understand the construction aad laws of the land,
and to bear their share iu tho administration ut
Goreramettt, a well as it attaia success in life.

The very existence of a Constitutional Govern-
ment depends upon the enlightenment ot the peo-

ple. It is right therefore, that the whole nation
should be taxed to furnish the means of instruc-
tion, quite as much as that it should be taxed to
furnish the means of physical defence. We have
more to fear from the ignoratice of our own people
than from the violence of atraagers.

It is right that the Government should prescribe
lhe mode in which the school shall be conducted,
though it might not adopt a course oppressive to
the conscience of any. It is a right, farther, that
the Government should compel tbe attendance in
the schools, ot all children whose parents do not
furnish the means of education elsewhere.

This Government and. people are poor. It ia
evident that with their be$t exertions thy cm
furnish the most desirable means of e luc ttionto
all. They must mate the best possible use of tbe
funds at their disposal- - To scatter these among
many small schools would be tn squander them,
for the expenses of sustaining a small school and a
lare one are abont the same. Yet the fun.!- - nio-- t

be thus scattered, if we recognize the nght of sect
to a separate school maintenance.

It is said by the petitioners tint the conscience
of parents arc oppressed bv requiring theiu to send
their children to t chools where their peculiar reli-

gious views are not taught, and that such oppres-

sion is in violation of Article 2nd, of Vie Constitu-

tion granted by the King on the 14th of June,
1652. That article declares that All men aro
free to worship God according to the dictates of
their own consciences, but this sacred privilege
beieby secured, shall not be so constituted as to
justify acts of licentiousness, or practice incon
sistent with the peace amj saiety ot toe ivinuoai.

The letter of this article 2ad does not surely ap--'

ply here ; for according to the showing r the
complainants, the worship of God does not vuUtr at
ill into the scope of the proposed school. Grant
ing however, the general principle that the law
ouht not to oppress the conscience of any, the
Committee are yet of opinion that no eoascieaee
would be oppressed in this matter if the schools
were really insectarian.

The system proposel do?s not prohibit parejf- -
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
