(more than twenty buskels to the scre! “ihisme
abuve the average yield of the best wheat
regions of the United States, and bur a hittle below
the average in the wheat districts of Great Brit-
{ain. The average produce in the State of New
| York is but filteen bushels, and in the eclebre-
|ted wheat region of Western New York, but mne-
teen bushels, while in Englend it is but twenty-
two bushels, and in Scotland only thirty. Individ
ual instances of the produce of fiity buahels to the
acre in New York, and of sixty in Scotiand, are,
however, by no fmeans rare.

With such reported success in wheat culture
upon the windward Islands of this group, it 1w a
source of much regret to the Commattee, that but
a mngie specimen of about two bushels was offered
fora premivm. This is marked No. 1, and was
raised by Messrs, Croswent & Gowen, of Esst
Maui, and in the opimian of the Committee, is eu-
titled to the premiuvm of ten dollars or a stlver cup.
The berry 1s full, of medium size, but does not
bear the clear, distinet, glossv eppearance of the
Valparaise—Soule’s red chaff—flint blue stem or
Crate wheat—or indeed of any of the best winter
| varieties as grown in the western portions of the
United States.

Its general appearance is much like the Spring
varieties, especially such as is known as the Med:
iterranean Spring wheat, at present raised toa con-
siderable extent in the middle and Eastern part of
the State of New York. This variety is very good
for family consumption, and the brend made from
it retains a plezsant moisture, and tsof an a

Ible flavor ; but #s its four is not as white, and will
not absurb as much water, it is not sougit for by
bakers, und is [vss valuable for export.

There was no flour on exlibition, and the om-
mitlee are, tuerelure, woabie 1o determine what
grade or quality of flour can be manufuctured from
the wheat of these Islands, but we are clearly of
the opinion that the quantity and quality weald be
alike satisfactory, and that wheat growing will be
a most profitable pursuit on all these portions of
the Islands where it can be raised. I this respect,
the wheat region dues not seem to be limited to the
lngh lands of East Mani and Hawaii, os a very
creditable specimen was shown ws, which was
raised by Mr. Emerson, of Waialua, only a few feet
above tide water, .

In corn, we award the premiom for the best
twenty ears, o specimen marked No. 2, and for the
best bushel of Indian corn, to specimen No. 1
both rxised by Mr, W. Chamberiain of Oahu.

"T'he corn upon the ear is a superior quality of
the twelve rowed yellow variety, and we have sel-
dom seen, in the most favored eorn countries, a
better specimen of the kind.

We zward the premium for the best sample of
white beans, to specimen No. 4, presented by Mr.
Dole—nnd for the greatest vanety of garden seeds
to Mr. Eugene Bal, who exhibited upwards of sev-
enty choice kinds, all apparently in good order,
and raised in the garden of J. Montgomery, Exq.,
of ths city. ’

Very fice tobacco, and ouly tolersble cigare
were eximbited by Messrs. Archer & Gruben, of
Kauai, and the Commttee award the premium of
ten dollars or a cup to Mr. A. Archer, for the best
half acre of tobacco.

Several varieties of beans were shown by Mr.
W. Chamberiain, but as the rules of the Society

confined the award of a premiam to white heans,
we can only refer to them for the purpose of com
mending them to the attention of cultivators.

“Mr. Emerson, of Wanlua, had on exhibiucn
specimens of wheat, barley aod oats, in the ear,
raised by bim on land but slightiv clevated ahove
the level of the sea, as an evidence that grain, con-
trary to the gepenily received opinion, can be sye
cessfully grown within the toucs and pags the sea
coast. We commend the enterprise gnd porspver.
