William Morgan ve. Antepio Manuei.—Justice
|RuBEl‘(T50\, dvi’n-ering the opinicn of the Court,
{said : The question to be decided by the Court is
whether or not a verification of a plaintiff 's peti-
tion, by his Attorney, “as he verily believes,” is »
sufficient verification under our statute.

| The words of the statate referred to nre as fol-
|lows, viz.: “That in every civil action hereafter
to be tried in any of the Courte of Record in this
Kingdom, such action shall be commenced by pe-
tition, which petition shall be verified by the oath
of the plaint:é'. or some one on his behalf™ Supp.
to Stat. Laws, 1843; p. 11, Sec. st

As haa been well said by one of the learned
| counsel, the obiect of the statute is to guard agsinst
;1'rimlous and unpecessary litigation ; and by auoth-
| er, it is to prevent dishonest persons and speculat-

ing attoraeys from emberking in unfounded suits

from mercenary or malicious motives. :
| Keeping in view its well understood object, what
i3 the reasomable and proper construction of the

It seems to me reasonable to say, that the obj
of the statute, so far 2s it Qepends upon a rule like
the present, cannot be attained unless the plaintiffe
petition is verified by the oath of some person who

'tatute 1s direct and unqualified, and evidently does

By the New York Code of Procedure, as amend-
led in 1851, the verification, in the courts of that
State, must be to the effsct, that the petition is true
 to the knowledge of the person imaking it, and must
| be by the party, or if there be several parties vnit-
ed in interest and pleading together, by one at
least of such parties acquamieod with the facts, if such
party be within the county where the attorney re-
sides, and Mpable of making the affidavit. 'The
{affidavit may also be made by the agentor attorney,

{ if the action or defense be founded upon a written
Linstrament for the payment of mpney only. and
{ such instrument be in the pussession of the agent
or attorney, or if all the material allegations of the
| pleading be within the personal knowledge of the
agent or attorney. When the pleading 1s verified
by any uther person than the party, he shall set
forth in the affidavit his knowledge, or the grounde
Lof his belief on the subject, and the reasons why it
is not made by the panty. New York Code of 1552;

A verification which stated that the party had

read the pleading, and that *the same is true ac-
'cording to the best of his knowledge and belief,™
