REIGN OF KING KAMEHAMEHA IV.

REPORT
Of ike Secretary at War, to the Legislature

of 1855:
With the demise of the late Kins Kame- -

hameha III, (of beneficent memory,) termin
ated the lunctions of the late Lieutenant
General and Commander-in-Chie- f, Prince
Liholiho. That Prince, on the 15th of De
cember last, ascended the throne amidst the
plaudits of His subjects, fully justified by the
enlightened and liberal course, which, as
Sovereign, he has pursued from that date up
to the present moment. Early admitted to
the counsels of the late King as a Privy Coun
selor, and as a member of the House of No-

bles, the brilliant natural talents which adorn
His Majesty, carefully cultivated by a eood
education, have been directed to the gravest
interests ot the stare. Ihere is no depart
ment of the late king s government which
was not much benefited by his wise sugges
tions, but none so much as the Department of
W ar, of which he may be considered as the
Lreator. It would be a waste of your valu
able time for me to dilate upon the difficulties
which beset him at every step of his course
in the organization of a military force, or
upon his success in overcoming these diff-
iculties by dint of perseverance, and by the
most judicious application of the small means
placed at his disposal by preceding legisla
tures.

After His Majesty's accession to the throne,
one of his first cares was to provide a prop
er Commander-in-Chie- f, in the person of His
Koyal Highness General, Prince Kamehame-h- a,

who had served under himself, as second
in command.

It is well known to the King's government
that ever since IS43, I have urged the ne-

cessity ofa regularly organized military force ;
that I predicted dangers as likely to come
upon us, from California; that I instructed
Mr. Jarves and Mr. Judd, in 1849, to repre-
sent those dangers to the government of the
United States, and that, in all my preceding
reports, as Secretary at War, I have press-
ed the subject with great earnestness.

In proof of what I say, I appeal to those
reports, to the records of the late King's
Privy Council, to enclosure No C6 of my
report as Minister of Foreign Relations for
the present year, and to the extracts from let
ters to Mr. Judd of the 3d and 19th Novem
ber, and 8th December, 1849, of which 1

append copies marked A, B and C.
I may therefore lay claim to some credit

for prevision; events that occurred during
last year, nnd others more serious which" were
threatened, fully confirmed my predictions
made years bclore. ithout entering into
particulars which would condemn a far, and
hurt the feelings of many, I solemnly warn
the representatives of the Hawaiian people,
as they love their sovereign and their exis-

tence as a nation, not to vote against the ap-

propriation asked for the military, without
first applying to General Prince Kamehame-h- a,

Commander-in-Chief- , to see my despatch-
es to His Excellency, M. Kekuanaoa, Gov-

ernor of Oahu, dated llth, l?th and 25th No-
vember, 1854. I wish to be understood, in
the plainest sense of my words, when I say
that, there is not a representative of the peo-
ple who, after reading those despatches, can
vote against as full an appropriation for a
military force as the revenue of the kingdom
ran admit of, without betraying the rights of
his Sovereign, the very existence of the Ha-
waiian people; and I add, with all becoming
respect, without violating his own oath to
?upjoit the Constitution and the laws. When
the kingdom itself is in danger, do not be
deluded by the fine sounding phrases ofpub-
lic improremptls. Those recommended by the
King in his gracious speech from the throne,
and by the Ministers of the Interior, Finance,
and Public Instruction, areall unquestionably
of great importance; but, as for the so called
public improvements of by-go- ne years, where
are they? What benefits have they confer- -
cu uiun me iui3 m mv; ptupic luiiipuicu i

with thei immense sums that they have absorb-- !
eil ? W hat wharves, roads and bridges ot
permanent and general utility can we boast
of? What benefit hate the people of Ha-
waii. Maui, Molokai and Kauai, derived from
all the expenditure that has been made with-

in a radius of three miles of Honolulu? Iu
favor of iiidiri nls nublic imnrovement forij r r
tne public good, i am as great an auvocate
as any man can be. 1 may c Iaim the honor
of having been the first to s uggest some

improvement of the harbor, forts, &c; but,

1 do not
think that we can be safe with only sixty men
ready to act when called opoti. even during
the most ouiet months of the year. It is not
the stout-arm- ed and slout-hoartp- rl snilnrc
who earn their bread by hard labor and
amidst many perils, on the stormy ocean,
fishing whales, that we have most to fear!
Our dangers arise from those who are lands
men, and who desire tu live not by labor,
as the sailors do, but by appropriating to
themselves the fruits of the labor of others,
and who, in predatory bands, invade peace-
ful countries in the name ot liberti:. civiliza
tion and progress. What such mm want is
to fill their pockets, not to peril their lives.
Their system, like that of ail other robbers
is to attack by surprise; and so lc we
are without foreign vessels of war. Derma- -
nently in port, it becomes us to have always

, , ...t i. i- -. - ia i much u iorce as woniu certainly
defeat them, in any attempt at surprise.

For these reasons, and others which I
shall show below, in place of the 50,000 to
which the Prince has pared down the esti-
mates for the Department of War, I have
asked of the Minister of Finance $G0,0'J(), as
you will see by my dispatch to him of the 3d
instant, of which I append copy marked G.

I append, marked H, a tabular statement
of the whole expenses for the military, under
the appropriation made by the last legisla-
ture, showing the proportion expended for
different purposes, from 31st March, 1851,
to the 1st of this month; also marked II bis,
a brief account, showing how the balance of
the appropriation of $5,000 by the Privy
council oi iso--i was expended.

The appropriation of last year has sufficed
only with the utmost pinching in every thing,
by the help of $229 23 cents, arising from
the sale of useless old iron guns, as you will
see by the correspondence, of which I ap-
pend copies marked I, J, K, and by $1252 00
lor gunpowder and percussion caps, which I
had to order from San Francisco, and for
which I have advanced the money, aa shown
in the supplementary military account, of
which 1 annex copy marked L.

I very strongly recommend to your con-
sideration, the Militia Act which the Prince
has prepared. There are many points along
the coasts of the Islands, where foreign
marauders of the class I have referred to
above, and in my Report of Minister of For-eig- u

Relations, might effect a landing; and
repudiating as we do, most cordially and
unanimously, their principles and their pre-
tensions, we ought to be in a position to cap-
ture and disarm them, wheresoever they may
disembark. It would be very easy so to iso-

late such plundering intruders, on any point
on which they might land, as to leave them
only masters of the ground on which they
stand, and tj cut off all resources from, end
all communication with, them, until the na-

tives could muster in such force as to over-
whelm them.

We need never apprehend that such vag-
abonds will invade us in any force beyond
what, with proper organization, we can over-
come. The nearest point from which they
could come upon us is California, and to
bring even 200 men from thence, at say $50

in the intensity of their desire to seize the
property of others, and in their readiness to
commit any number of murders that may be
necessary to secure their booty.

Royal Highness, now Commanding-in-Chie- f,

in my Despatch lo the lalter of the 2Gth March
last, (see D in the Appendix) I suggested that
a special appropriation ofan adequate unmunt
should be made, for the purpose of procuring
from abroad, a scitntifc ami faithful t.fficer,
to serve as Military Instructor. The rr of
selecting one, from West Poit, a! a salary,
not to exceed $2,500 a year, bus been confix
ded to the King's Envoy Extraordinary and
.Minii.ter Plenipotentiary to the United Slates,
the William L. Lee; and certain-
ly, no one will exercise lhat trust, with more
caution and judgment, or a greater deeire to
obtain mt only a weil instructed, but aa off-
icer loyal and faithful to His MajeMv.

While 1 frankly admit the excellence of Ih'a
Military education given at West Point yet
the French have so lonz been the instruc
tors of oilier nation in the art of war; they
are admitted to be to superior in the details
of Military organization, combining efficiency
with economy and iu tendering troops effec-
tive in the field (of which the French Army
in the Crimea, at present, affords xo convinc-
ing an example) while the honor of a French
officer, his obedience to his superior, and his
kindness to the common soldiers ar so pro
verbial, that I would have pieferred, lo all
others, for general Military instructor, a
Fiench officer. While Amei ican or British
officers ylt-I- to none, in biavery,' very few of
them possess the practical training, almost
universal among French officers; and habitu-
ated to high pay and a lavish expenditure
moneys they are far inferior to the French in
turning small means to great account, in
which respect, and perhaps iu some others,
the French Army, excels any othtr in the
world. Great as was he perfection to which
Napoleon 1st brought his army; it is admit-
ted that Napoleon the HI, duting his, as yet,
but brief reign, has introduced vat improve-
ments; and that, at the present day, nothing
can be conceived more complete, in the way
of equipment, or of command, for every pur-
pose of active warfare a Fiench regi-
ment of the line, whether of Infantry, Cav-

alry or Artillery; nothing more perfect than
the r commissariat system, and nothing equal
to their ambulances and other details for car-
rying off the woanded, and affording lo them
and to the sick the most prompt and the best
medical and surgical assistance, fa conclu-
sion let me remind yon of the repeated re-

commendations of late good King, to pro-
vide for a better militarv organization, for
which 1 refer you to page 4 of my Report to
the Legislature of 1854 .

You cannot distegard the strong hope ex-

pressed by our present Sovereign, in His gra-
cious Speech from the Throne, lhat you ap-

propriate the means necessary for that bel-

ter Military organization and to placa the
Department of War upon a firm and better
fooling.
