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The Late Great Fire.
On Saturday the "lh histant, at about 8 1-- 2

o'clock P. ST., a fire broke out in Honolulu of a
more destructive character than any that has pre-

viously occurred here. The alarm and excitement
were very great at once, for the unusually combu-tibl- o

materials of the Varieties Theatre, where the
conflagration commenced, gave almost instant notice
of the disaster for miles around, by affording a more
brilliant light thnn we ever remember to have seen

on any other occasion of the kind. '
The theatre was discovered to be on fre withiu

a few minuUs of the time mentioned, and before 10

2 o'clock that edifice, the Police Station-hous- e,

Mr. Cohn's store, the store of Ahfong, (Chinaman)
and that of Messrs. eVatts i. Co, were reduced to
Hstae, or rather they were levelled with the ground,
f r the fl tme and heat continued tonecd good look-

ing aftr till three o'clock in the morning of Sun-

day. Mr. Dimond's store, built of stone, did good
service in stopping the spread of the destroying el-

ement. A wooden structure, however, belonging to
it, and connecting with its xnakai side, was pulled
down to cut off the communication with

other buildings that were in great jeojmrdy. The
new wooden .feuee round the lJethel Chajel,
had also to be laid flat to save the building it
guarded. The latter was at one time in such
imminent danger, that the worthy chaplain gave
the building up for lost, and called on the people
who were in the belfry gallery to conie down and

F:ive their lives. The door nearest to where the
re was raging was very much charred with the ex-

treme heat. Had the chapel actually ignited the
probability is, that the lapping element would have

destroyed every building, large and small, between

King Street and the water si Ja. Capt. Snow's Kto re,
the Merchant Exchange Hotel, the Post-Offic- e, and
15 ink Buildings, and last, not L'ast, our own estab-

lishment, had a very narrow, escape indeed
Sparks were flying 6eaward in every direction
with the wind, and even set fire to combustibles in
a yard so fur removed as the premises of Messrs.

J. Rjbinson & Co. It required great exertions to
prevent several rjofs from igniting. II id the trade
wind been blowing with even iis usual force, it is
hard to imagine how any exertions could have sav-

ed what may be called the heart of the town. We
have never sm n a fire in II n jlulu where people of
fell sorts worked so well. It would be invidious to
point out any particular person or company. Even

the natives, who too often hang back on such occ-
asion, behaved bravely, encouraged no doubt by the
presence of their two highest Chiefs.

The notice printed by the Deputy Marshal, and

ji till i shed in another column, will explain first,
that the lire was probably the work of an incendi-

ary, and next, that theft was committed in the
hurry and confusion of removing what the stores
contained. For our own part, we should not bs
sorry to hear that the ringing of the fire-be- ll was
declared to be, for all intents and purposes, equiv-
alent to declaring the city under martial law. A
few summary punishments would teach natives and
foreigners to dread, if they cannot be brought to
despise, the injuring of people in all the amazement
and distress of immediate ruin.

The estimated damage of the fire amounts to
'about $25,000.

On Monday the Clipper ship Phcrnix,
Captain IIoxie, arrived here from San Francisco
in S days and 17 hours from land to land.

Upon the principal question raised by " R
M." of whether the judges decided well between vari-

ous specimens, we shall not touch, since both our cor-

respondents of to-da- y have avoided it Besides which
we were amongst the judges.

For thr Polynesian.

Mr. Editor. la looking over th last number of your
pnpsr, I noticed, over the signature of "R. M.r an ar-

ticle from a member of the R. H. A. Society, in which
the judges of the last exhibition are rather scverly hand-

led. My first impression on reading the article was, that
it originated iu "private pique," and was a "frivolous"
complaint against the judges, and that " R. M. " was
entitled to a place in the list of" grumblers;" but upon
reading your editorial (certainly a. very able and sound
one) I was convinced, that I was mistaken, and that
R. M. " was no "grumbler," and his communication

merely a just and proper remonstrance from a deserving
but plighted exhibitor. Being a member of the society
myself, and feeling an interest in its prosperity, I was
highly incensed against the judges for their gross neglect
of duty, and immediately referred to the report of the
committee on sheep and swine, to find what possible
excuse could be given for such unparalelled injustice. I
found their report on the first page of your issue for
June, 23d, and to my utter astonishment read the fol-

lowing paragraph. " In addition to the above award,
your committee beg to add that a number of excellent
fleeces of wool of superior quality were exhibited, and
we award premiums to the following numbers, viz.,
72. 73 and 74."

From the cencral character of his communication.
"R. M." micht certainly be considered a man of
sound sense and observation, which renders it more dif-
ficult to understand how he could have committed so
palpable an error. Had he perused your paper with
the least attcption he would have seen that an award
for wool had not been omitted, and that the committee
spoke in the highest terms of the fleeces exhibited.

The successful exhibitor, if I am not mistaken, was
R. Mnitt, Esq., a worthy man, and an enterprising
agriculturist and breeder of stock, and although " It
M." may very properly and justly feel a pride in his
own " horses, cattle, sheep, wool, pigs and poultry,"
yet I venture to assert that he will admit that those of
Mr. Moffitt cannot be surpassed.

Iu conclusion, Mr. Editor, allow me, to remark that
our society is yet in its infancy and may not give as
general satisfaction to its members as older and more
experienced bodies ; but we can surely gain wisdom
from the past, and what is wrong may be remedied. It
must be remembered that our position is peculiar. Ei-isti- ng

as we da in a small community, it is often diff-
icult to procure suitable judges to decide upon the mer-

its of articles exhibited ; those capable of deciding be-

ing, in most cases, competitors. The Board of Mana-
gers will no doubt take the matter into consideration
and use every endeavor to leaden this and other evils
that may exist. In the meintime ' R. M." and other
intelligent members might offer suah suggestions as the
prosperity of the society m ly require.
