AN ACT
TO AMEND THE JOINT RESOLUTION RELATING TO

AW A PASSED AUGUST 6th, 1816.

Be it exacted by the King, the Nobles, and Represen-
tatives of the Hawaiian Islands in Legislative Coun-
cil assembled : .

Section 1. That after the passage of this Act, it shallLl . ... ... !ue iawiui m any person to cultivate awa within this
kingdom.

Section 2. The governors are hereby authorized, with
the approval of the Minister of the I.iterior, to appoint
agents for the purchase and sale of awa to persons al-

lowed by this Act.
Section 3. Ail persons excepting those who have re-

ceived certificates from duly authorized physicians,
specifying the kind of disease and the quantity of awa
necessary to cure It, are hereby prohibited from drink-
ing wa under a penalty of five dollars.

Section 4. It shall be lawful for the agents for the
sale of awa to sell it as an article of trade, or other-
wise, to all persons intending to send it abroad, and to
all licensed physicians and surgeons. The proceeds of
the awa sold shall be shared thus : two-thir- to the
owner of the awa, and one-thi- rd to the government.

Section 5. The agents for the sale of aw shall be
paid twenty-fiv- e cents in ach dollar o: the gevernment
third, and the b iianee shall !e handed over to the gov --

ernora and by them forwarded to the Minister of the
Interior,, and depusiied with the Minister of Finance
for the benefit of the King's Treasury. "...Section t. Any person selling awa'.in- contravention
of this Act shall be liable to a penalty of ten dollars
for each offense.

Section 7. This Act shall take effect from and after
the date of its passage, and all laws in conflict with thU
shall be and are hereby repealed.

RELATING TO ESTRAYS AND POUNDS.

Be it enacted by the Kin?, the Nobles, and Represen-
tatives of the Hawaiian Islands in Legislative Coun-
cil assembled :

Section 1. It shall be the duty of the governors, uu-d- er

the direction of the Minister of the Interior, to set
apart or buil I, if appropriation is made for. that pur-poso.- by

the Legislature, a proper enclosure or enclos-
ures iu each district, giving due notice thereof, on their
respective Islands, fur the purpose of impounding
estrays as hereinafter provided.

Section 2. The governors shall appoint pound mas-
ters, and shall have power to remove them from office
on sufficient cause being shown.

Section 3. The pound masters shall be liable for the
safe keeping and good usage of any estray committed
to their charge, and shall receive for their services fifty
cents per day, from the owner of paid estray, in the
Districts of Honolulu, ) ihu, and la'iaina, Maui, and in
all the other districts the rate shall be twenty-fiv- e ceats
per day, excepting for sheep and goats, which shall be
six cents per day. It beiug understood that the pound
masters shall give the estrays a reasonable quantity of
Cod and water, and if any pound nia.ter shall starve
any estray committed to his charge, then he shall not be
entitled to receive any fees for such estrays so starved,
and shall al-- o le liable to ihe owner of the estray.

It shall also be the duty of each round master to keep
an accurate account of the business done at the pound,
in b ok open to public inspection, and I e shall make
quarterly returns to the governor of the Island, show-
ing receipts and disbursements.

No pound master shall receive into his pound any
aniiu 1 seized for committing trespass in any other dis-

trict, if there is a pound established in such other dis-

trict.
Section 4. It sh dl he the duty of the pound master

to publish in a newspaper, or pot written notice weekly
in three public places in his .f.trict, also to proclaim
lira voce weekly. :.n account of all estrays in the
pound, and if the owners do not claim the estrays and
pay the pound fees within thirty diys from the dite of
