StPREME COI RT.
In the matter Frunri U Hanchrt.

On appeal from the decision of Chief Justice Allen, at Cham-btr-

Opimos of Jcstk'k Roeektsox.
The fact? of this case havinc neon fully referred to in the lenfrthy

and al)le decision rendered hy the Chief Justice at Chambers, and
the circumstances of the case rendering it expedient that the riual
judgment should he piven without delay, I will endeavor to Mate
uiy opinion as briefly as poihle.

The first question raised by the petitioner's counsel is a question
of fact. He contends that the testimony in thecae is not sufiicient
to prove a valid and binding contract of shipment between lc Klan-ch-

and the master cf the ship tinsttu. Cpon this point I am
satisfied, after a careful examination of all the evidence, that, at
the time h- - Kianchet entered the I". S. Consulate wi;h Capt. .Mu-
rdoch, he did so with the intention of beinir shipped; that he vol-

untarily suffered himself to le enrolled on the articles of the
X,:miu. ia the manner which is usual in t.uch cases; that he
acted with a fair tmdcrs'andii.ir of the nature and terms of the
cotitiact. and freely assented thereto.

The learned Counsel, who appears on behalf of the Marshal con-

tends lhat the evidence touching the question of contract ought
not to have been received, and tiiat the Court is bound to regard
the official statement of a foreign Consul, that a party is a deserter
and liable to arrest, as entirely conclusive, and not open to be con-

troverted. While I admit that the declaration of the Consul In
such a case, accompanied by the exhibition of the proofs pre-
scribed by the luth Arttcleot the U. St. Treaty, is an far binding
upon the Hawaiian authorities as to render it imperative upoa
them to make the arrest required, I am of the opinion that the ar-

gument of the Counsel goes too far, and that if a party so arrested
teels himilf aggrieved and is brought up upon ktbe!9 corpus
the Court is bound, fo far as may be necessary, to go behind the
declaration of the Consul and inquire into the facts of the case,
for the protection of the party arrested, in his legal rights.

Upon tiie next point made by the petitioner, namely, that there
Is no proof that Le I iancliet quitted the ship without leave, and
with the intention not to return, and was therefore not liiible t"
arrest as a deserter, I think it is proved beyond a d"Ubt that, at
the time the req'iisitioii was made by the C S. Consul lor the ar-
rest of Le Flanchet, he hai fully determined not to return ou
hoard of his ship. As to what motive or consideration led him to
lorm sueh a resolution, I think that is of no consequence here.
That he had made up his mind to quit service on hoard of the
Sitistiu, iu contravention of his agreement with Capt. Murd-jc-

and that, in the langungeof maritime law, aniino fl'.'tlinqurKtii,
seems to me mauifeit by his own statements, and I therefore con-
sider him a deserter in the sense of the maritime law.

liut it ia contended by the petitioner that, under the operation
of the second article of the treaty with France, of 26th March,
ls4 I, Securing to French subjects in this kingdom the same pro-
tection in regard to their civil rights, their persons and property,
as is enjnyed by ntttive Hawaiian subjects. I.e Flanchet cou.d not
be shipped here as a seaman without the consent of the Consul of
F ranee, because a native of this kir.gdom, by a provision of Ha-

waiian law. cannot be shipped on hoard of a foreign ve&Jel, w ith-o-

the consent of the Governor of the ia'.and where the shipment
takes piace. 1 am clearly of opinion that the ground here taken
by the learned Counsel tor petitioner is altogether untenable.
That a port regulation of this kingdom, made epress-I- to cover
native se:iiiieu alone, and not in any way alh.cui.g the cii5.t;tu-tion-

protection as to civil rights, person or property, guaran-
teed to Hawniian subjects, should be con.-ider- in any way ap-
plicable to French suljeets. by reason of the parity clause of the
treaty referred to, nlthouirh an ingenious proposition, appearn to
nty mind utterly fallacious.

L'p:n the next point, which is based iiprn certain marine

elaborately set lorth in his derision.

It is further argued on behalt of the petitioner, that I.e
Flanchet - not held in rustoily hy ardcrot any roil. pi tent ju-
dicial authority, not having, been arrr-te- d in piirsuaure ot any
warrant, issued upon sworn application, arcoirting to the laws
of this Kingdom. When the learned Counsel says that the
written requisition, addres-e- d to the Marshal hy Mr. Consul
I'r.itt, is R'-- t a warrant of tirt i f , although it is -- o styled In
the Vlar-luil- 's return ; and that no foreign Consul in Him king-
dom lias power to issue such a warrant. I think he is entirely
right. And if it is necessary, in order to the arrrst in every
case nf a deserter from an American ship, that the Marshal,
or shojild first be provided willii warrant of arrest,
issued itnon sivorn application, then Le Flanehet was illegal-
ly arrested, and ought upon that eroiind to he discharged, lint,
I am rle irly of opinion that a deserting foreign seaman may,
onder our present laws, upon proper requisition made in ac
cordance with the treaty st;"ihtions, he arrested without a
warrant, unle-s- , perhaps, in the ease of such deserter being
sheltered in a private house, when it niiiht be necessary for-

mally to sue out warrant of arreft, on the ground that in
that case the rights of other parties would be involved. The
arrest of a deserting foreign seaman, un1i-- ordinary circum-
stances, resembles, iu my opinion, the arrest of a party in the
act ot committing a breach nt the peace, or other offense. hob
may in general be made without a warrant. Neither the na-lut-

law ot Islt), n r the provisions of any of oar treaties, de-

clare it to be necessary, In validate the arrest in such a case as
the pre-en- t, that a w arrant should lir-- t he issued upon oath i
nornume restrictive provisions el ttie tiltirtn chapter 01 iho
peinil code, in relation to arrests, apply to tin case.

Foribese reasons, and atier a full examination ot the mat-
ter, I am clearly of opinion that the decision of th Chief Jus-
tice ought to he affirmed.

The motion for the discharge of Le Flanchet was refused,

and he was remanded into the custody of th Marshal, In be
held in pursuance of the written requisition of the UnitedStates Consul.

Clrrait Cart, Lahaiaav NaretaWr Tern.
The November term of the Circuit Court, for the

Second Judicial District, commenced on Monday the
8th instaut, at Lahaina, justice Robertson, of the Su-
preme Court, and Judge Richardson, of Maui, on the
Ijench. There were sixteen criminal cases, and three
civil cases on the calendar. Few of the cases tried were
of general interest.

William Tilton, charged with the crime of perjury,
committed by giving filse testimony in a proceeding
had before Justice Robertson, at chambers, in May last'
was found guilty. The facts and circumstances of this
case, which are too lengthy for publication, are of such
a nature as induced the court to treat the case as an
egJJjavated one. The prisoner was sentenced to five
years imprisonment at hard labor.

Charles F. Burns, a well known, amateur practition-
er of medicine and surgery, in Lahaina, was indicted
fcr murder ia the aecond degree, in causing the death

of Maiho, by maltreatment. The prisoner's counsel

(Mr. Farwell) moved the court that he be tried by a
jury of natives, on the ground, first, that being a natu-
ralized Hawaiian subject, he was entitled to all the
rights, privileges and immunities of native ubjects, and,
secondly, that he hid reason to believe that he could
not have an impartial trial at the h inds of a foreign

jury. The District Attorney, (Mr. Bond,) objected. The
court decided, as to the first ground, that although the
prisoner was a Hawaiian subject, he could not, under
the statute regulating trial by jury, claim a jury of na-

tives, but should be tried by a jury of foreigners, and
that this wa uo denial of right, inasmuch as the ac-

cused would be tried by a jury of his peers; aud, as to
the second ground, that, the motion not being based
upou affidavits the court could not eutertain it, intimat-
ing an opinion, at the same time, that if it could be
made to appear that there really was a prejudice against
the accused in the foreign community, to such an ex-

tent as to endanger his having a fair trial, the proper
course would have been to move for a change of veuue.
The District Attorney said he was willing to consent to
a change of venue, if asked for.

The Distrut Attorney otfered to call Mr. Urayton,
who acted s foreman of the coroner's jury in the case
of Maiho, to prove certain statement, or admissions,
made by Burns, before the coroner's jury, upon oath
as a witness. It appearing that when Burns made
the statements at the inquest he was in a very exiited
state, and that he had previously been arrested on a
charge of manslaughter, for causing the death of Ma-

iho, the court decided that the testimony of Mr. Bray-to- n

to prove those statements should not be received,
although the prisoner had bteu previously cautioned
by the coroner.

Burns was f,und guilty, under the indictment, and
sentenced to five years imprisonment at hard labor.

Alfred lieesor, Thomas Strong, and Joseph Deane,
were charged with having committed au assault and
battery upon police officers, w hile iu the discharge of
their duty, at the victuallin-- house cf one Joseph
Steele, in Lahaina. Deaue was acquitted. Reesor au 1

Strong were fouud guilty, but strongly recommended
by the jury to the mercy of the court. They were sea-

men attached to the "American wholeship " Milo,"
then lying iu Lahaina and bound home. The couit
sentenced them to pay a fine of .75 each, and costs,
and to be imprisoned for twenty-fou- r hours.

The court adjourned on Monday the 15th instant.
