PopularOpinion===Lecture by Eishop Clark,
New Bedford.

The subject of the lecture was Popular Opinion.
There is a power surrounding us like the utwos-
here, from whose pressure We cin never escape.
+ is not the written law under which we live. It
is so superior to that as to render the statute diffi-
cult to exceute when it rans ahead, and a dead
letter when it falls behind. Tt is not the decree
to which the world subscribes, but sometimes de-
strovs its vitality, consuming the meat and leaving
the shell unbroken. It is the most irresistible of
human powers. The object of all preaching and
Jecturing is to conciliate or to modify it. Those
who seei to concilinte it are called wise, judicious,
safe men. They are well paid, sccure the best of-
fices, and when they die have splendid funerals and
marble monuments reared to them—and are for-
gotten. Others feel constrained to say what they
know to be true, without regard to the predomi-
nating sentiments of the times. They are laughed
at, villified, and cuast out of the pale n! good 80-
ciety. When they die no monument is erected,
bat their words live long after their grave stones
have crumbled.

There is 4 fised law of development in the pub-
lic sentiment of -the world. No great change can
ocear till the necessary material has accumulated
and ripened, and then the change becomes ineviti-
ble. It may secm sudden and premature, but the
elements will have been working towards this re-
sult from the beginning. There have been 1nter-
ruptions to these developments as in the earlier
periods of the natural ereation, but it is to these
very convulsions that we are indebted for the beau-
ty and fertility of the land.

Men and things can be understoed only by un-
derstanding their historic relations. Exploded |
potions and superstitions, such as those of the
Sehoolmen and the Alchemists, were in their day |
murks of progress. There exist popular fallacies
in many of the ideas of our own age. There are

Kepler was nidiculed when
he declared that the earth revolved around the sun, |
while people flocked to him to have their nativi- |
ties tuken. Roger Bacon was accused of surcery [
for his invention of the magie lantern, while his
speaking liead was devoutly believed in. Harvey's |
snnouncement of the circulation of the blood cost
him his practice. Jenner became an ohjeet of hor-
ror when he announced the theory of vaceination.

In 1641 a Frenchman discovered the wmeans of |
employing steam as a motive power. He offered
his invention to Cardinal Richelicu, who to getrid
of his importunities placed him in a mad house.
Here he was visited by the Marguis of Worcester,
who, after conversing with him, declared that the
greatest genius of the age was there confined.
Fulton was ridiculed when be undertook to apply
steam to propelling boats. Not thirty years ago
a writer in the London Quarterly Review declared
that he would as soon think of being discharged
from a cannon as of traveiling on a locontotive at
the rate of 13 miles an hour. Franklin's paper
before the Royal Academy of England, announcing
the identity of lightning and electricity, was re-
ceived with incredulity, and Morse's invention of
the Magnetic telegraph found no fuvor.

Nor does it fure better with thinkers and re-
formers than with inventors. Public opinion in
the long run is always certain to be just. Bat It
may require ages before the dust settles so that
we can discern men’s true proportions. The suf-
ferings, !'-eraecutions and calumnies endured by
Moses, Paul, Luther, Socrates, Aristotle, Galileo
and others, were cited as evidences of this fact.

The progress of public opinion reminded the
lecturer of a visit to the Lehigh eoal mines, where
he was seated in a car on a railway and shot up
one inclined plane after another, descending on
the other side but never to quite the samg level
So there seemed to be periods of sudden action in
the history of the world, followed by a re-action
but which left it on the whole on a higher plane
than before.

It would not be well that great changes should
occur too rapidly.

Great changes in public opinion
hev> often been indicated by changes in the fash-
ions of wen's garments. You can tell something
of the opinions of every mun you meet in the
streets by the cut of his clothes. The same anal-
ogy exists between the alimentative habits of men
and their opinions. )

Oune of the most effectual ngencies affeeting pub-
lic opinion arises from the increased facilities in
locomotion and transmitting intelligence. Peo-
ple who live in a eorner are apt to be bigoted and
narrow minded. Intercourse with the world wakes
us tolerant and liberal.

There never was a time when individual opin-
ions could be brought to bear so effectually on the
popular mind as now. In ancient times there
were no such means of communication between
the thinkers and the masses as at the present.

Among the modes in which individual seatiment
was brought to bear on public opinion, the lectur-
or cited the novel, the periodical press and the
populur lecturer. Speaking of editors, he said
they now sat in Moses’ seat, and sat in judgment

on political and ecclesiastiesl questions.

He remembered the first movement towards pn{.\-
alar lectures. It was prophesied that they would
soon die out. But they still kept on, and New
Bedford would be likely to be the last pluce where
they would cease.

Some people entertain apprehensions that every-
thing now-a-duys is coming to destruction. They
regret they were not born a few centuries ago, and
it is a pity they were not. The lecturer was con
vinced that the popular sentiment of christian and
eivilized society was in all respects truer, purer
and holier to-day than ever before.

There is great need of
what are called slow men—those who pray for
patience, delay, caution.

Public opinion is always prone to extremes and
looks with contempt on such as are disposed to
take the middle path. Not much respeet was to
be had, it is true, for those who have no decided
opinions. Many persons gain a great reputation
on the ground of what they have never ssid. In
a time of great excitement it requires tenfuld more
moral courage to seck to stay the rashness of each
extreme than to plunge into the hottest of the fray
and shriek with the loudest. Men are needed now
who would rather lose their reputation for a good
character than violate their cousciences.

The great use of conservative men is to stay the
sudden, premature precipitation of good reforms.
There will always be means for public opinion to
express itsell. The living sentiment of the peo-

le cannot be repressed. In France in the time of
Eonin Fourteenth there was no free press, but the
prevailing sentiments were indicated by the crock-
ery, the eards and other methods.

Changes in public opinion were sometimes fa-
cilitated by the very opposition they call forth,
as in the case of the American Revolution. They
are also precipitated by resistance.

What determines the character of public opin-
jon?! Itis affected by the character of institu-
tions. As such they do not set forward public
opinion but they serve to embody it. Forms of
ghvernment re nt the advance of the public
to a certain point in their history. But the gen-
eral sentiment may have gove far beyond what is

in their laws and yet the written code
be almost untouched.

It is to a great extent affected by those exterior
conditions which result from the amount and cost
of material products. Il you know how people
eat and dress, you ean form some opinion of the
degree of ic elevation. The of ad-
vance in agricultare and the mechanic arts is an
infallible test of the advance in progress. Men
with no its have no thog'gu.
