The Great Change in California.

Old Californians love to talk of the days of
1349, but we doubt whether San Francisco was at
its apogee of vice, pleasure, dissipation, etc., be-

fore or after the years 1851 and 1852. The strange
population of the city its gamblers, gentlemen,
miners, merchants, vagrants, drawn from all na-

tions; the mingling of the habits of all climes ;

the streets, where a speciality marked every shop
as, for instance, Pacific street, distinguished for its
Jews and old clothes; those about the plaza where
were the bar rooms, where "the shoulder strikers"
resorted ; and other establishments, among them
the restaurants kept by Frenchmen, and patron-Lie- d

only by men of means who could afford half
a dollar for a hard boiled egg. The days of 1851
and 1852 knew no earthquakes, previous terrible
conflagrations were forgotten. .Business was at
its liveliest point; those were 'the days of the
" flour kings, when Friendland held the sceptre
by reason of that extraordinary rise which put
flour up to fifty dollars per barrel, making fortunes
for a few, and ruin and misery for many. The days
when gambling was recognized by law were hal-
cyon times for adventurers from every part of the
globe ; every knowp game of chance faro, monte,
lansquenet, baccartet, roulette, etc., was played ;
French women, Spanish damsels, and Chilliennese,
were the decoys to many a place called ' Polka,

Diana,' Delia Union,' 4 El Dorado,' and so oa.
There were streets in San Francisco, which were
really musical with the chink of money ; the or-

chestral music, the sound of decanters and glasses,
the noise of oaths and obscenity, rose and fell,
sometime ceasing for a few moments ; but the
coin rattled monotonously and equally from one
P. M. until four, five and six in the morning.
Such gambling probably never was known in any
city, ancient or modern. The gambling hells were
the lounging places of business staid, sober citi-
zens, who now attend to buying and selling, law
making and church going with a proper honesty
and regularity. The memorable poker games,
where $25,000 was the ante ; tho 4 slugs ' of fifty
dollars' worth of gold were the counters, and a
pack of cards changed at every deal, cost a mint
drop of dollars value! The city was gayer than
Paris; balls, theatricals, and 4 house warmings'
were frequent ; murders there were in plenty, and
politics were with bloody strife, public opinion
was lenient, morals were lax. and so long as no-

body desired to borrow, so long he was considered
respectable, and even trustworthy. The days of
1851 and 1852 were kindly to fortune-hunter-s.

Real estate in the metropolis was better than
the richest claim up country ; one merchant, and
a Boston one too, if we remember right, rented a
little corner 6tore for 1,500 per month, and sent
the whole to his wife for pin money. The clubs
were not organized then, there was but little good
female society, although plenty that was not good,
and a bachelor's life in California was hardly be-

yond reproach. Washing bills were fabulous. A
starched shirt collar required an outlay of a dollar
and a half, and clean pocket handkerchiefs were
proportionately expensive. The Vigilance Com-
mittee was tranquil at that period ; the whole
State seemed prosperous, emigration was large,
gold poured down from the mines, there was brisk
trading with the Pacific Islands and with China.
Buildings were erected which would vie with the
Broadway marble architure ; everybody seemed to
have work, and everybody made money. The flour
speculations were brief but brilliant. Pork and
nee soon had superior charms for enterprising
souls; the Chinamen caught the spirit, and their
particular street, the name of it at this moment
does not occur to us, was one animated thorough-
fare, where the quantity of vegetables to arrive,
the probability of a rise, &c, were freely discussed.
Certainly those were blessed days. Even dried
apples proved lucrative to a lucky shipper.
Things have changed in California 6ince then.
The artificial has given place to the natural ; a
quiet, sober prosperity distinguishes the State.
It is progressing in everything ; It is drawing now
upon its own resources a sure source of wealth.
It has order, churches, and newspapers, and is al-

together quite a reformed rake. Its wild oats
have yielded a good harvest of experience, at least,
and every month it improves in decorum and well-
doing. All of which observations are suggested
by looking over a file of the Alia California,
brought a day or two since by the Star of the West,
and finding in one number an editorial against a
legislative 44 Bill to License Gambling." Boston
Post.

The Cahuabi silver mine, 75 miles from Tubac,

opened in 1858 ; place of forming Company, Ari-

zona ; owned by Brunckow, Iiulseman and oth-

ers.
The Ajo copper mine, 135 miles from Tubac,

opened in 18o4 ; place of forming company. San
Francisco ; the ore is transported to Fort Yuma,
230 miles.

The Grand Cobre de Santa Rita copper mine,
250 miles from Tubac. opened in ; place of
forming Company, Rio Grande; owned by Judge
Hart and others ; the ore is smelted.

The Cerro Colorado 6ilver mine. 12 miles from
Tubac, opened in 1856 ; place of forming Compa
ny, Cincinnati : owned by Sonora Exploring and
Mining Company ; the ore is reduced by Fry berg
and Mexican amalgamation, and smelted ai ati-vac- a.

The Arivaca silver mine, 30 miles from Tubac,
opened in 1850 ; place of forming Company, Cin-

cinnati ; property of Sonora Exploring and Min-

ing Company.
