The Foreign Press on Prominent Sub-
jects,

Cavse oF Tne Peace or ViLLarranca.—The New
York Herald of the 13th Aug. Bays :

Contemplating the conference at Villafranea,
and the events that led to it, from this side of the
Atlantie, the veil that shronded it from the im-
mediate observers seems lifted, and we can see
what it was that made the Emperors pale, and so
suddenly stopped the war in Ttuly. As they sat
there, those two alone, contemplating the mighty
evepts in which they were the actors, that con-
stant fear that haunts every crowned head—the
spirit of revolution—rose before them in all its
bloody and terrific aspect, and overshadowed each
and all of their schemes. On going into the war
Louis Napoleon had appealed to the dissatisfied
nationalities of Italy. They responded to his
call as if by magie, and to an extent of which
even he, perhaps, little dreamed. Piedmont was
roused at once to a furor of patriotism ; Lombardy
blazed with the fires of revolution ; Tuscany, Par-
ma and Modena drove forth their rulers ; the Ro-
man States were on the verge of rebellion ; the
throne of Naples trembled; from every city, town,
village and humlet Italy poured forth her volun-
teers to drive out the sbirri of Austrisn despot-

{ ism ; Cavour and the Nutional Committee pro-

elaimed Louis Nupoleon as the savior of Italy;
Garibaldi and his fiery legion took service under
him ; Kossuth, Klapka and many other popular
leaders roused themselves at his call.

Louis Napoleon had broken the bardened sur-
fuee that smothered the lava fires of revolution
beneath, and he suw that the torrent was about
to break forth, probably to consume every throne
in Europe. So, too, with Austria. Fraocis Jo-
seph already felt the soil of Hungary trembling
beneath the feet of his armed legions. Galicia
was discontented, the Croats and Boheminns de-
sired change, and nearly every portoin of his mot-
ley empire felt the shock of the revolutionary
idea. As the two Emperors contemplated this
state of things they saw to what it was tending.
Louis Napoleon felt that in letting revolation loose
he himsell was becoming its plaything, and a erea-
ture in the hands of Cavour, Garibaldi, Kossuth,
and the other leaders of the people. Francis Jo-
seph saw that instead of crowning with triumph
the obsolete ideas of the Middle Ages, he was
plunging them into the revolutionary abyss, there
to sink forever. [t was to the verge of this abyss
that Louis Napoleon conduacted the young Emper-
or, and together they contemplated the terrilie
spectre which bovered over its unseen and dark-
some depths. Druwing back from the fearful
sight, they clasped hands, the peace of Villafranea
was made, and the two Emperors went forth with
blanched cheeks to announce it to the world,

It iz this vision which still haunts every Court
in Earope, and fills them all with dread. The
ruling classes well know the fierce popular fires
that dwell beneath their feet, and tremble at the
slightest prospect of their breaking forth. Hence
the fears of the stability of peace, and of the
coming Congress at Zarich. Hence the diplomatic
assurances from Court to Court. [IHenee thesooth-
ing royal words, and specious palaverings of the
class-supported jonapalism of Europe. The spirit
of revolution that has been roused to such an un-
cxpected degree in Italy must not only be prevented
from spreading, but it must be ailayed there. The
crowned kings are willing to make any sacrifice to
each other, so that they shall not have to bow down
before the suvereign people. Here, then, is the
crisis that now attends on Europe.

Rerorys 1y Ecrore.—The Boston Journal of

Aug 20, says:
Four weeks ago it was ull fight in Europe, and
now it is aoll reform. The sword has not only
been beaten into plow-shares, but into steel pens,
Impn.'l'-cut.tera, and all manner of pm'iﬁc and pmmis-
ing utensils. England begins to shuke off the
nightmare of invasion, and we should not be sur-
prised if that household ghost of parliamentary
reform should again come to the fireside of every
British politician. Even Austria, the hardest
shelled of the great European despotisms, which
seems eapable of taking reform only as Sydney
Smith says a Scotchman can take a juke, through
a surgical operation, even Austria reverberates
with the sound of different political partics dis-
cussing the refurmatory measures demanded by
the present exigencies of the empire. The Emper-
or so fur yields to the new state of things as to
convoke all the Provincial Councils, that they
wany state their views on the necessary measures of
amelioration. The severnl provinees of Germany
and Italy are busy with projects of interest to their
several populations, and they have thus far received
no discouragement from the crowned heads that
generally monopolize the superintendence of the
peuce of Europe. One of these, indeed, the Em-
peror Napuleon, takes the boldest step of all, and
demands that the incorrigible Government of the
Roman States shall introduce certain reforms,
which, if introduced, will surely split the temporal
power of the Pope, clean and entire, from his
spiritual sway. At the same time, all thesc move-
ments are guing forward in the light of publicity,
as if acknowledging the power of opinion and
eraving its sanction. **What a change is this!"
exclaims many a reader of hopeful instincts.

The change is a good one while it lasts. But it
is against the grain of that policy which dominates
Europe to this day, and it will, therefore, be tewmpo-
rary in its outward progress, only to be nred_ﬁ-um
retrogression by the wise and persistent attitude
of the people.

Auznicay Stave Traps.—Of the actual re-open-
ing of the African slave trade in the Southern
States of N. America the New York flerald ex-
presses itsell :

We publish to-day another letter from Wash-
ington on the practical revival of the African
slave trade in the South, in which our lntell:gtgnt
correspondent, in the premises, earnestly main-
tains the authenticity of his startling information
upon the subject through these columns a lew
weeks ago. We are thus assured that * every
syllable "’ of that information * in relation to the
landing of large ves of imported savages on
the coast of Florida, was strietly true,”” and that
this contraband business along the Florida coast
is carried on very extensively. We are further
informed that there are depots for the receptivn
of these ' savages'' in over twenty Southern
cities nnd towns ; and that in three ol thess de-
pots one gentlemen bad scen sltogether some nine
hundred Africans.

But it is be-
yond the comprebension of the shallow and the
short-sighted, who only see in it an evidence of
bis conscious weakness or of his fears. have
not the sagacity to perceive thut the design of the
Ewperor of the French is to inaugurate a new era
in the Catholie chureh—an oﬁch which will not
mark its speedy decline and fall, but its regenera-
tion, whenee it will take a new start and enter on :
a new career of civilization, in which it will ab- :
surh the nuwervus sects which revolted from it or
split from each other. There ia very little real
difference now between the Catholic and the Pro-
testant churches.  The former is no what it
was, and its members do not mow belicve in the :
absurdities which were grafted upon it in the Mid-
dle Ages. The Protestant scets are all beginuing
to feel that they havo failed in maintaining the
spirit of Christianity, and there ia a tendency i
among them to return to the old Catholie Charch, '
with 1ts sublime ritual, in which the imagination
of the devout can find attractions and charms for
which it will lock in vain in the dry Protestant
creeds, with their speculative theology, which the
wost intellectusl and educated minds can scarcely
understand, but which are unsolved riddles to the
great mass of the community. The Peuseyites in %
Eoglund, and the movement of Dr. Bellows asd
his {riends in this country, are but indications of
the general tendeney. And if religion, with its
genial warmth and its immortal hopes, is to be
preserved in the world, and cold infidelity is not
to overrun all Europe und Ameriea, there 18 noth-
ing*left but a retarn to the Catholic church, puari-
fied, reconstructed and adapted to the wants and
the civilization of the age. Louis Napoleon, the
man of the age, understands this, and its accom-
plishment is his great mission. . ‘ .
Napoleon I11. is now in a position to realize the
ideas of Nagoleon I., modified by his own expe-
rience and !ny the r‘dlrid intellectual Pl'ogﬂ;'ll flld
changes of hulla century. By erecting an [talizn
Confederation and placing the Pope of Rome ut
its hend, hLe establishes a powerful government,
his friend and ally, on his own frontier, and be-
tween him and Austrin, whose present Emperor
be has won by the religious idea of the Confedera-
tion. And he gives the Catholic religion a8 new
lease of power, and makes it an agent of extensive
civilization. Stripped of the mummeries which
were heaped apon it in the dark ages, and its fas-
cinating ritual blended with philosopby, and
adapted to the progress of the age, it will thus
beeome a religicn suited to the Protestant as weil
as the Catholic mind, and, superseding the myr-
iads of Christian sects, will regain the position it
lost in Europe. Had this course been pursued at
the time of Lather and Calvin there would have
been no Protestant Reformation, but a Catholic
one, like that of Hildebrand, within the Church
itself. The religions of Protestants snd Catholics
are ut bottom the same. They are both founded
on mysteries which cannot now be anderstood ; but
the codes of doctrines and morals are essentially
alike, while the Catholic ehurch bas the advantage
of its mugnificent ritual to kindle devotion. to [
touch the soul through the senses, und to appeal
to all that is beautiful in nature and art to win
the affections to Heaven and to God. Such is the
grand design of the Emperor of the French.
