ArticLe 1. Article 55th is hereby amended so
as to read as follows:

The King's Ministers are eligible to the House of
Representatives, excepting those who have been
created Members of the House of Nobles by Hoysl
Patent, and they have the right to be heard in the

- | House of Representatives when accused of mal-ad-

| ministration in office.

Auticie 2. Article 70th is hereby amen led so as
to read as follows :

* The members of the House of Representatives
shall receive as compensstion for the entire term of
| service the sum of one hundred and fifty dollars out
| of the public treasury, to be.paid in such proportion
| during the session as the Legislature muy prescribe,
and with such sum for mileage as may be provided
for by law.”

ArticLe 8. Article 72nd is hereby amended so as
to reed ss fullows :

*The King appoints the members of the House of
Nobles, who hold their seats during life, unless in
cuse of resignation, or for such a term of years as
may be prescribed by Royal Patent, subject to the
provision of Article 67th ; but their number shall not
exceed twenty.

Thousand Dollars.”
