Sir :—1I have the hovor to address your Excellency,
enclosing & communication which [ have received from
Mr. John T. Waterhouse, a British subject, residing in
this kingdom, in which he complains of having been
assessedd for the payment of taxes by the officers of His
Hawaiisn Majesty’'s Government above the true valoe
of his property, and stating that he has no appeal from
said assessment.

In the same communication, Mr. Waterhouse eom-
plains that he applied to His Majesty’s Government for
an auctioneer’s license and that he could not get one
because he was not a Hawaiian subject.

1 beg to refer your Excellency to the said communi-
cation from Mr. John T. Waterhouse. With regard to
the first complaint : that of being assessed st too high
a rute here and at Lahaioa, and haviog no appeal from
said assessment, I think your excellency will agree with
me that it is one which, if as stated, may fairly be pre-
sented to His Majesty’s Government, through the chan-
nel of the representative of his country, for their con-
sideration ; and it would afford me great satisfaction to
receive through your Excellency whatever explanation
His Msjesty’s Government may deew that the case re-
quires.

With rd to the second ground of complaiat, viz :
that Mr. Waterhouse could not obtain an Auctioneer’s
License unless he were an Hawaiian subject, it would
seem {0 hinge on the construction to be put on the Se-
cund Article of the Briti-h and French Treaties.

WHI your Excellency be pleased to favor me with the
views of His Majesty’s Government on the interpreta-
tion to be put ou the Second Article of said Treaties,
with relation to the poiut of a British subjeet whocluims
to be placed on the same footing ns a Hawniian subject
iu the busivess of auctioneer. I need hardly refer your
Excellency to the particular par referred to,
but perhaps one of the strongest on which Mr. Water-
house may base his claim is the following sentence at
the ead of the first paragraph of the Second Article of
the British Treaty, where it states that the subjects of
each contracting party ** may trade by wholesa'e or re-
tail in all kinds of produce, manafuctures and mer-
chandise of lawful commerce ; enjuying the same ex-
emptions and privileges as native subjects and subject
always to the same laws and estublished customs as na-
tive subjects.

late Legisiature, in spring last, passed a new .

Civil Code of laws, and [ would refer you to same, page
367, Sec. 1492 ; it reads thus : “ This Code shall take
effect and become the law of the land on the 1st day of
Avgust, 1859 ;" and in reference to the assessment of
taxes, page 107, Sec. 490, it states : ** The Minister of
Finance, with the approval of the King, shall appeint
annuslly on or before the 1st day of July two Assessors
for each taxation district of the Kingdom, whose daty it
shall be, under the direction of said Minister, to make
o fuithful assessment of all the taxes imposed by law,”
ete. In Sections 492 and 494 it appears the Assessors
have the right, in case the taxpayer negleots to return
the list that the Asséssors have forwarded him, en or
before the 1st September, the Assessors may make out
a list according to the best of their knowledge, which
shall be binding upon all parties. However unjust the
assessments may be, and although no contempt may
have been intended, and the taxpayer placed upon a
bed of sickness at the time and prevented from making
a return—he has no appeal ! !

In the latter clause of Sec. 490 there is the only ap-
pearance of an appeal, but that is when the Assessors
themselves eannot agree. The scheol treasurer of the
district is the umpire ; but the unfortunate taxpayer,
even when he is mot represented in the Legislature of
the country, is to be like a lamb before its shearers; and
then if in the meautime by the act of God or otherwise
he becomes unable to pay, he has to go upon the reef
to hard labor for twenty-five cents per day, to the credit
of an unjust assessment. until the whole amount assess-
ed (for which wrong assessment he has no appeal) is paid.

I would then refer you to Sec. 1 of the Code, which
states, ** No written law shall be obligatory without be-
ing first printed and made publie.”

The foliowing are the facts of my case :

My agent in Labaina rendered a return of my per-
sonal property, also of my real estate at that place.
The amount returned for the latter was the price it was
purchased for me by the hammer, and paid for by me
about two years sinece, during which time it has been
unocoupied and unlet. The Assessors would not accept
of this return, and put it up twenty-five per cent. and
upwards ; and if they had pat down oue thousand dol-
lars for every hundred paid, 1 could not help myself,
as there is no right of appeal, but must suffer any im-
position [ may meet with.

The asmount of my assessment in Iahaina has been
paid under protest, for which I have received the re-
ceipt of the I'ax Collector to that effect. You will per-
ceive under this ruling the slavery I am reduced to un-
der the existing law. I have been given tou
by the Consul General and Commissioner for France,
that the existing law is contrary to treaty stipulations.

Case 2. The Government Tax Collector has brought
me in a bill for $255 12, asscssed in Honolula.

I informed him that assessment of my property itself
was wrong, and made the following statements : The
real estate was satisfactory ; the personal property at
the time claimed (31st August) was upwards of 8§25,
000 less than the amount assessed—that is what was
actually in my possession, they having no power over
my property that was not here, as [ have not taken the
oath of allegi ; earri horses, dogs, ete., were
returned wrong. He informed me the law left no
alternative, and bis duty was to seize my property.
Agsinst such an unjust proceeding I have no appeal,
but beg to ciaim protection as a British subject.

I am friendly disposed to the Government, and I
sympathise with them in what is just, and would be
willing to forego what might be my legal claim us to the
payment of taxes at all beiore September, 1860, but can-
not forego wy right of returning a proper assessment.

I was ignorant of the law in regsrd lo my making a
return of my property. The Assessors have pever call-
ed upon me for my return, and have assessed me un-
justly, ageinet which there is no appeal. The Govern.
ment did not promulgate the Civil Code before the
month of October last, and by this neglect have kept
me in the dark as W my duty in msking & return. I
would refer you to Sec. 1st, Civil Code, ** No written
law shall be obligatory without being first printed and
made public.”” Also see Sec. 2, ““ All laws cnacted by
the legialative power of the kingdom shall be deposited
sud preserved in the office of the Minister of the Inte-
rior, who shall promulgate the same by publication in
such newspaper or newspapers printed at the seat of
Goveram:ut as he may deem proper.”

In view of the facts, I would state that I am willing
to make my returns to the Government, and if they will
not allow them to be made, respectfully beg that you
will preserve my rights as a British subject.

Sm :—1I bave had the honor to receive letter of
the 25th inst., enclosing a despatch from Britannic
Msjesty’s Acting Commissioner snd Consul Geueral,
which covers a complaint from John Thomas Water-
house, Esq., in regard to taxes which have been assess-
ed against him under the laws of this Kingdom.

The high source through which Mr. Waterbouse com-
plains, and his own nllpechble standing in the commu~
nity, require a careful considerstion of the representa-
tions he has submitted. ,

It is apparent to me that Mr. Waterhouse has mis-
Jjudged in regard to his rightsas a resident of the King-
dom, and also as to the proper mode of oblaining re-
dress for any wrongs he imagines himself to huve sus-
tained in connexion therewith.

Upon the clearest and most positive iples of in-
ternational law, he cannot make his o grievances
the subject of iniernational discussion until be bas ap-
pealed in vsin to the Hawaiian legal tribunals for re-
dress. [Iiis for the judiciary of the country to decide
whether Legislative enactments are operative or other-
wise,—not for individual caprice to determine in ac-
cordance with the s of self-intercst.

Mr. Waterhouse seems to claim that the provisions of
the Civil Cede, which was approved May 17th, and by
its terms went into effect August Ist, 1859, could not
be rightfully enforced for the present fiscal year as to
the essessment and collection of taxes, because, by the
provisions of Section 490, assessors are directed to be
appointed on or befure the first day of July in esch
year. 8o fur as any question ¢c»n be founded on such a
point, it is evidently one for judicial construction.

But there is really no question in any just legal sense.
The statute iu regard to the intment of assessors
is simply direciory, and as to directory statutes, it has
always been held that time is not absolutely essential
in respect to their execution. They may be enf .roed
within the period of their vitality, though they do not
couinence to operate at the exact time in their
glruvisiuus. Thus, it was competen t and lawfal for the

inister of Finance to appoint assessors after the first
of July to esrry out the taxation laws of the Kingdom.
Those laws were binding for the carrent fiscal year,
but the machinery for assessment could not take effect
until the first of August. Such s question must peces-
sarily be decided upon s construction of the entire pur-
port of that portion of the Code, soas to give effect to
the evident intention of the Legislature. Mr. Water-
house’s view would deprive the Government of all rev-
enue from internal taxation for the present yeur,—a

result which he, as a philinthropie public-spirited
resident, would be the first to

His deduoction from the lan of the 1st Section of
the Code is evidently erroneous. To what does it apply?

To fature legisiative enactments or to the entire body of
the Code? In my judgwent, it clesrly applies to the
former and not to the Iatter. It was the intention of
the Legislatore to guard against the contingency of
local laws hereafter going into effeet without the knowl-
edge of those subject to their operation. The Civil Code
Lr_t-scnbeu & rule for itself, and that rule is distinotly

d down in Section 1492,

Mr. Waterhouse has been subject to no rule of as-
sessment which was not applicable to every other tax-
payer of the Kingdom. So far as he complains of the
want of appeal, or the opportunity of revision, he is
placed on no exceptional footing. If he has been ille-
gally assessed, the laws of the country afford him, as
well as every other resident or subject, the means of
ample redress. The courts are always open to render
justice to him and all others invoking their protection.

But has not Mr. Waterhouse, by bis own act, admit-
ted the legality of the assessment against him, and thes
voluntarily yielded up all just ground of complaint ?
Why did he not render to the Assessors s valustion of
his property in Honolulu ?

He was of course, aware that the new assessment and
collection laws were published ** by authority” in the
Polynesian on the 28th of May last, for information,
and subssquently in the Hae Hawaii of July 13, 1859,

Az an intelligent man he comprehended the notice left
with him by the Assessors in Aogust, which red a
return of his property., He must also have been fally
advised of the notices in the Polynesian and Advertiser
of about the same period. Perhaps it may also be well
to suggest that it is hardly possible for him to have for-
gotten that the latter paper printed and promaigated
the entire body of the Code in mmple time to advise him
fuliy of his rights and responsibilities,

I enclose a communication from Mr. Pease, one of the
Assessors, together with a copy of the notice to Mr.
Waterhouse, which sets the whole matter in » perfectly
plain light,

It is then entirely manifest that Mr. Waterhouse can.
not claim the benefit of an ignorance of the laws, or his
duti.es under them, If, a8 he alleges, he has been ex-
cessively assesged, it was because he did not choose to
return 3 valuation of his property, and not from say

It does not become me to enter into & discussion of
the gquestion of treaty stipulations which Mr. Water-
house underiakes to raise ; yet I masy perhaps be al-
lowed to observe that while fo residents are not
placed on & worse footing than his
relstion to internal taxation, therecan be

There is nothing in the laws of this Kingdom to war-
rant Mr. Waterhouse in imagining that he is reduced to
s state of slavery, or that his rights are
The taxation law is no doubt l-h&hir!.i
not at all more oppressive than tazation
other countries.
