exceeding ft300,Ut)G. The sale of tobacco is a strict Government
monopoly, but the impossibility of keaping up any efficient ma-
chinery for the protection of that monopoly is obvious even to
the least observant. The cultivator, who is bound to deliver up
all his produce to the Government, first takes care of himself
and his neighbors, and secures the best of his growth for his own
benefit. Out of the capital of Manilla scarcely anything is
smoked but the cigarro ilrgiliino ; and in the capital you fre-
quently get a hiut that the weed " is not troin the tstan-- real.
