The troops had been called out but peace had not been

restored at the latest dates.

The news from the diggings at Snowy River is favor-

able. A number of large nuggets have been found, and

the prospect was that the district would prove to be

one of the richest ever found in Australia.

On the 10th of April a steamer laden with troops, left

Sydney for New Zealand, to take part in the wars in
progress there between the whites and natives.

Some of the Melbourne papers demand a protective

tarifL They say free trade will not do for them, how-

ever good it may be for England.

It is stated that D. O. AV. Holmes delivered an
"

address

before the Massachusetts Medical Society last edues-day.- in

which he declared, in plain language, that

mankind had been drugged to death ; that whatever

would injure a well man would injure a sick one ;

and that the world would be Utter off if the contents

of every apothecary shop were emptied into the sea,

though the consequences to the fishes would be lamenta-

ble. A long discussion was held on the propriety of
publishing the address, though it was finaly voted by

the small majority of uiue, lo give it to the public ; but

with a notification on the first page, that the Society
were not responsible for the sentimeuts it contained.

Beer Ixtoxication The New York Court of Ap-

peals the highest judicatory in the State, has deciJed

that Beere, including Lager Beer, are intoxicating
brinks. The Germans of New York are indignant at
this decision, because it will have the affect of shutting
up their Beer shops on Sunday. So long as the charac-

ter of Lager Beer in the eyes of the law was unsettled,

the Police has been cautious about strictly inforceing

the Sunday law against the Beer saloons.

China This Wak. The report of the rejection of
the ultimatum of the allies by the Tekiug cabinet has

been corroborated. A second communication had been

sent in by the French and British ministers.
The Honplvng I'ress of May 7th says: It suits

neither the 'interest nor the inclination of any of the
belligerant powers to solve their differences by an appeal

to arms. On the other hand, immense mutual interests
will be jeopardized by a state of warfare, whilst the
fcdvantaees that may accrue to any party in the struggle
are. highly problematical. A bold aggressive front,
after a few determined demonstrations, is the only

mode to induce such a power as the Chinese, blind as

they are through ignorance, and inflated by tenaciously

preserved pretentions, to listen to the voice of reason.

The most feasible hope, therefore, that can be entertain-

ed of an early solution of this Chinese question, is in

the destruction of the fortifications on the Teiho by the
allies, followed by the capture of Tientsin, where ap
prehensions for the capital may probably cause diplo-

macy to be employed with success.
The season tor warlike operations having arrived,

and the forces on the spot being amply sufficient to com-

mence hostilities, time is now being lost. It is probable

that the delay arises from the expected arrival of the
plenipotenti tries. About one-four- th of the force has
gone to Chusan, and a great portion of the remainder
will tUlow next wetk. Xo casuality whatever has yet
occurred.

The Chinese authorities at Chusan surrendered that
groupe of islands on the 21st ult., to the use of the allie?,
without resistance or apparent remonstrance. This
step simply provides a rendezvous for the allied force,
with a friendly reception. The government of the
place is not intended to be in any way interfered with
nor the rights of conquerers exercised. The spot chosen
by the miltary authorites is the island of Potoo, cele-

brated for its Buddhist monastries, and not the city of
Tinghai, the Capitol.

Accounts from Tien-tsi-n state that Sangkolinsin is
making great preprations to repel the advance of the
Allies.

Victoria. The Northern or Hyder Indians are
giving much trouble at Victoria. The Gazette of the
29th nit. says :

The 6chooner Royal Charlie, while going out of the
harbor yesterday atternoon, was fired upon by the
Hyder Indians from the new camp, several bullets
struck the hull, others whistled through the rigging
and one fell upon the deck of tha vessel.

Half a dozen convicts out at labor near Victoria
escaped on the 23th ult., causing a great excitement
in Victoria. Five were recaptured.

Two ships, the Covper and the Daniel Elliott, ar-

rived at Victoria on the 25th ult., the former bring
sixty days from Hongkong with 426 Chinamen on
board, and 300 tons of Chinese produce ; the latter
84 davs from Hongkong, with 2i)G Chinamen no
freight.

Kt. Rev. Bishop Demers, Bishop of Vancouver's
Island, is erecting a substantial two-sto- ry brick
building, fifty by thirty feet, at Victoria, for the
Sisters of Charity.

Gold Seekers oh the Coast. It may not be gen-
erally known that there is at present two men en
gaged in the search for hidden treasures along the
Pacific coast near Tillamook.

Years ago a Spanish vessel, having en board an
immense amount of specie, was wrecked on this coast,
but the Captain managed to save several chests fill-

ed with the precious metal, and buried them at some
point, which our modorn gold hunters arc determin-
ed to discover. Indian tradition states that it took
sixty men to carry the specie to land, and shortly
after the Spaniards reached the shore, lor some cause
unknown they shot one of their party. The Indians,
naturally supposing that the buried treasure belong-
ed to the deceased mariner, left the coin undisturbed
as is customary with the Indians of this coast gen-
erally. Thus the matter remained for several years,
until the Bostons' and King George men" be-

gan to find their way to this coast, when some of the
latter, hearing of the buried treasure, is reported to
have secured it. The two men at present engaged in
the search after fortune, are fully convinced, how-
ever, that some of the Spanish specie remains undis-
covered, and are sanguine that in a few months they
will be amply rewarded for their novel enterprise, in
the possession of many thousands of Spanish dollar.

Portland Advertiser.

Taxes. The taxes in New Yrk, this year, will be
enormous about $11,000,000. or nearly two cents

B on the dollar, at a high valuation of property in the
upper part of the city. The police cost upward of

1,400,000; the almshouse department $650,000;
fire department, $ 100,000 ; and election expenses,
$125,000.

Important Grant to Americans is Honduras.
The clipper bark Carib arrived at Boston, from

Omea April 28, and Truxillo May 11, and brought
as passengers Messrs. Raymond, IL Weed and W.
C Burchard, of New York, who have obtained from
the Government of Honduras a large tract of land in
the district of Olancho, for the purpose of establish-
ing a colony, and the exclusive right for forty years
to the navigation by steamers of the three largest
rivers of that country. They will organize a com-

pany in New York to carry out their part of the
agreement with the Government of Honduras.

A Catholic Opinion or Garibaldl The Monitor,
the organ of the Catholic clergy of California, in its
issue of the 7th iast, speaks thus of Garibaldi :

" Bold, erratic and unscrupulous, he is always on
hand to take a part in popular tumult, wherever it
may arise, and to turn up periodically to the surface
from his proper obscurity, when disorganized conditions
of society afford him opportunities for achieving tem-

porary notoriety. At one time he was to be found sail-

ing on the South American coast under the Buenos
Ayrean flag, but a notorious pirate, who ultimately be-

came such a nuisance that the Brazilian Government
dispatched a ship of war to effect his capture. He evaded
his pursuer, fortunately for himself, as be and his as-

sociates would hare been hanged if caught. Again he
is found, in '4S, in Rome, as chief of a gang of out-

laws, the very scum of Italy, who were got togethei
under the protection of the tumult of the times, and
whose atrocities were not in the least degree diminished
by the specious assumption that they were fighting for
liberty. Plunged once more into obscurity, he is not
again heard of until the war in Italy prevailed last
year, where he once more turned up on the eceae. and
was availed of by the French and Sardinians as a par-

tisan leader, who bad gathered in his immediate ranks

the same clas-- i of followers that were always identified
with him outlaws and desperados.

Mrr Lincoln Stetson, who was on board the first
American ship that ever visited Japan the ilurgartl
is still living in Salem, Mass. The trip was made In
1300. He is 86 years old, and is still vigorous and
hearty.

It is said that a brother 'of a nobleman well known
on the turf has been expelled from a London club for
stealing candles. The noble delinquent is in the receipt
of $20,000 a year.

Oil Giving Oct. The Pittsburg Dispatch says:
" The Oil Fever is said t be subsiding very rapidly in
the region up the Alleghany where it first broke out.
It is stated that some of the wells that yielded most
abundantly have entirely gin out," pumped clear
and clean of oleaginous wealth. It is also whispered
that many claims are in the market, or offered in
partnership on considerably lower terms than formerly

in short, that parties are at least terribly scared, if
not badly hurt, who, but a little while ago, were per-

fectly sanguine of large fortunes. T hese stories are
floating down possibly on the rafts from that region
and are pretty generally credited, whether true or ex-

aggerated."

Sleeping under the Clothes. There is reason
to believe ( says Miss Florence Nightingale )
that not a few of the apparently unaccountable
cases of scrofula among children are produced from
the liubit ot sleeping with the head uider the bed
clothes, und so inhaling air already breathed,
which is further contaminated by exhalations
from the skin. Patients are sometimes iven to a
similar habit; and it often happens that the bed- -

clothes are so disposed that the patient mu.--t nec-

essarily breathe air more or less contaminated by
exhalation from the skin. A good nurse will lie
careful to attend to this. It is an important part,
so to speak, of ventilation. It may 1 worth while
to remark, that when there is any danger of bed-

sores, a blanket should never be placed under the

Sitient. It retains damp and nets like a poultice,
anything but light Whitney blankets as

bed-coveri- for the sick. The heavy, impervious
cotton counterpane is bad, for the very reason
that it keeps in the emanations from the sick person
while the blanket allows them to pass through.
Weak patients are invariably distressed by a great
weight of bed-clothe- s, which often prevents their
getting any sound sleep.
