part of Aug; saw neither rt or sp whs since leaving here; saw
and caught first bwhd June !S in Shantar bay, saw the last one
Sept S5 off Felixtou harbor; went on the ground June 27 and
left ept 30; had rough weather the first part of the passage, but
better afterwards ; arr here Oct 31. Got all her whs but one in
Aug; got 7 bwhds and lost 2 others. Will sail next for coast of
California.

The Monmouth got on the Ochotsk Ground May 4, and cruised
mostly in Shantar Bay and on the Northern shore; had a great
deal of fog and ice until the middle of Aug, but bettet weather
the latter part of that month and fine through Sept ; whs were
timid and by no means numerous ; saw the roost of them outside
of Pelixtoff and on the Northern shore fm 20th to last of August;
saw the first and only rt whs off ITuntsville Cape on the first of
June; saw the first bwhd May 4, lat S6 36 X Ion 154 F; got the
first May lat 56 N Ion 147 E, the last Sept 4 iu Felixtoff pass
age; left the ground Sept 17 and came through a passage in Ut
47 45 N Ion 158 47 E Oct I; had good weather until the 7th, after
that strong winds fm E and S E ; took the trades 3 deg above
here and arr Oct 31. Got 3 bwhds and lost 2 others.

The rilf has had hard luck since she left here. Dee 7 59. She
cruised a long time on the sp wh grounds without seeing any
thing, and when on Jan 15 she fell in with a large school of sp
whs near Solomon's Archepelago and lowered for them, the
weather came on so bad as to force the boats to return to the sh

without getting a wh. Went Into the Japan sea Ap 12; saw 3
whs fm the 21 to 29 of that month, but could not get near them.
Went into the Ochotsk May 19, and saw flrst wh July 22; next
day saw a great number going fast ; struck 8 rt whs and lost
them ; the line parted fm th first, irons drew fm the second and
the third took the line altogether.
