Which hat prevailed in the Hawaiian Islandsfor the last

forty years ; on the evils that have arisen from it; and
on the ftossible remedies for these evils by John-- Rai,
A. J., M. D., S. S. if., M. ., District Justice and
Coroner for liana, Maui, Notary Public for Maui,
author of Xew Principles of Political Economy,
Ac, C, SrC.

Sir : I am desirous of endeavoring to call the at-
tention of the public, and of the Legislature, to certain

as they seem to me errors and defects in some of
our laws, or rather in the principles of legislation which
have given origin to these laws.

I am sensible how liitle authority my name can here
give to any arguments I may bring forward, and should,
therefore, have preferred the modesty of an anony me.
but that the facts I wish to state would not permit my
hiding myself under an iiicotmito.

As it is so, I may be permitted to state to your read-
ers why it is that I conceive I may, without presump-
tion, endeavor to call tleir attention to the subjects I
take upon me to dL&uss.

The character of the native Hawaiian has always been
to me an object not only of mere curiosity, bat of great
and, I trust, intelligent interest I have had ample
opportunities for studying that character, and have used
all proper means to avail myself of them. 1 have re-
sided in these islands for over ten years, surrounded by
natives, most generally without a white man within
miles of me, and in my various capacities of pedlar,
doctor, schoolmaster, firmer, and magistrate, I have
necessarily seen them exhibited before me without dis
guise, ana in various lights, lo say that 1 fully com
prehend them is more than I, or perhaps any white
man, could do with justice. But at least I know some-
thing of them, and of the mode in which laws devised
for their benefit have really operated.

The laws to which I wish specially to refer are those
established with the purpose of suppressing disorders
incident to the intercourse of the sexes laws, or rather
the want of laws, for repressing the diseases which
spread from irregularities iu that intercourse and,
finally, the law which has been passed to regulate the
traffic in ava.

I would first speak of the laws which have been passed
to suppress irregularities in the commerce of the sexes.
Aud the first observation I would make is, that I have
very great doubts whether the framing of any such
laws, or at least their rigorous enforcement, be a mca- -.

e that is ever either wise or expedient. I entertain
th. t doubts, not becau.se I disbelieve in the paramount
ia tortai " oftbe purity of domestio life to the happi
ness and prosperity of individuals and nations. I am,
on the contrary, convinced that it is the only true found-
ation for both ; but because I believe it will be found
that all attempts to amend the morality of any nation
by legislative enactments and governmental action, have
ever proved worse thau useles. Human nature some-
how rises up in arms against any force from without
that would compel it to be good or righteous after any
particular fashion, and, in the tumult of the rebellion
thus excited, treads down and stifles those inward moni
tors to which the soul would otherwise have been in
clined to listen. The thing has been often tried and al
ways with bad success.

Louis the 11 th closed a long life of license by an old
age of devotion. He had been the model by which all
around him had hitherto shaped their course of lire,
and he determined that in this also they should follow
his kindly example. He was obeyed, fur his iron will
had a force more stringent than ur laws. Decorum of
manners, books of devotion, religious exercises seemed
a fashion. But was there any good in this ? Was there
anything real? Quite the contrary. All these things
felt as galling fetters, which they who wore them longed
to shaki off. This the event proved. With

joy was the descent marked of the old monarch to
his tomb. Then all those disorderly passions that had
been unwillingly pent up, having gathered ten-fo- ld

force from restraint, burst forth exultant. In their
fresh vigor, as they showed themselves at the Court of
the Regent Orleans, they rivalled the orgies of the Ro-

man Emperors. Under his successor, Louis 15th, ex
hausted but not satiated, they sank into the disgraceful
debaucheries that tainted all the higher ranks of France
during that reign, and cast so vile a stain on her nobili
ty that the deep gulph dug for them by that terrible
revolution, which these excesses had so largely contrib-
uted to excite, scarcely hides it from our eyes.

But it will be said by some : This is no fair instance :
Louis 14th was a bigoted Roman Catholic, and the im-

perfect teachings of th it faith can never be expected to
serve as a firm foundation f r national morality. Be it
so. Let us then take an instance from another and op
posite quarter.

Every one will acknowledge that the Puritans of En-

gland, the brethren of thepi'grim fathers, were an emi-

nently religious people. I speak not of the correctness
of their belief, nor of the just conformity of their prac-
tice to the revealed will, but of the sincerity of their
faith, and of its influence on their lives and actions.
That was tested in destitution, adversity, persecution,
and bore them stoutly through many a battle field, so
nerving their arms to the combat that at length their
good swords won for them the supremacy over England.
They laid hands on the Kingdom as their rightful pos-
session, and, in accordance as they couceived with the
course manifestly marked out to them by the hand of
God, they determined to make it a privilege worthy of
His Saints to purify it of wickedness, purge it of all
incentives to guilty folly, and exalt godliness in its
midst. Vice was to be put down with a high hand.
Death, therefore, was the penalty of proved licentious-
ness. All recreations and sports withdrawing the mind
from the worship of God and Heaven by contempla-
tions, were voted sinful and to be done away with. The
theatres were, therefore, closed, and sports and recrea-
tions even more innocent abolished. None but men of
acknowledged piety and godliness could aspire to office.
Others were scowled down as opposers of God's work.

The intent of these men was perhaps good, but noth-
ing could have been more calamitous for themselves
and England than the project they set about. It over-
threw them. Its mischievous effects on the Kingdom
were so great and manifold that their traces yet remain.

Religion, with all its graces and virtues, is from above,
heavenly. The iustruments with which rulers work,
and alone can work, rewards and punishments, are of
the earth, earthly. No government, therefore, can
manufacture relicnon. When it sets about it. the arti
cle it turns out is sure to prove that rascally counterfeit.
hypocrisy.

The world is mainly made up of worldlings, men
who would rise and thrive, and are ever ready to adopt
the mode by which they see others rising and thriving
to seize the weapons that then and there may best terra
them in the battle of life. Such men readily assume

the externals of a prosperous religion. Is a readiness
in extempore prayer demanded, their sharp wits and a
lit:le of the imitative faculty soon enable them on all
needful occasions to rival, and even surpass, profession-
als in the wordy abasement of self. in the warmth and
energy of their beseecbings. Are a sanctimonious de-
meanor and a sober suit of clothes esteemed ensigns of
inward piety, both can with almost equal ease, be pat
on. Is regular attendance at church requisite, they are
there. Neither wildness of doctrine nor prosinesa of
manner can weary them out. Are cards, dice and other
more enticing pleasures to be given up, they are aban
doned, or only indulged in when a safe secrecy can be
bought.

All this is no doubt something of a heavy price to
pay, and, accordingly, were not the reward propor-
tional, they would account themselves very ill-as- ed

men. Of consequence, every office of trust or emolu-
ment, whether they be fitted for it or not, must be
theirs. Theirs too must be all governmental windfalls,
and advantageous contracts. Means are to be found
for gratifying worse propensities with impunity. Com-plai- uts

against debaucheries, extortions, calumnies and
frauds that would wither the reputation of other men,
must be put down with the cry He ia a godly man,
we know him to be incapable of such things." Woe,
then, to the accuser ! He is a marked and blasted
man.

All this the puritanical party experienced, and evil
were the consequences both within their camp, and
without it. Within, even the really pious were con-
taminated by the bad example when they taw that men
of the same religious standing as themselves were, ac-
cording to the phraseology of the day, self-seeke- rs, they
also became self-seeker-s, entered into the eoromon
scramble, and contributed to bring disgrace on their,
party. So universally predominant had self-intere- st

become, so far had the contagion spread, that, as ia
well known, Crmwell could not find men enough in hit
party sufficiently untainted by it, to enable him to
carry on a constitutional government . He was actually
compelled to be a despot

Outside of the camp again, honest men who had
stood aloof from the peculiar religious views and civil
policy of that party, now looked on them with abso-
lute detestation. They felt wronged by the state of
political and social depression, and consequent insig-
nificance, in which they had been so long Compelled to
exist. They were exasperated at the debarment from
harmless sports and recreations, at the Sabbatarian
gloom in which the land was plunged, at the fines and
sequestrations under which it groaned, all to gratify
the tastes, and fill the pockets, of a set who had proved
themselves not a whit better, but rather a little worse,
than their neighbors. A settled indignation pervaded
the minds of men, the forerunner of the revolution
that ensued. They fell, and Charles was brought in-Th-

en

was seen what they had done for themselves and
England.

As for them, their fall was complete and utter. The
multitude regarded them as pharisaical hypocrites,
more wicked at heart than publicans and sinner.
How widely this sentiment prevailed in England may
be gathered from the reception Butler's celebrated sa-

tire met with. To us the the picture he draws of time
" When pulpit drum ecclesiastic,
Was beat witb nxt instead of a stick,'

seems too grossly exaggerated, and deficient both ia
probability and decorum. But then it convulsed the
nation with laughter, and from sea to sea they clapped
their hands with all the delight which people feel when
they see a lash well laid on upon a rabble rout of
scamps. As a party they were completely sunk ; the
really among thiwn finding it impossible to extri-
cate themselves from the mire of the slough into which
good and bad had been together hurled. How unlike
was the fortune of that vast body of English Puritans,
once so famous, to that of the handful of them who
to k refuge in a corner of North America, and, hap-
pily for themselves, had no opportunity to attempt to
domineer over others. The one sunk ia obscurity the
other revered and celebrated, a having so largely con-
tributed to lay the foundations, and give solidity and
strength, to the fabric of a mighty Empire. This was
what the unhappy project of the English Puritan had
done for himself : what he had done for the English
people was still more calamitous.

He had found them at least decent. Piety and virtue
among them bad their praise. Vice had been for a re-
proach, not an honor. Now, as men ever go to ex-
tremes, bec.iu.-i- e harmless mirth had been held a sin.
they flew into the embrace of licentious folly. Beeauso
an air of piety and devotion had been used to cloak
wickedness, they conceived, whenever they saw them,
that they covered a knavish hypocrite. To be openly
licenti-.us- , to mock at religion and virtue, was to be an
honest fellow. Drunkenness and debauchery overran
the nation. It is not unusual to lay all this on the
head of Charles, but that is to ascribe greater power
to uim than he had or could have had. No single man
can change the morals of a nation. Charles, indeed.
willingly headed the frothy stream, and. as he gaily
sailed along it. caught with delight at the glittering
bubbles that floated on its surface, but the polluted
tide itself had far deeper sources, and flowed from the
diseased and corrupted national heart In proof of
my assertion I might cite the whole recorded history.
the whole extant literature r f the nation during the two
periods, the one immediately preceding, the other follow
ing the Civil War, but I content myself witb one particu-
lar. In those days, before the existence of newspapers,
and the currency of what is termed light literature, tbe
playhouse was the great resource for daily intellectual
delectation. It necessarily reflected the feelings, sen
timents and tastes of the age. XNow, if we take up
any of the dramatists who flourished during tbe reigns
of Elizabeth. James and Charles I., Shakspeare. for
instance, or Ben Johnson, or even I think iletcher,
we find indeed a free picture of life and manners,
but nothing vicious. The picture, on the contra
ry, is that or vice punished and virtue rewarded.
To our tastes indeed some of the scenes are not very de-

corous, but it is an indecorum which we excuse as wt
do that of an infant gamboling on tbe carpet. Ia soma
of his tumbles we might wish perhaps that he wort
something else than a petticoat ; but he means no harm.
That was the drama which the puritans had denounced
and prohibited. The drama which came in with Charles,
and which that education bad given tbe nation a taste
for, was of a different stamp. In it, as we see It in tne
pages of Congreve, Dryden and WycheTly, the hero ia
always a profligate, and is rewarded for his profligacy.
The Puritan had made adultery death ; the plot of
these dramas generally turns on a successful adultery.
He had made a serious offence of that free wit which
only aims at a laugh. In the drama that followed hia
reign, so coarse is the ribaldry, so indecent the profliga-
cy, as to be disgusting. We ought to recollect, too,
that it was not tbe anwashed multitude alone that took
dt light in these representations, but the wit, the Cushion,
the nobility, and the beauty of the realm. Stately
dames and high born maidens listened witb complacency
to what it shocks us even to read. I might continue,
but I must have some respect fr the patience of my
reader. It was very long before England cleansed her-

self from the foul leprosy with which crude humours,
unwisely pent up till they became vitiated, had thus
defaced her fair form, and yet some scars remain.

We may then, on the one hand, set it down as m great
truth that, as virtue springs from the heart, morality,
or peculiar forms of morality and religion, can never
be made to take root and flourish among a people by a
force operating from without by compulsion. Ilia
attempt Is ever prejudicial, if not fatal to the real inter-
ests of both. Were it necessary, 1 might proceed to
cite other examples in proof of this principle, for mod-

ern history is full of them, but I have written enough,
perhaps more than enough for my purpose.

Again, on the other hand, it is, I think, aa unques-
tionable fact that tbe course of governmental and leg-

islative action in these Islands for nearly the last forty
years that is both before and after the framing of
written laws, has run counter to this principle. There
has been a constant attempt to bring ia the. Christian
religion and the morality founded on it, or rather the
peculiar views of Christianity and Christian morality
entertained by a particular sect of Christians, through
tbe influence of rewards and punishments. I do not
know what name the religious body would prefer for
the system to which they are attached, but by the rest
of the world it would be most readily recognized at
Puritanic.

Now. here there is something which I should really
like to know. I should like to know to whom we owe
the course of legislative action to which I refer. . But I
ran find no one to inform me. I am everywhere met n
