The principal part of Dr. Bae's communication refers
to a period when I had no connection with the Po3t
Office Department. He haa drawn strongly on his im-

agination, and his ignorance of the management of this
oce is so apparent to any one who has seen the inter-

ior of the Honolulu Post Office, any facts from me are
unnecessary.

Between eight and ten thousand letters are monthly
received and distributed in this office, a strict record of
which is kept, and the small number that are yearly j

donated to the 'dead letter list," as well as the present
fnaneial state of this Department, is sufficient evidence
to any reasonable person, that not reckless negligence,
tat extreme care is used by the Post Office officials
at Honolulu," not only to secure the prompt delivery
of letters to their address, but to perform an equally
important duty, namely, the collection of all postage
due.

"A place for every thing and everything in its place,"
is a maxim strictly adhered to in this office, and though
I am aware that the Post Office is continually charged
with the loss or miscarriage of letters, I have daily
proof that a large proportion of the mistakes thus
charged are owing to the carelessness, negligence, or
ignorance of the persons mailing letters.

.MEMORANDA.

T. V. Everett, Esq., of Lahaina, writing from that place
Jau. 30, favors us with the following extract of a letter received
from W. L. Davis, Postmaster at Hana, Maui, respectiug the in-

juries sustained by the schooner H nry (which vessel sailed
from here 6th January last) from the I ate heavy weather at East
Maui.

IIAry arrived at Hana on the 13th inst., and anchored
in the harbor. The next day it was very rough, and continued
getting worse, till on the 16th she parted her largest chain cable
The other anchor was immediately dropped, but in paying out
the chain, such was her nearness to the point of reef jutting out

that she struck her rudder and broke it off just above the upper
piutaL They got her off into deep water without further injury
at that time, and with the other anchor and chain, obtained after
some little trouble from the bottom, secured her with both. I
then went to work on her, repaired the rudder by the ISth and
hung it-- The weather continued getting more and more rugged,
the sea breaking clear across the passage, but the schooner hung
on nobly till Tuesday the 22d, at 5 P M, when she parted both
chains and went on the point, tearing off her false keel 'and
about four feet of her true keel. This is all the damage she ap-

pears to have suffered, or, at least, that we can find. She sits
perfectly upright, high ami dry on the beach, near to where she
was built, and at that time named the Moi Kikitut. Capt.

will stop by her till he hears from the owners."
The favorite packet schooners Settle Merrill and Emma

Rmike have performed their trips so regularly and with such ad-

mirable punctuality heretofore, that their long absence the last
time leaving here, owing to the heavy weather prevailing among
the islands, caused them to be greatly missed, and no little anxi-

ety, perhaps, to their owners and the community. The follow-

ing is the substance of their reports :

The Arffie .Merrill, Capt. Gulick, left here on the 10th inst. at
5 P M. Had bad weather on the passage up, arriving at Lahai-

na on the morning of the 12th. Sailed for Hilo on the 1 4th.
having waited at Lahaina for a favorable chnngc of weather,
Had squalls and general bad weather on the passage there, ar-

riving on the morning of the 15th. Lay there ten days before
they were able to take in freight, on account of the high surf
raging at the landing; during that time it rained continually for
6 days, attended with furious squalls from the Eastward. Left
Hilo on the 26th, passing to windward of Maui, and arrived here
on Monday the 28th, at 2 P M, having had fine weather on the
passage.

The Emma Rook, Capt Chadwick, left here Thursday the 10th

inst. Had strong trades, and arrived at Lahaina on the 11th,

at 5 P M. Lay there two days, the wind blowing hard from the
Eastward during the time. Left for Hilo on the Monday follow-

ing, about 7 o'clock; had calms and light winds during the day,
with strong trades and sqnally weather all night. At daybreak
was off Kohala point, with the wind to the southward of East, a
heavy sea on and threatening weather. Concluded to tack to

the NE; did so, and stood on till near 7 o'clock, when the wind
having risen to a gale, ran back under the lee of the island. In
the latter part of the afternoon, got nnder way, but was forced
to anchor again. Had very bad weather during the night.

Thursday morning got under way for Kawail.se, the passen-

gers and horses having become straightened for food. Arrived

there early in the afternoon, took in a fresh stork and sailed at

sundown. Had very light weather during the night, but took the

trades stroug in the morning, with rain squalls, and the sea be-

ing smoother, kept on her course, arriving at nilo on Saturday

the 19th. Was not able to land cargo before the 26th, owing to

the rough weather. Sailed same day; arrived at Lahaina onhe
27th; left on evening of 28th, and arrived here on the morning

of the 29th.
