Discovery and Conquest by the Portuguese. The conquer'
ing Malays ; and remarkable diversities of race. From
Discourses delivered by Mb. Walter MrRRAT GlB30!f,

in the Fort Street Church, Honolulu, H. I.

This dominant Malay, these wandering, aggressive,
governing Vikings of Austral Seas, are associated with,
and here and there partially blended with, striking di-

versities of race. In contrast with the tall, central
of Menangkabau, we find the black dwarfs of

the Impong country, which is the Southern end of
the bland. They will average a little over five feet,
whilst those of the master race seldom measure below
six feet I approach within half aa inch of this stature,
and yet I observed that I was generally overtopped by
Northern and Central Sumatrans. Again, in girth
and build of body, there are notable differences, as seen
in the Battaks, northwest of Menangkabau. These
have broader chests and Ctces, less elongated than their
roving Malay neighbors. Besides these and other dis-

tinct peoples who have some semi-civiliz- ed culture, and
are contrasts to the master Malay stock, we find the
extreme of diversity in aboriginal stock, black, or dark
brown, haiiy, naked, houseless, and as utterly untamed
as the baboons or orangs and other cotenants of the
jungle. Sumatra presents all the varieties of Asiatic
civilization and savagery. It presents the invention of
letters and lettered culture of Brahminism ; it presents
the courtliness of Persia ; the religious fanaticism and
dominance of the Arab ; the military ferocity of the
Tartar ; the trading enterprise of the Chinese ; and in
contrast with all this, the wild savagery of the Puttooa
of the Himalaya nay, it is a savagery lower than any
of Dahomey or Been nana. There is in Sumatra all the
contrast between a richly ornamented dwelling, lacquer-

ed, varnished, and inlaid with precious things, with in-

mates robed in silks, fine muslins, gems, and exquisite
filagree of gold; and on the other hand, at the other
end of tbe scale of human condition a wild beast's lair
of leaves, the lodging of Knbu, and other untamed hu-

manity, on this great island.

When we pass to the still greater island of Borneo,
we find still more novelty in human variety. We find
the slender and alert Mai .y as prince and noble, at
Brune, at Banyar Massing, at Sambas, Pontianak,
and at all chief points commanding this insular conti-

nent. Under his sway is tbe light brown, thick set
Dayak, one of the cruelest, and yet one of the most
promising of savages. The Dayak has not invented
any alphabets, as several peoples of Sumatra have done;
he has no written account of anything ; no decorated
mansion ; no costly array ; he te a strong, brave sav-

age, like a Kaffir, or a Feejee, and terrible to shed
blood. The man of Borneo toils and hunt, not for

plunder or fame, but simply for blood and human heads.
A lodge full of smoked human heads is a true Dayak's
chief desire. He says the souls that animated the heads
will be his willing and faithful slaves in the heaven of
the Dayak imagination. They will also be slaves to

those he loves ; and hence a gory head is a Dayak'a

choicest bridal gift. Such a bijou is ever irresistible

with a Dayak maiden, and will cause her to refuse the

attentions of a youth with hands yet unstained with his
fellow mortal's heart's blood. Tbe Dayak hunts for his
celestial slaves among weaker and still wilder tribes of
the interior of the great island, but mostly among the
poor, timid people of the neighboring islets. Now the

Dayak will try to convince you that there is a salvation

in being beheaded, and enter with him his paradise.

He will thus decapitate his poor neighbor for love, for

the neighbor's good, to help people to paradise ; and

hence the Bornean butchery is all for the s tke of the

Bornean heaven. With some change in his theology,

the Bornean zeal and energy, and utter disinterested-

ness in matter of earthly gain, could be cultured up to

a high point of civilization. The Dayak does not love

war for war's sake, like the Malay. Next to head hunt-

ing, he loves to exercise his mechanical skill, and it is

great, lie is the best mechanic of Malaysia. The Day-

ak makes surpassing cutlery, and he has the best iron

in the world, the most strongly magnetic, for the pur-

pose. The Bornean swords are acquiring a world-wid- e

fame. They have a temper keener than the famous

blades of Damascus and Toledo. I have seen, I have
handled a cutlass of Dayak make that would chop up a
quarter-inc- h iron bar like a rattan , and it is a common

test to strike a Dayak dirk point not only through one,

but through three silver dollars at once, without in
either case edge or point being turned. Many of these

trenchant blades in the hands of British officers, were in

use at Inkerman and Balaclava ; and it has been ob

served by recent authorities that Dayak sword blades

for the use of European officers have become a notice

able article of export from Singapore. The Dayak is a
fabricator of other things of nicely adjusted armor for

the body ; of the curious sumpit or blow gun for small

game ; or marvellous urns, tbat are alleged to utter
oracular sounds ; and other things show his mechanical

turn. He shows aptitude for quick improvement. Sir
James Brook, the Rajah of Serawak, commends the
bloody Bornean for his docility and teachability, and

thinks that he will surpass the New Zealander in de

velopment ; so tbat by and by, it is expected, the Day

ak will manufacture the pianos and steam engines of
Malaysia ; and at the same time very likely be the most

zealous new light propogandist of Oceanica.

Quite another variety is offered in Celebes. See what

a curious group of peninsulas it is, with ft coast line

longer than that of the late United States and Territories.

Crawford says that it has ft coast line exceeding three
thousand miles, and what an interesting variety of hu

manity this line incloses. The Wnjees, the ehief race.
darker and stouter than the Malays, are the merchants

of Malaysia ft veritable mercantile .republic, like the

old commercial Italian States. Their prahus issue from

an interior lake. Labaya, descend the Chinrana river,

and go forth to ransack every coast of the Archipelago

for pearls, birds of paradise feathers, tripang, tortoise

shell, sandal wood, nutmegs, cloves, massoy, earda--

mums, ivory, gold, silver, apes, rare birds all tbe

wonderful variety of this most surpassing region of rare

products, to carry them to European emporia in India,

to exchange for the manufactures of Europe and Ameri

ca, which by these enterprising Wnjees (or Bughis, as

called by Europeans.) are distributed among the isles

from Sumatra to Papua. They will bring cargoes into

Singapore worth from $23,000 to $50,000. The Wn

jees have an oligarchy of hereditary " banners " or no- -

bles; and they of their number choose sovereign
who is as jealously restricted as was the old Doge of
Venice. The Wnjees have a maritime code, the admira-
tion of European observers in the Archipelago. They
have abundant laws and penalties. They are strict con-

servatives, cherishing peace for trade's sake, and mak-
ing all things of religion, or war, or art. subservient to
trade. They have invented letters ; have some litera-

ture worthy of onr consideration ; and accumulate
wealth in strong, cemented dwellings, that vie in many
respects with Caucasian civilization, and yet owes noth-
ing to it,

What a contrast again, when we turn to MIndano
as big as Pennsylvania, the home of the Lannns, the
professed corsairs of Malaysia. These are the cruelest
and most alert of Malays; their study is plunder; their
sport is the shedding of human blood. This is not an
occasional pursuit, bnt the only one, the only honored
occupation. They are the unmitigated Ishmaelites of
the seas. But they war with all mankind as of right,
as an inherited right ; and still these innate, tutored
robbers and murderers have many of the kindlinesses
of the strong, wicked men of the world. Dampier
speaks well of their hospitality ; and I know from my
encounters that a Lannn has an appreciation of the
value of friendship, and will fight for it He has ener-

gies, quickness and some national hopes fitted for high
development

To continue this ethnologic patchwork, and offer
another shade of human variety, I turn to Java, the
foremost in population and wealth of all these islands.
Its products are in every market of the world. It sup-

plies half the coffee in use in Christendom, and it feeds

its own swarming mass of humanity, eleven millions
and a quarter, and still many more millions beyond its
borders. All this is evidence of richness of soil, and
an assiduous culture of it The Javanese loves nothing
better than the mud of the rice fields, laboring with hi

favorite and docile companion, the smooth humped
buffalo of the East, The Javanese is wedded to his
soil ; lie loves his tamarind and waringin groves ; he
clings to tbe traditions of his " sacred isle ;' and Java
is to him the centre of the solid earth. He has a face
like many Hawaiians ; and the natives of Honolulu

and Soorabsyah might intermingle without exciting the
recognition of any noticeable difference, if there was
none in costume. I will not say that they are the most

resembling these islanders ; for in many parts of Ma-

laysia the face of a Hawaiian would hardly attract com-

ment, as that of a stranger. The Javanese is the far-

mer, and the greatest producer, and the closest wedded

to home associations of all Malaysia.
There is a contrast to this home plodder, his very

antipodes in character and tastes, not to be found on
any island of the Archipelago, yet belonging within its
circuit, and this is the Bajao, or orang laut, the " sea
man " of the Indian seas. His home is ever on the
wave, going in fleets, with from one to ten thousand on
board, and ever shifting from coast to coast in quest of
fish, or a chance venture of piracy. They are the rov-

ing fishermen, the gypsies of this arcbi pelagian region,
and yet a numerous and distinct people of the Malay
stock, and as I judge more directly in descent from the
Malayan conquerors or colonizers of Polynesia than
any other people of this island world. Their stories
abound in allusions to the glories of the past ; that they
are of a conquering race, and yet to build up an em-

pire in the seas. These dreamers and rovers, about two
millions of them, are of course nonproductive, and
present a sufficiently striking contrast to the plodding,

delving, gathering Javanese.
There are more yet I could enumerate a score of

such contracts. There is variety at every step in this
region. 1 find it in the industrious, independent, war-

like Balinese ; in the fairer, yet feeble people of Pulo

Nias, who sell their daughters for concubines to the
Netherlands' army ; in the black, wooly headed Papu-

an, who captures the birds of prradise , in the wonder-

ful varieties of Negritos in the Philippines ; in the hemp
growers of Lunon ; in the sago eating Alfbrans ; in the
wild Semangs of the Malay Peninsula ; and the still
wilder Kubu of Sumatra. Now this latter offers suffi-

cient novelty to dwell upon, and I will introduce him
fV? far as known.

1 Marsden makes mention from hearsay of a wild peo--V.

covered with hair, who wear no clothing, construct
I no dwelling, eat all their food raw, who are to be found

in the interior of Sumatra. There are more particulars
given concerning them by Mr. de Sturler, an officer of
the Dutch ISast India army. He spent some time at
Palembang in Sumatra, and heard and saw much of the
wild Kubu, and that he was truly a hairy man, coated

with long, soft hair, like a bear. He says that the
Kubu has no idea of the use of clothing ; and cannot be
impressed any more than the most utter brute with

any idea of the impropriety of exposure. He subsists

upon snails, toads, fish, and sometimes an alligator,
which he devours raw. He uses no weapon or Instru-

ment of any kind, except a piece of bamboo rudely
sharpened with a shell. He makes his lodging Eke

some of the great apes, by arranging sticks snd leaves

among the thick branches of the great Sumatran trees,
ne has no idea of Government ; knows no chieftain's
authority ; and shows no vestige of social order ; not
even adhering in a family group as much as the orang-

utan ; for the young Kubu leaves the parent support

as soon as it has its teeth and can run, and can catch
toads and snakes for itself No ties or influences of
consanguinity appear to exist beyond the first, animal,
maternal, attachment, which is lost by separa-

tion ; and these creatures readily intermingle with
the unconscious indifference of any beast, in aU the de-

grees of incest We have man here surely at the low-

est rung of tbe human ladder. We have not much, if
any, vestige of relationship with tbe being made in
God's image, and should be disposed to rank him with
the soulless orangs ; but de Sturler says he has speech,

some short grunts a few af the rudest articulations

of joy and fear. Now this is a strong ease, and not
much gratifying to our civilized, human pride; aad ws

should need much, very much, confirmation ia order
to realize its actuality. Well, there is more testimony

in a long account to be found in a Dutch periodical en-

titled Tydschrifi toor Nederland Indie. In the volume

for 1838, at page 286. we find the observations of Myn-

heer J-- W. Boers, a very intelligent, matter-of-fa- ct and
circumstantial Hollander. Ho has seen the hairy Kubu
and speaks of them as in a state of atterest savagery
(volkomen woestbeid verkeerd) and that they roam
about in the unconscious nudity of the baboon (geene

andere kleeding heeft, dan die de naranr hem sohenkt)

Now, I too saw the Knbu ; and can confirm in good

part the statements of these worthy Dutch writers. I
had a glimpse of this rudimentary human, of a female
