ARTICLES OF AMENDMENT OF THE CON-
STITUTION, PROPOSED AND AGREED
TO PURSUANT TO THE 105th ARTICLE
OF THE CONSTITUTION.

Resolved, hy the King, the Nobles and the Represent-
atives of tht'llawaiian Islands in Legislative Council
assembled:

Article 1. Article 55th is hereby amended so as

to read as follows :

The King's Ministers are eligible to the House of
Representatives, excepting those who have been
created Members of the Houee of Nobles by Royal
Patent, and they have the right to be heard in the
H use of Representatives when accused of

ion in office.

Article 2. Article 70th is hereby amended 60 as
to read as follows :

The Members of the House of Representatives
shall receive as compensation for the entire term of
vircese the sum fJf one hundred and fifty dollars out
of the public treasury, to be paid in such proportion
during the session as the Legislature may prescribe,
and with such sum for miltage as may be provided
for by law."

Article 3. Article "2nd is hereby amended so as

to read as follow : c

The King appoints the Members of the House
of Nobles, who hold their seats during life, unless
in case of resignation, or for such a term of years as
may be prescribed by Royal Patent, subject to the
provision of Article 67th; but their number shall
not exceed tfwenty."

Article 4. Article 76th is hereby amended so as

to read as follows :

' The representation of the people shall be based
on the principle of equality, and shall be forever
regulated and appointed according to the population,
to be ascertained by the official census. In the year
One Thousand Eight Hundred and Sixty, and every
tenth year thereafter, the number of Representatives
shall be fixed by the Legislature, agreeably with
this and the preceding Article."

Article 4. Article 77th is hereby amended so as

to read at follows :

" No person 6hall be eligible for a Representative
o the people, w ho is insane, or an idiot, or who

shall at any time have been convicted of any infa-

mous crime, or unless he be a male subject or denizen

of the Kingdom, who shall have arrived at the full

ace of twenty-fiv- e years, who shall know how to
read and write, who shall undestand accounts, and
m ho shall have resided in the Kingdom for at least
one year immediately preceding his election, and
who shall own real estate within tjje Kingdom, un-

incumbered, of the value of at least One Thousand
Dollars, or who shall have an annual income of at
least One Thousand Dollars."

Article 6. Article 78th is hereby amended so as
to read as follows :

" Every male subjtct of His Majesty, whether na-

tive or naturalized, and every denizen of the King,
dom who shall have paid his taxes, who shall have
attained the full age of twenty years, who can read,
and who shall have resided in the Kingdom for one
year immediately preceding the time of election,
shall be entitled to one vote for the represenative or
representatives of the district in which he may have
resided three months next preceding the day of
Section; provided that no insane person, nor any
person who 6iall at any time have been convicted of
any infamous crime, within this Kingdom, unless
he shall have been pardoned by the King, and by
the terms of such pardon been restored to all the
rights of a aubject, shall be allowed to vote."

Approved this 13th dav of May, 1859.

brnucht before them either by himself or by any person on his
behalf, which did not stipulate for the ultimate payment of one
hundred cents on the dollar, to all his creditors.

A CREDITOR.

The above advertisement appeared in the Com. Airfriier of
July 11th, and as I have at different times stated to inquiring
friends the facts and circumstances attending Mr. J. T. Water-house- 's

recent assignment, and as those facts and circumstances
are in my opinion diametrically opposed to the statements in the
above ad vertisement, ar.d which statements, if correct, would ap-

pear to convict me of falsehood, 1 beg to say, for the information
of whom it may concern, and in justice to myself, that two dis-

tinct offers were mide to the creditors by Mr. Waterhouse and
Mr. Dickinson, (his brother-in-law- .) neither of which stipulated
for or mentioned the ultimate payment of one hundred cents on
the dollar.

The first offer made to his creditors at a meettng at the office
of J union. Green k Co., was of fifty cents on the dollar, to be
guaranteed by Mr. Dickinson, in notes at two, four, six and eight
months. This offer was not accepted by the creditors.

The second offer I took down in writing at the time, and it
was put to the meeting in due form in tl shape of a motion by
Mr. Wyllie ; the following is a literal copy of my note made at
the time and read to the meeting:

" Moved by Mr. Wyllie. on behalf of Mr. Nathan, that the of-

fer of Mr. Dickinson be accepted, which offer Mr. Wyllie under-
stands to be the following : Mr. Waterhouse to be left in the
management of the goods, he giving to each creditor his note
for fifty per rent, of his just claim, at two, four, six and eight
months, which note Sir. Dickinson engages to endorse, subject
to the understanding that Mr. Waterhouse gives to each creditor
his notes for the payment of fifteen per cent, more at two and
four months after the fifty cents on the dollar are paid, the pro-

perty to remain on account of the creditors as security for the
payment ol both."

This motion was lost, and an assignment was then proposed,
when Mr. Waterhouse observed, that he of course always con-

sidered himself under a moral obligation to pay the whole bal-

ance, if he could. Mr. Hackfeld observed, that he considered
the moral obligation to pay, if he could, existed under any cir-

cumstances, and somebody suggested that Sir Waterhouse
should give his note containing a moral obligation to pay the
final balance as soon as possible.

None of these propositions, however, seemed to meet the views
of the creditors, and an assignment was ultimately agreed to,
the result of which, as is notorious, has been highly satisfactory
to all concerned, Mr. Waterhouse having, in the short space of
three months, received back from the assignees a very hand-
some surplus, after paying all his debts and the expenses of the
assignment, although at the meeting of his creditors above re-

ferred to. he read a statement, drawn up by himself, estimating
his liabilities at $577, and his assets at 37, Kl, which, after
deducting expenses, could not, if correct, be reasonably expect-
ed to yield much more than fifty cents ou the dollar.

If this statement of facts then be correct, what can "A Credit-
or" mean when he says," that no offer of fifty cents on a dollar
was ever made by him (Mr. Waterhouse) to his creditors as a
composition, and that no proposition was brought before them,
either by himself or by any person in his beh.ilf. riiVA did not
nitpul'Ue for thei ultimate payment of one hundred cent on
the dollar, to all his creditors" T
