@he Polynesian,
FOREIGN NEWS !

By the arrival of the American clipper ship Storm
King, Captain Callaghan, in nine days from San Fran-
cico, we have received Pacific dates to February, At-
lantic dates (telegraphic) to January 24, and European
to January 9. '

The Yunkee, Captain Claxton, arrived over to San
Francisco in ten days. The Sheet Anchor had also ar-
rived.

Of the events trunspiring in the world, we make the
following extracts from our exchanges :

Umnited States.

Gen. W, T. Sherman, in the Federal Army, has be-
come insane. Col. Sam. Colt, of revulver celebrity,
died st Martford, Conn., January 10. Ex-President
Tyler died at Richmond, Va., January 17.

The surrender by the United States Government of
Mason and Slidell continues to be a leading topic. The
press generally has veered around, and now approves
the measure. The correspondence between Mr, Seward
and the English and French Governments on that sub-
Jject is published in the San Francisco Bulletin of the
37th ult, Mr. Seward disowns the action of Captain
Wilkes; defends the right to seize, however, both the
veszel and its contrabund, but acknowledges the infor-
mality and incompleteness of the trinsaction ; remem-
