We have from time to time endeavored to
show the necessity of thoroughly revising the
present Constitution of this country ; said neces
sity being predicated upon the utter want of adap-

tation in that document to the capacity and con-

dition of the Hawaiian people. Evidently framed.
more with reference to what this people may one
day become in some one hundred and fifty years.
more or less, from date, than with reference to
what it was at the time of its adoption, and though
more suited to the tastes, habits and prejudices of
a majority of the foreign than of the native popula- -

tion, yet we venture safely to say that there were
even few foreigners then, and there are still less
now, of common sense and perspicacity, but admit
that the attempt to introduce a democratic popular
government in a country, where popular ignorance
was the rule and popular intelligence the exception,
was at the time a political blunder, and has proved
a practical failure.

Singularly enough, the framers of the Constitu
tion seem to have entirely overlooked that most

ituPrtant rct in the "ocial condition of the people
that, only four years before the introduction of
this document, the Hawaiian people were still, hy

ono-ha- lf of what he felt it his duty to ask for.

Neither care we now to dwell upon tho influence
which that document waa made to pass the Leg

islature without any material alteration, and ob
tained the King's sanction. History will some day
enlighten us on those points. Bat now that we

have had a ten year's experience or democracy ia
high places, of the tremendous power conferred on
one man, or two men, or three men, or any number

men, elected by universal suffrage, tutored by ig
norance, and drilled by bigotry, to atop at will the
most salutary measures, the wisest propositions :

democratic penknife the rough sides of barbar

ism, ignorance and conceit, how do we feel and find
