Francisco and China, touching at Kanagawa and
Honolulu. Success to the enterprise, all credit to its
projectors. From a San Francisco exchange we copy
the following most interesting piece of news :

A Trass-Pacif- ic Lixb of Steamships. The steam-
ship Scotland.' now expected from Hongkon", via
Kanagwa, Japan, is one of three large steameis'built
by William S. Lindsay, of London, and named by
him the England, 4 Ireland ' and Scotland.' They
are full-ringe- d, iron screw steamships, and register
S74 tons each, English measurement The Ew-L.-nJ

was sold some months ago to the Japanese
Government for some l2o,000. The Scotland'
ws one of a line of steamers that formerly ran be-
tween Sydney and Singapore, and to othrr places in
the East Indies. Parties, whose names do not ap-
pear, have purchased two other steamers, very sim-
ilar to the Scotland, that are to run in connection
with her across the Pacific. They are the Tyne-raou- th

' and the Robert Lowe.' This last vessel is
now on her way here from England, and will be due
in about orif month, and the other, we understand,

now in China, and will leave for this port some
time after the sailing of the Scotland.' The line
will stop 36 hours ut Kanagawa on t' eir way here,
and returning, will stop at Honolulu, Sandwich
Islands, the same length of time. The bunkers of
e ich of these steamers are larse enough to currv suf-
ficient coal to mike the entire Trans-Pacif- ic passage
without stopping any where ; and being, us stated
above, ship-rigge- d, they will be enabled to take ad-
vantage t.f fair winds ; and with both steam and
wind, will probably make the passage between Hong-
kong and San Francisco in about lour weeks. Each
fcteamer will have room for about 40 first class pas-
sengers, and quite a large number of steerage passen-
gers. The agents in Hongkong are Russell & Co.
The Scotland U officered by Americans.

Messrs. H. Uackfeld & Ca. are the agents for the
Trans-Pacifi- c line in Honolulu.

Ixpoetant Arctic Discoveries The following
is a copy of a telegraphic dispatch from Mr.'C. F.
Hall, the arctic voyager, who reached St. John's, N.
F., upon his return on Friday last. It is addressed
to Mr. H. Grinnell of New York city :

St. JoHn's. X. F. Aug. 22, 18C2.

I am bound for the States to renew my voyage. I
have not prosecuted my mission to the extent pro-
posed, on account of the vessel: but I thank God
that He hath impowered me to do so much

I have determined the fate of probably two boats
crews of Sir John Franklin ; have solved the mystery
of 300 years relative to Sir Martin Frobisher's expe-
dition under Queen Elizabeth, and have learned the
fate of five of the men captured from Frobisher by
the Esquimaux

I have found and identified the exact place of their
landing and prior account of Warwick's Sound : from
thence Frobisher attempted to plant the colony of
OTie hundred men. I have recovered Avassa, Varedi
and a large number of relics of said expedition, and
have explored over one thousand miles of the sea
coast, including the ed Frobisher6 Straits,
which I found to be a deep bay terminating in lati-
tude 63 48 X. longitude 70 W.

I have also discovered a great glacier and a moun-
tain of fossils between Hudson Straits and Bay of
Frobisher. The George Henry was about to depart
for the States, Aug. 9, 1861, but thick-ribbe- d ice
kept her entombed until Oct. 18. The ship's com-
pany subsisted mostly through the winter by the
generous hospitality of the Esquimaux.
