Collcu-SpiMMi- ng ia Russia.
Every Russian peasant, mule and female, wears

cotton clothes. The men wear printed shirts and
trowsers, and the women are dressed from heud to
foot in printed cotton also. When it is remem-
bered that Russia contains something like thirty-thre- e

millions of serfs, besides other classes
amounting to twenty millions, all using this arti
cle more or less, one can estimate the demand for
cotton goods. But a calculation is not to be made
from data afforded by free and more prosperous
countries. The peasantry ure poor the cotton
prints are dear. Hence there is not a tithe of the
right amount of consumption. Still, the cotton
trade in Russia is a large trade, and it is supplied
chiefly by native labor, in mills containing ma-

chinery made in Oldham and Manchester, and
superintended by Englishmen from the same and
neighboring towns. There may be five millions or
eix millions of spindles at work spinning this
cotton, together with the weaving and printing
of the same, that forms indeed a large item per-
haps the largest among the manufacturing pro
cesses of Kusia and employs a capital of thirty
million, sterling. The largest mills are in the
neighborhood of St. Petersburg, one of these
having some 120,000 spindles, and a few others
are of 70,000 and 60,000 ; but the general bulk of
the trade is in the Moscow district, and scattered
about the land in that direction. The number of
spindles there may not be so great in any indi-
vidual mill as in some of the large St. Petersburg
establishments ; but the mills are more numerous.
Si niie of them nearly as large, and all of them are
of respectable dimensions, even according to an
English estimate.

Carairarewa Plaafa.
Of all the instances of sensibility in plants, the

most remarkable is that of the Venus' fly trap. It
has a large dilated foot-stal- k, and leaf formed of
lobes fixed by a middle rib, with some thorny pro-
cesses or protuberances, an arrangement t- - give it
irritability. Nature provides a honey-lik- e secre-
tion which attracts the flies and insects to feed
upon, and by stepping on them the' leaves close,
and the insect is entrapped.

Mr. Knight first ascertained that this plant
could be fed on filaments of raw beef, but the gen-
eral complaint is. that it will nut live Ion" in this
country, (England), from the want of a supply of
its proper food. llie lecturer was the brst to dis-
cover that the sensibility resided in the thorns and
not in the middle rib, where it was formerly sup-
posed to belong. After flies or any other insects
are entrapped, the leaves remain closed for several
days, when the insect may be seen struggling
within.

The process will go on until both lobes of the
leaf are collapsed and straight, and the teeth
locked, until at last it will open, when the insect
will be seen crushed, every particle of fluid being
absorbed, so that the fly may be blown out at
almost the first breath of wind. The lecturer made
a series of experiments on this plant, which had
been in his possession for upwards of twelve years,
by feeding it upon filaments of beef and mutton,
and it was at last destroyed by accident.

Anothet plant, a native of our own country, the
Drosena Roturdijolia, or sundew of our marshes,
possesses apparatus of an analogous organic char-
acter, bearing a viscid fluid, and a multitude of
hairs, which have the effect of catching insects,
whereon to feed the plant. Professor Johnson's
Lectures.
