Epmror :—It is with great reluctance that [ in-
trude myself again on the public through your eol-
umns, bat the misstatements that have appeared in
the Pacific Commercial Advertiser of March 18th, in
connection with my report to the Minister of the [n-
terior, are 8o glaring, I feel obliged to correct them.

The 56,759 letters reported to the Minister of the
Interior under the head of *forei gn letters,” to which
Mr. Whitney aliudes, included all letters receved in
the Homolulu Post Office written in foreign lan-
guages, whether mailed from different parts of the
islands or from foreign eountries, the larger propor-
tion being correspondence within the Kingdom. on |
which no sea postage is collected or paid, The 32,765
letters reported uader the head of * native Jetters,” |
and termed by Mr. Whitney * inter-island letters,”
were written in the Hawaiian language. Any prrson
eager for useless statistical information can obtain
the exact number of letters received from San Fran-
cisco during the past four years by examining the
““letter bills * from that office which are on file in
the Honoluls Post Office, and which are always at
the command of Captains of ships bringing mails who
are anxious to determine the correctness of the |
amount of sea postage paid them. T

eral how much remuueration is puid for the conveyance of |
Whitney*s Express, but lest it should be supposed that my al-
lusion in your paper of the 14th instant was based on conjec.

been consigned, and to whom considerable sex postage has
been paid, and their reply was that vessels copsigned to them
bringing Wihitney's Express had never been paid anvthing for
that service. As [ referred to transient ships only, I consid-
ered the above information sufficiently conrlasive.

They hate us; distrast us ; have no hope in us; while
they eling confidently to their masters, work for them
patiently, and will die bravely for them, if their mas-
ters are present where their eye can direct and their
voices command. We mny make ten thousand argu- |

fact, substantiated by every day’s expericnce. Thou-
sands of slaves might come within our lines to-day and
be free, who refuse to do so, quietly working on their
owner's plantations. There are probably not more

fogitives this year than common, where they do not |

| come in an immediste contset with Northern white |

men. -
Then we are mistaken aguin in deeming this a favor- !
able time for insurrection. We said, when the men
have gone to war the slaves will rise ; but be it noticed |
that slaves s-ldom rise in time of war, for then the
country is armed. Every man snd every woman in the '
South oan at once lay their hands on rifles and revolv- |
ers ; and then, too, they are more closely guarded. 1If
there was an insurrection in peaccful times the slaves
could fiee, many escaping, and of those taken few would
be killed. Now let there be sn insurrection and the
massacre will commence, and the blacks will be indis-
criminately butchered in the whole region of country
alarmed. There has never been a day siace the Dutch-
men laonded the first cargo of slaves, when gn insurree-
tion would be so promptly and so thoroughly subdued
as now. The negroes know better about this than their
white friends at the North, and they will keep still;
and if there is mo insurrection, the proclamation of
emancipation will have no more effect to shorten the
war, than did Mr. Lincoln’s first proclamation ordering
the rebels to disperse in thirty days.

& Since writing the above, we have "learned that these four
men were all green hands, that they had heen inquisitive as to
the position of the ship for about & week, asking the steward the
Iatitude and longitude each day. They had an old map'among
them, and probably supposed themselves aearer the land than
they really were. On the night in question, when they lefi,a
boatsteerer headed the watch, and while he was below for »
short time, they took the bow boat and left, unobhserved. The
wind was very light, but directly in their teeth, to the nearesg
land. The next nearest pluce was the Chiachas Islands, 750
miles dist., with wind fair for it. There [s some hope of their
being pieked up by the guano traders, as they were directly in
their path. The following are the names of the missing men (—
Joseph Musearra, W. Isl; Clark H. Northrup, Providence, R. I;
Otis P. Barlow, Scohaire, N. Y.; John Donahoe, W, Ial.

The Comet, Capt Smith, safled hence Jan 25th, with light airs
from Bouth. The flrst two days was in sight of land with strong
bead winds; next eight days had light winds from BE to ENE;
rest of the passage had wind from N to E, and arrived at San
Francisco Feb 10—16 days.

Left that port March 3d, crossing the bar at 1P M. First day
bad strong NW wind; three following days light airs from North
snd calms; next two days moderate breeses from NE; calms suc-
ceeded for the next three days, followed by moderate winds from
E to ENE the next two; baiance of passage had moderate winds
from N to NE.
