The
undersigned therefore is constrained to protest against
the trodaction into Pera of any of His Majesty's pa-
tive subjects ; and if any should be brought to its ports
under the lisenwes so profusely grauted, it will be his
daty to reguire thet the Government of Peru cause
them to be retarned to their native land, free of ex-
pense, and compensate them adequately for any dam-
ages they may have suffered.

The undersigned, Minister of Foreizn Affairs, has the
honor to reply to the nute, dated 9tk October last, which

: Charge d’Affuircs and Consul General of His
M jesty the King of Hawaii, was pleased to address to
this Department, protesting agninst the introduction of
the inhabitants of Polynesia who have been brought to
Peru, in consequence of licences indiscriminately grant-
ol by the Government to bring colonists, and making
Luown that he will require of it to return them to their
notive country, free of all expenses and with an indem-
nity for the damagesand prejudices which they may
have suffered, in case they should be subjects of His
Majesty the King of Hawaii.

The undersigned neither accepts this protest, nor
considers it well founded, nor the Government respon-
sille for the acts, contracts or affsirs of others. In
granting permission to introduce colonists, it has not
done more than comply with the laws of the Republic,

respect the rales established in regard to the free

dom of commerce, granted to «l! the world, to bring to
the territory of the Kepublic artizans, engineers, man-
ufwcturers and agriculturists, ander voluntary agree-
ments between the immigrants and their eonductors.
In 1849 a privilege was granted to Don Domingo Elias
to bring Asiat:c colonists; in fact, sundry cargoes arriv-
ed, until the permission expired. The Governwent, by
s decree of the 5th of March, 185G, prohibited that
cvamerce, and although afterwards the entry of a fow
cirgoes 'was permitted, it was from respect to the prin-
eiple of previous notice to merchants and to that against
rotronctive legislation, snd with the preseription. on all
those ooesions, of humane regulstions in favor of the
immigrants.

Iu like manner contracts hive been made with divers
persons to bring emigrants from Ireland, Germauy,
Spain, and other parts of the world, granting them a
fr7e pagsage, lands, freedom from taxes, and other fa-
vorable exemptions, without any of these governments
having protested either agninst the laws of the Republic
v against the licenses. They would act within the

Jsphrere of their rights and sovereiguty, and the Govern.
tment of Peru would respect their acts if they should
srohibit their subjects from leaving their own country,
¢ shonld advise them pot to do it, if the laws granted
them the liberty to abandon their coustry, or in case
u coming into Peru they should suffer damnges or vi-
|o'ences, or also if justice should not be administered to
‘them sccording to the Peruvian laws, under the pro-
section of which ail strangers come to live. When the
subjects of foreign nations present themselves on the
shores of the Republie, the Government only recogni-
= in them men with rights, and if they are slaves in
heir own country, they are free on the sole act of
ireading on the soil of Pera. No one, therefore, is
srought to it to be enslaved, and its ports, since the
prociamstions of its independence, are open to the com-
=eree of all nations,
+ When the Government has required engineers, archi-
"pots, manufactarers, artists, or men of industry, it has

capitals, without having by these contracts pretended,
ol without now pretending to withdraw those sub- |

It is well known that the authorities of
China consent, if they do not propend, to the exporta-
tion of their exoberant population. This is not the
case in the Polynesian islands. Hence the expres=ion of
regret by the undersigued that licenses for this traffic
might, unintentioually, be conceded to suine person or
persons ignorant of, or unacquainted with these partic-
ular circumstances, Nor is the compurison made be-
tween the introduction of Polynesians and that of engi-
overs, architects, ete., from Europe more compatible, in
the opinion of the undersigned. The frmer are sim-
ple, innocent apd ignorant, easily deccived and led
astray by astute and Jesigning persons, and in most in-
stances, live in an unprotect-d stat=, affording facilities
for forcible abdaetion, which might, in some instances,
be availed of ; whereas the latter are more or less eda-
cated, speak one or more of the civilized languages,
acd, consequently, arc less liable w be dectived and
deluded from their native land.

It is highly satisfactory to the undersigned to gbserve
by His Excellency’s note, to which he has now the honor
to reply, that in the event of Polynesisns being brought
to Peru by violence vr fraud, his Government will ze-
press such scts, and punish condigaly the violators of
publi¢ end private rights ; and that, with the view o
